COMPANY OVERVIEW

Naturite Agro products Limited is proud to be one of the few India's select manufacturers of the 
manufacturer, suppliers and exporter of Capsicum Oleoresin, Pure Capsaicin Natural, Paprika Oleoresin, 
Turmeric Oleoresin & Curcumin Powder. The offered range has been availed to the customers in standard 
compositions. Its products are supplied to  pharmaceutical, healthcare, food, and beverage industries.

INDUSTRY STRUCTURE AND DEVELOPMENTS

The spices market in India has witnessed significant growth in recent past on account of rising demand for 
spices fueled by expansion of spice mixes. The surge in growth is majorly originated from growth in chilly 
and turmeric as a segment of spice market. The growth in this segment has largely been led by the 
domestic factors such as increase in the area under cultivation and increasing demand from international 
markets. Unorganized segment has been dominating the spices market in India for last many years. The 
dominance of the unorganized segment in spices market in India can be attributed to the presence of huge 
number of local players selling open and unbranded products in the market.

The market for spices and seasoning has witnessed steady growth in recent decades due to rising demand 
for functional foods across the globe, wherein some select spices meant to provide immunity, such as 
turmeric, ginger, and garlic, have received tremendous responses from consumers globally. Additionally, 
the demand from consumers for high-quality healthy food ingredients, along with the increased 
preference for trying out new flavors in the foodservice sector and processed food products, is supporting 
the overall spices and seasoning market's growth globally, leading to an upward trend during the forecast 
period. 

The global oleoresin market size was decently valued in 2021 and is anticipated to witness a compound 
annual growth rate (CAGR) of 6.9% from 2022 to 2030.

Heavy 
rains and other climatic changes have made it hard to get agricultural inputs on time and threatened their 
timely availability this year and the war in Ukraine causes significant challenges for cost and supply 
chain.

INDUSTRY OUTLOOK:

Oleoresin is a natural extract from plants that is used as a flavoring and coloring agent in the food, 
pharmaceutical, and cosmetic industries. These days natural products are obtaining more awareness 
among the people across the globe as they are looking for safer, healthier and more sustainable 
alternatives to conventional products. The main factors driving the market growth are the increasing 
demand for natural and organic products, the rising popularity of ethnic cuisines, and the growing 
awareness of the health benefits of oleoresins. The natural products market is growing rapidly, this growth 
is driven by factors such as consumer preference, innovation, reduced environmental impact and 
enhanced social responsibility.

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Significant Accounting Policies: 

Corporate information

Naturite Argo Products Limited is a Public Company incorporated on 06th August, 1990 under the 
provisions of the Companies Act, 1956 having Registered Office: Sy.No. 711-713, Lalgadi Malakpet (V), 
Shamirpet, Telangana - 500078. The Equity Shares of the Company are listed on Bombay Stock Exchange

Ltd (BSE) in India on 05  February 2015. The company is principally engaged in the trading of Agro 
Products. The company caters to both domestic and international market.

The financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2023, are approved by the Board of Directors and 
thauthorised for issue on 29  May 2023.

1. Significant accounting policies

1.1. Basis of preparation

 The financial statements of the company have been prepared in accordance with Indian 
Accounting Standards (Ind AS) notified under the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) 
Rules, 2015.

 The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, except for certain 
financial instruments (refer accounting policy regarding financial instruments), which are 
measured at fair values at the end of each reporting period, as explained in the accounting policies 
below. Historical cost is generally based on the fair value of the consideration given in exchange 
for goods and services as at the date of respective transactions.

 The financial statements are presented in INR (Rs.) and all the values are rounded off to the 
nearest Rupee except when otherwise indicated.

1.2. Current versus non-current classification

 The Company presents assets and liabilities in balance sheet based on current/non-current 
classification.

1. An asset is current when it is:

 • Expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle

 • Held primarily for the purpose of trading

 • Expected to be realised within twelve months after the reporting period, or

 • Cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for 
at least twelve months after the reporting period.

 All other assets are classified as non-current.

2. A liability is current when:

 • It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle

 • It is held primarily for the purpose of trading

 • It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

 • There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months 
after the reporting period.

 The Company classifies all other liabilities as non-current.
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3.  Classification of taxes

 •    Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

 • Advance tax paid is classified as non-current assets

· • The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their 
realisation in cash and cash equivalents. The Company has identified twelve months as its 
operating cycle.

1.3. Use of Accounting Estimates 

 The preparation of financial statements requires estimates and assumptions to be made that affect 
the reported amount of assets and liabilities on the date of consolidated financial Statements, the 
reported amount of revenues and expenses during the reported period and disclosure of contingent 
liabilities. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of financial statements 
are prudent and reasonable. Actual results could differ from these estimates. Any revision to 
accounting estimates is recognised prospectively in the current and future periods.

1.4. Revenue recognition

 Sale of goods:

 Revenue is recognized when the company satisfies a performance obligation by transferring a 
promised good or service to its customers. The company considers the terms of the contract and its 
customary business practices to determine the transaction price. Performance obligations are 
satisfied at the point of time when the customer obtains controls of the asset.

 Revenue is measured based on transaction price, which is the fair value of the consideration 
received or receivable, stated net of discounts, returns and value added tax. Transaction price is 
recognised based on the price specified in the contract, net of the estimated sales incentives / 
discounts. Accumulated experience is used to estimate and provide for the discounts/ right of 
return, using the expected value method

 Interest Income:

 Interest income from a financial asset is recognised when it is probable that the economic benefits 
will flow to the Company and the amount of income can be measured reliably. Interest income is 
accrued on a time basis.

1.5. Taxes

 Current income tax

 Current income tax for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected to be 
paid to the taxation authorities based on the taxable income for that period. The tax rates and tax 
laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted or substantively enacted by the 
balance sheet date.

 Deferred income tax

 Deferred tax arising on account of timing differences and which are capable of reversal in one or 
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more subsequent period(s) is recognized using the tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or 
substantively enacted. Deferred tax assets are not recognized unless there is virtual certainty with 
respect to the reversal of the same in future years.

 Deferred tax relating to items recognized outside profit or loss is recognized in correlation to the 
underlying transaction either in OCI or directly in equity.

 Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in 
the period when the asset is realized or the liability is settled, based on tax rates(and tax laws) that 
have been enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date.

1.6. Property, plant and equipment

 On transition to Ind-AS, the Company has elected to revalue the Freehold Land of the company to 
its fair value. 

 Property, plant and equipment are recognized at cost of acquisition and installation less 
accumulated depreciation. 

1.7. Depreciation

 Depreciation is provided on the straight-line method as per the useful life prescribed in Schedule 
II to the Companies Act, 2013.

1.8. Borrowing costs

 All other borrowing costs are expensed in the period in which they occur. Borrowing costs consist 
of interest and other costs that an entity incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds.

1.9. Inventories

 Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

 Cost is arrived at by using FIFO method and includes all costs of purchases, cost of conversion 
and other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition

1.10. Provisions and contingent liability

 A provision is recognized when the Company has a present obligation as a result of past event, it is 
probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the 
obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation. 

 A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises from past events whose existence will be 
confirmed by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events beyond the 
control of the Company or a present obligation that is not recognized because it is not probable 
that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation. A contingent liability also 
arises in extremely rare cases where there is a liability that cannot be recognized because it cannot 
be measured reliably. The Company does not recognize a contingent liability but discloses its 
existence in the financial statements.

1.11. Financial instruments

 A financial instrument is any contract that give rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial 
liability or equity of another entity.
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 Initial Recognition

 Financial assets and liabilities are recognised when the Company becomes a party to the contract 
that gives rise to financial assets and financial liabilities. Financial assets and liabilities are 
initially measured at fair value. Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or 
issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and financial liabilities 
at fair value through profit or loss) are added to or deducted from the fair value measured on initial 
recognition of financial asset or financial liability.

 Subsequent Measurement

 Financial assets at amortised cost

 Financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost if these financial assets are held 
within a business whose objective is to hold these assets in order to collect contractual cash flows 
and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are 
solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

 Financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income (nothing has been
