na major development, the Centre, 
I for the first time, has initiated a draft 

proposal for setting up an All India 
Institute of Medical Sciences (Aiims)-like 
institute of national importance for animal 
health, education and research in Delhito 
be called the All India Institute of 
Veterinary Sciences (AIIVS). 

The institute will also have a 200-500 
seater ultra-modemn super specialty 
hospital attached to it for providing out- 
patient and in-patient medical facilities 
toanimals. 

According to the draft proposal, the 
‘premier institute would also be equipped 
with advanced diagnostic and teaching 
facilities for under-graduate veterinarians. 
It would have innovation and research 
facilities for post-graduate and Phd 
scholars under one single roof. 

Land for the institute is being searched 
for around the National Capital Region 
(NCR). Just like Aiims, AIIVS would also be 
an apex veterinary referral hospital in 
IndiaThe hospital will have departments for 
the treatment of companion animals, farm 
animals, equines, wildlife and exoic pets. 

The hospital will have hi-tech depart- 
ments in surgery, ophthalmology. 
orthopedics, anesthesia, soft-tissue cul 
ture, neuter-surgery, oncology and cardi- 
ology, among others. 

ATIVS will also act as a think-tank for 
policy research and advocacy. 

It would be a centre of excellence for 
animal pandemic preparedness with the 
‘One Health Approach’ of the World Health 
Organization (WHO). 

Sources said the draft proposal for the 
AITIVS has been mooted by the Veterinary 
Council of India (VCI). It would now be 
placed for formal approval before the 
Union Cabinet, after which its total cost, 
fundingand other requirements would be 
formalised. 

The VClis astatutory body established 
under the Indian Veterinary Council Act 
1984. It functions under the supervision 
of the ministry of animal husbandry, 
dairying and fisheries.

If approved, sources said the hospital 
may start functioning in the next three- 
fouryears, though in phases. 

Once the ATIVS starts functioning, the 
concept could be expanded to other parts 
of the country, similar to ATIMS, sources 
said. The draft proposal said the Union 
minister for animal husbandry, dairying 
and fisheries will be the ex-officio pres. 
ident of the governing board of AIIVS, 
while the secretary in the ministry will be 
the secretary of the board. 

In ATIMS, the Union health minister is 

ex-officio head of the governingboard. 
The draft proposal also said that the 

governingboard will comprise Union ani- 
mal husbandry commissioner, president 
of the VCI and five vice-chairmen of vet- 
erinary universities and director of the 
national institutes. 

AIIVS will add to the existing veteri- 

nary research efforts and teaching targets 
of the state veterinary universities and 
national-level institutes such as the 
Indian Veterinary Research Institute 

(IVRI) and National Dairy Research 

Institute (NDRI), Karnal. 
“The nstitute is envisaged to meet the 

requirements of preventive, promotive 
and curative primary as well assecondary 
and tertiary animal health issues. It will 
produce top-notch veterinary prac- 
titionersand teachersfor the country,” the 
draft said. 

In the first phase, around 200 students 
will be admitted to the premier institute 
on the basis of NEET and NTA merit. 

ATIVS will have four major buildings 
within its premises. 

The first would be the super specialty 
hospital, followed by the academic block. 
Then, there would be the research block 
and finally the administrative and sup- 
portive facility. 

The research block will house various 
centres for advanced studies like artificial 
intelligence and machine leaming invet- 
erinary medicine and stem cell therapy, 
among others. 

Some sources said work onthe concept 
of AIIVS came into picture whenafter sev- 
eral attempts, veterinary science and edu- 
cation couldn’tbe separated from agricul- 
ture rescarch despite creation of a 
separate ministry of animal husbandry 
and dairying. 

Indian Air Force endorses the 
indigenous basic trainer aircraft 
AJAI SHUKLA 
NewDelhi, 8 September 

Indicating satisfactory progress on one 
ofthe Indian aviation industry’s flagship 
projects, the air marshal in charge of 
Indian Air Force (IAF) procurement per- 
sonally flew, and endorsed, the new 
basic trainer aircraft (BTA) that 
Hindustan Aeronautics Ltd (HAL) has 
designed for training rookie pilots of the 
three services. 

Called the Hindustan Turbo Trainer 
Aircraft - 40 (HTT-40), the trainer was 
flown on Friday in Bengaluru by the 
deputy chief of air staff (DCAS), Air 
Marshal Ashutosh Dixit. 

‘The HTT-40, which has been indige- 
nously designed and developed by the 
Aircraft Research & Design Centre of 
HAL, is based on the training require- 
ments of the IAF. 

The IAF had initially insisted on 
training its greenhorn pilots, and those 
of the other services, on a trainer 
imported from Switzerland ~ the Pilatus 
PC-7Mark L But HAL insisted on devel- 
oping the HTT-40 as an “Aatmanirbhar 
Bharat” (self-reliant India) product. The 
Ministry of Defence (MoD) backed the 
project, which is now coming to fruit- 
fon. 

The HTT-40 is being priced by HAL 
atabout 50 crore per aircraft, which is 
about the same as the cost of the Swiss 

trainer. However, the high degree of 
indigenisation in the Indian trainer will 
allow it tobe modified into variants such 
as a light attack aircraft, without end- 
user clauses from original equipment 
manufacturers (OEMs) overseas. 

Control of the intellectual property 
rights of the HTT-40's sub-systems and 
systems will also make it easier to export 
it to regional countries for use by their 
trainee pilots. 

“The HTT-40 is a fully acrobatic air- 
craft, powered by a four bladed turbo- 
prop engine. It is fitted with a state-of- 
the-art glass cockpit, modem avionics 
and latest safety features, including a 
zero-zero ejection seat. The trainer has 
amaximum speed of 450 kilometres per 
hour and a maximum service ceiling of 
sixkilometres,” said the MoD in a media 
statement on Friday. 

The HTT-40 first flew on May 31, 
2016, and obtained system-level certifi- 
cation on June 6 last year. 

Clearance by India’s regulator for 
military aviation products, the Centre 
for Military Airworthiness and 
Certification, Is currently underway for 
the full aircraft. 

The IAF has signed a 36,828 crore 
contract with HAL for the supply of 70 
HTT-40 aircraft, along with spares and 
training infrastructure. Induction into 
service is to commence on September 
15,2025, and be completed by March 15, 

The HTT-40, which has been 
indigenously designed by the 
Aircraft Research & Design 
Centre of HAL, is based on the 
training requirements of the IAF 

2030. The HTT-40 will enhance the 
quality of training of ab initio pilots of 
the Indian armed forces. 

“The procurement will also include 
a full mission simulator for the (HTT- 
40), which will supplement the aerial 
training, allowing pilots to practice dif- 
ferent profiles on ground, prior to the 
sorties,” stated the MoD on Friday.

Devy, whose work with 
the denotifiedtribes of Indiaand the 
largest-ever survey oflanguages in 
history is well known, embarked on this 
projectbecause he was horrified at the 
polarisation of all debates on India’s past 
andthehatred spewed againstits 
traditions of diversity and religious 
pluralism. Hewrites in the introductory 
essay thatthis bookwaswrittento 
combatthemisinformation that has 
been seeded into present-day 
discussions about India’s past. 

ForDevy and hisfelloweditors, the 
inabilityto engage critically with the 
pastis spreading an epidemicof 
disinformation. And it has reduced what 
isan otherwise rich, layered narrative of 
the peopleofthe region intoa 
unidimensional account that parcelsthe 
ancientworldinto neat binariesof race, 
superiority and patriotism.
