Monthly inflows of System-
atic Investment Plans (SIPs)
of Mutual Funds could easily
surge and nearly double to
about ¥40,000 crore by
December 2025, Swarup Mo-
hanty, Vice Chairman & CEO,
Mirae Asset Investment
Managers (India) said.

This is against the recent
July 2024 actual SIP inflows
level of ¥ 23,332 crore seen by
the MFs. In May 2018, the
monthly SIP inflows was just
¥ 7,304 crore.

“If the equity markets con-
tinue like this, this average
monthly SIP inflow of
¥40,000 crore could happen
quicker than December
2025,” Mohanty said on Fri-
day.

The Multilateral Investment
Guarantee Agency (MIGA),
part of World Bank Group
Guarantees,and the Interna-
tional Solar Alliance (ISA) on
Friday announced the estab-
lishment of the MIGA-ISA
Solar Facility. The Facility, a
multi-donor trust fund, will
combine ISA’s technical ex-
pertise and MIGA’s capacity
to mobilise financing, creat-
ing an innovative mechan-
ism to accelerate the global
adoption of solar energy, in-
cluding cutting-edge solar
energy technologies.

It will offer concessional
financing tools, including
first-loss  instruments and
reinsurance capacity, to im-
prove project bankability
and lower the cost of MIGA
guarantees. Initially, the fa-
cility will focus on support-
ing Sub-Saharan Africa, with
plans to expand globally.

Administered by MIGA,
the facility will help scale up
its guarantee issuance, mo-
bilising private capital for
solar and distributed energy
projects.

It will provide cost-effect-
ive risk mitigation instru-
‘ments to support the growth
of solar projectsin ISA mem-
ber countries.

The ISA has committed a
seed funding of $2 million,
witha targettoraise $10 mil-
lion for the facility. This is
the first programme under
the guarantee component of
ISA’s Global Solar Facility
(GSF), which will have a tar-
get size of $200 million for
Africa.

The frenetic growth in
AUM in recent years can be
gauged from the fact that
AUM was only 322,000 crore
in theyear 2018.

“What used to be 65 per-
cent of Indians at low income
levels in 2005 will be reduced
10 15 per cent in 2030.

Affordability, regional lan-
guage content,and rural reach are the USP of
Cherrilearn app. At X1 a day, the e-learning
app is available in English and regional lan-
guages designed by certified academic ex-
perts to improve the learning skills of stu-
dents from 1st to Sth standard in a fun-filled
way.
Mentioning that he is getting good support
for his initiative, he said even SMEs have
come forward to support students in govern-
ment schools.

Now he is in the process of expanding ver-
tically in terms of adding more classes and the
medium of instruction.

The app, which was available in Kannada
and English medium till a year ago, is now
available in Hindi also. “We have launched a
beta version of the NCERT syllabus in Hindi
and some students from north India are using
itnow,” he said.

Shrinidhi, who wants to take the benefits of
this app to the classes beyond 1-5, said: “We
are uploading the content for sixth standard
in the beta version. It has been made available
to a couple of government schools in Daksh-
ina Kannada district.” From the next aca-
demic year, even the sixth and seventh stand-
ard students should be able to get the benefit
of the Cherrilearn app.

Stating that these expansions would con-
tinue by adding more classes and mediums of
instruction, he said students who are facing
the 10th board exam will be given an oppor-
tunity to get ready for their board exams by
paying ¥1a dayin the coming years.
