Kohli's 
record-breaking performance helped India 
set a daunting total of 397/4, securing a 70- 
run win and propelling the team to their first 
ODI World Cup final since 2011. 

VIRAT TOPS SACHIN 
Virat Kohli went past Sachin Tendulkar with a 
record-breaking 50th One-Day International 
(ODI) century during India's World Cup 
semi-final at Wankhede Stadium in 
Mumbai. Kohli became the first male 
cricketer to achieve this milestone, helping 
India to a commanding first-innings score of 
397/4. His innings played a pivotal role in 
India's journey to the World Cup final, 
marking their first appearance at the 
tournament's climax since 2014.Kohli's 
historic knock followed a memorable 
innings earlier in the tournament, where he 

equalled Sachin Tendulkar's 49 ODI 
centuries during a 243-run win over South 
Africa on his birthday in Kolkata. His latest 
century reached in his 279th ODI match 
from just 106 balls, featured eight fours and 
a six, culminating with a flick for two in the 

42nd over. Celebrating his achievement, 

Kohli turned to the stands, acknowledging 
the presence of Tendulkar and the throngs of 
fans cheering him on at Wankhede 
Stadium.Reflecting on his achievement, 

  

  

Kohli described the moment as a "dream" 
come true, expressing gratitude for reaching 
this milestone in front of his family and 
childhood hero, Tendulkar. "It's too good to 

be true, it's surreal," Kohli said after the 

match. "If I could paint the perfect picture, I 
would want this to be the picture: my partner, 
the person] love the most, is sitting there, my 
hero is sitting there." For fans across India, 

Kohli's feat and emotional celebration were 
unforgettable, cementing his legacy as one 
of cricket's greatest iconIndia's batting 
display was buoyed by Shreyas Iyer, who 
accelerated the innings with a powerful 105 
off 70 balls, including eight sixes. 
Contributions from Shubman Gill (80* off 
66), Rohit Sharma (47 off 29), and KL Rahul 
(39* off 20) added momentum to India's 
innings. Rohit's brisk start put New Zealand 
under pressure from the outset, while Gill's 

calm partnership with Kohli set the 
foundation for the imposing total. 

OTD 1989: 15-year-old Sachin 
Tendulkar makes his 

international debut vs Pakistan 
New Delhi. On 15th November 1989, the 

sport of cricket got gifted with one of his 
biggest disciples as a 16-year-old prodigy 
named Sachin Tendulkar made his 
international debut against Pakistan in 
Karachi. The child prodigy had already made 
aname for himself by plundering runs in all 
forms of cricket right from school level to 
senior level leaving everyone in awe of his 
talent.Hence, a young Tendulkar who once 
dreamt of playing cricket for his country at 
the highest level while practicing in the local 
maidaans (grounds) of Mumbai under the 
tutelage of Ramakant Achrekar, finally 
realized his dream. However, the youngster 
faced a herculean task in his very first game 
as he was up against a fiery pace attack of 
‘Wasim Akram, Imran Khan and debutant

Tendulkar finally lived his dream as he 
walked out for the first time to bat for India in 
front of a packed crowd at the National 
Stadium in Karachi. The right-handed batter 
was immediately introduced to the rigours of 
international cricket as Pakistan bowlers 
were all over him right from the word go. 
Tendulkar hit a couple of boundaries to ease 
himself at the crease but was clearly seen 
finding it tough at the crease. His stay at the 
crease was ended on 15 (24) as he was 
cleaned up by a vicious yorker from Wagar 
‘Younis who picked 4/80 on his debut. 

Tendulkar braves deadly bouncer in his 2nd 
inningsAfter a poor outing on his debut, 
Tendulkar immediately showed signs of 
greatness in his very next game as he 
registered his maiden Test half century after

Following 
his injury, no one in the entire ground 
expected Tendulkar to continue his innings 
as he was asked to go back to the dressing 
room.However, the youngster, determined to 
leave his mark at the international level, 
replied with ‘Mai Khelega’(I will play) and 
scored a graceful 59 laced with four 
boundaries.

Paraguay quickly leveled through a 
spectacular bicycle kick from Antonio 
Sanabria in the 19th minute. The hosts 

  

maintained their pressure, and just after 
halftime, Omar Alderete's header in the 47th 

minute sealed the win for Paraguay. Messi, 
who had limited involvement throughout the 
match, voiced his frustration with Brazilian 

referee Anderson Daronco's decision not to 
send off Alderete for several aggressive

his low shot was saved by Venezuela's 
goalkeeper Rafael Romo. Moments later, 
Vinicius missed a second chance after the 
rebound fell to him, firing wide.Brazil 

controlled much of the first half, with 

Raphinha's stunning free-kick in the 43rd 
minute giving the visitors the lead. 
However, Venezuela responded in the 

second half, with Telasco Segovia 

equalizing just minutes after the restart in 
the 46th minute with a powerful shot from 
outside the box. 

Venezuela's hopes of a comeback were 
slightly dampened in the 89th minute when 
Alexander Gonzalez was sent off for 
striking both Gabriel Martinelli and 
Vinicius in the face. Despite the red card,
