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9-year-old boy dies in rainwater pool

New Delhi: A nine year old boy
died by drowning in a rainwa-
ter pool in Chhat Ghat near
Najafgarh drain where he went
to take a bath with his friend.
Acording to the police on
Wednesday, on August 11, a
boy, studying in 5th class in
Municipal Corporation of
Delhi (MCD) school in Baprola
was reported missing since 12
pm in the afternoon from his
house in Nangli Vihar area,
under Ranhola police station.
“His father is a private driver
and mother is a housewife.
Accordingly a case under sec-
tion 137(2)(kidnapping) of
BNS is registered in this regard
at Ranhola police station. A
search was made with the rel-
atives but not found,” DCP
Outer Jimmy Chiram stated.

He added that on August 12 in

the morning at 8.17 am, a
PCR call was received at
Ranhola police station that the
dead body of that boy was
found in Chhat Ghat near
Najafgarh drain and family
persons had taken the body
home. “Dead body has been
sent to Deen Dayal Upadhyay
hospital for post mortem. No
eternal injury was on the body.
Crime team with forensic
experts examined the spot,
Chiram said.

During the course of inquiry,
several CCTV cameras
installed near the house of
child and Chhat Ghat were
checked. Upon investigation, it
was found that the two children
of nine years old and 10 years
old were seen together near the
house and later seen entering
the chat ghat.

Complex surgery at BMHRC relieves 30-year-

old woman from advanced pancreatic cancer

30-year-old woman
Asuffering from pan-

creatic cancer under-
went a complex surgery at
BMHRC. The doctors from
the hospital’s surgical oncol-
ogy department, along with
other physicians and their
team, successfully performed
this surgery.
In this case, the cancer had
adhered to the blood vessel
near the pancreas, making
even a small mistake during
surgery potentially fatal for
the patient. Typically, such
operations take around 10-
12 hours, but this surgery
was completed in just 3-4
hours. The patient’s condi-
tion has significantly
improved, and she has been
discharged from the hospi-
tal.
The patient received free
treatment under the
Ayushman Bharat scheme.
Dr Sonveer Gautam,
Assistant Professor,
Department of Surgical
Oncology said that the
woman had been battling
pancreatic cancer for the
past four months.
She was admitted to anoth-
er hospital for surgery, but
the doctors there refused to
operate, stating that the can-
cer had spread from the
pancreas to the nearby blood
vessel, the portal vein. The
portal vein is a very impor-
tant vein that carries blood
from the gastrointestinal
tract, gallbladder, pancreas,
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and spleen to the liver.
Surgery could have caused
the vein to rupture, which
would have been fatal for the
patient. Subsequently, the
patient came to BMHRC.
Considering her condition,
we decided to undertake
this risky surgery.

After discussing the case
with Interventional
Radiologist Dr Radheshyam
Meena, it was determined
that the cancer could be
removed from the blood
vessel.

The operation was then per-
formed and was completely
successful. He mentioned
that such operations usually
take about 10-12 hours, but
we completed it in just 4
hours. This helped in the
patient’s speedy recovery.
Typically, these operations
require blood transfusions
due to blood loss, but in this
case, there was no need for
an external blood transfu-
sion. The patient’s condi-
tion has now significantly
improved, and she has been
discharged from the hospital.
Dr Manisha Srivastava,
Acting Director, BMHRC,

Bhopal said,
“The patient
came to

BMHRC in a
very critical con-
dition. The can-
cer had spread
extensively, and
the surgery was
very risky. It is
very satisfying
for us that the
patient has now recovered
and returned home”
