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J&K set for 3-phase polls,
Haryana votes on Oct 1

Counting for both will take place on October 4

New Delhi, 16 August

he Election Commission (EC) on
Friday announced the polling dates
for the Assembly elections in

Jammu and Kashmir (J&K) and Haryana.
Counting of votes in Haryana and J&K

will take place on October 4.

The EC said it will announce the poll
schedule for Maharashtra later.

The term of the Haryana Assembly
ends on November 3 and that of

Maharashtra on November 26.

For the first time since 2009, the EC has
for

decoupled poll schedules

Haryana and Maharashtra. The

two states have had Assembly
elections on the same day in
20009, 2014, and 2019.

Polling in J&K for its 90
seats will take place across
three phases (on September
19 and 25 and October 1), while

Haryana’s 90 seats will poll on

October 1.

J&K, currently a Union Territory, last
saw Assembly polls (when Ladakh was also
its part), a decade back, in November-

December 2014.

These will be the first Assembly elec-
tions to be held in the erstwhile state since
the abrogation of Article 370 in 2019.

In December, the Supreme Court had
directed the EC to hold Assembly polls in

J&K by September 30.

To a question that the poll schedule in
J&K will end on October 4, instead of the
SC prescribed deadline, Chief Election
Commissioner Rajiv Kumar said the elec-
tions in J&K are being held “well within

the time period.”

Kumar said the EC had to wait for the
completion of the Amarnath Yatra on

August 19.

Notification for the first phase of pol-
ling in J&K will be issued on August 20, a
day after the Yatra concludes.

“So, itis not a day here and there which
isimportant. What is important is that we
go by the spirit,” he said. Kumar said the
EC will ensure security for all candidates.

On delaying announcing poll dates for
Maharashtra, Kumar attributed the deci-
sion to factors that included the deploy-
ment of security forces in J&K, recent rain
in Maharashtra, and forthcoming festivals
in the western state.

Elections are also

Jharkhand, where the Assembly

term ends on January 5, 2025.
In 2004, Assembly polls in
Maharashtra were held on
October 13 of that year, while
voting for the Haryana
Assembly took place on

February 3,2005.

However, the subsequent
three Assembly polls in the two
states — in 2009, 2014, and 2019 -
had coincided. Haryana and Maharashtra
saw single-phase voting for their respec-
tive Assembly polls on October 13 in 2009,

ON Courts -- was inaugurated
on Friday in Kerala’s Kollam
city by Supreme Court judge,
Justice Bhushan Ramkrishna
Gavai.

The initiative marks a sig-
nificant shift towards virtual
judicial processes, covering all
aspects from case filing to
hearings and judgments. If
successful, the ON Courts
model could be rolled out
across Kerala, setting a prece-
dent for the rest of the country.
Kerala’s Chief  Minister
Pinarayi Vijayan said it was a
landmark moment for the
state’s judiciary.

We-Solv Virtual Solution
Maker, an online dispute res-
olution system, developed by
the Kerala judiciary, was also
launched by Justice Gavai.
The platform has been
designed to facilitate online
deliberations among stake-
holders, streamline the dis-
pute resolution process, and
enhance efficiency, accessibil-
ity and transparency in dis-
pute resolution.

Nandan Nilekani, co-
founder and non-executive
chairman of Infosys, high-
lighted the project’s potential
impact. “The initiative (On

Courts) has taken the entire
life cycle of a case and auto-
mated it. Roughly, cheque
bouncing cases are 10 per cent
of total cases. Hence, automa-
tion means that productivity
goes up, and pendency goes
down. Similarly, Motor
Vehicles Act cases are 10 per
cent or more. If the process of
dealing with these cases are
automated, 20-25 per cent cas-
es will be resolved,” he said.

ON Court will start accept-
ing cases in September 2024
and will initially hear cheque
dishonour cases.

Chief Justice of India, DY
Chandrachud, who was sched-
uled to unveil several technol-
ogy-driven judicial initiatives,
was unable to attend the
event due to unforeseen
circumstances.

Justice Raja
Vijayaraghavan V of the Kerala
High Court praised the tech-
nological integration, empha-
sising that it will make court
processes more accessible and
predictable. “There will be a
smart scheduling system so
that the hearing will be held
on time. It will offer support
and guidance to litigants to
inform them of their case
status in real time. The court
will be linked with important
institutions, such as banks and
police, which will make the
exchange of information a
breeze,” he said.

Centre launches agri
decision support system

The Union government on Friday launched a unique digital
geospatial platform called Krishi-Decision Support System
(Krishi-DSS) that provides seamless access to comprehensive
all-India data, including satellite images of farms, weather infor-
mation, water reservoir storage, groundwater levels, and soil
health information, from anywhere at any time.

The platform — developed jointly by the Ministry of
Agriculture and the Department of Space — captures minute
details from the vast expanse of fields to the smallest soil par-
ticle. Krishi-DSS will enable the government to understand
cropping patterns by analysing parcel-level crop maps of
different years.

Officials said the feature
on drought monitoring in ! A
Krishi-DSS will help the gov- .
ernment to stay ahead of
drought. It’ll also give near
real-time information on var-
ious indicators such as soil
moisture, water storage, Crop
condition, dry spells, etc.

Crop weather watch fea-
ture, which too has been
integrated into Krishi-DSS,
will keep the government
informed about how weather
is impacting the crops, crop
harvest status, crop residue
burning, etc., officials said.

With field-parcel segmentation, Krishi-DSS will enable the
government to accurately identify field-parcel units, which will
help in understanding each parcel’s unique needs, and cropping
patterns, for targeted interventions.

One nation-one soil information system of Krishi-DSS will
give comprehensive soil data with embedded information on
soil type, soil pH (potential of hydrogen), soil health, etc. Soil
data will help the government in assessing crop suitability and
land capability for implementing soil-water conservation meas-
ures, officials said.

An official said that by integrating data sources available on
Krishi-DSS, various farmer-centric solutions — such as right
individual advisories to farmers, early disaster warnings like
pest attacks, heavy rain, hailstorms, etc. — can be developed.
