Patient grabs woman 
doc by hair, bangs head

HOSPITAL HORRORS: CCTV clip shows attacker running after 
doctor & banging her head on steel frame of Andhra hosp bed

HYDERABAD 

Amid the nationwide call for 
ensuring the safety of doctors 
in the wake of the rape and 
murder at Kolkata's RG Kar 
Medical College and Hospital, 
a junior woman doctor was at-
tacked by a patient at a hospi-
tal in Tirupati.  

The incident at Sri Venkates-
wara Institute of Medical 
Sciences (SVIMS) was cap-
tured by a CCTV camera in the 
hospital. The CCTV footage 
shows the attacker grabbing 
the doctor by her hair and 
banging her head on the steel 
frame of a hospital bed. Others 
doctors in the ward immedi-
ately came to their colleague's 
rescue. The incident, she said, 
raises serious concerns about 
safety in workplace.  

"If patient had been armed 
with a sharp weapon, the situ-
ation could have escalated 
with severe consequences," 
the doctor wrote, demanding 
security measures to ensure 
safety of staff. Following the 

incident, doctors of the hospi-
tal staged a protest and de-
manded safety at workplace. 

The incident at the Andhra 
hospital comes weeks after the 
chilling rape & murder of a 
postgraduate trainee doctor at 
Kolkata.

She then alleged that 
bodies were hanging and 
rapes were taking place dur-
ing the farmers' protest 
against the now-repealed 
three farm laws.

The Jammu and Kashmir As-
sembly elections are proving 
to be an interesting affair with 
some of the major political 
parties announcing their list of 
candidates for the first phase 
of voting on the last day of fil-
ing of nominations on Tuesday. 

The Congress on Tuesday 
announced its first list of can-
didates for the elections. It has 
fielded two former presidents 
of its Jammu and Kashmir 
unit. While Ghulam Ahmad 
Mir would be contesting from 
Dooru, Vikar Rasool Wani 
will be fighting for the Bani-
hal seat.  

The party has also fielded 
two non-Muslim candidates-
Surinder Singh Channi  from 
Tral and Dr Pradeep Kumar 

Bhagat from Doda West. 
The Congress had earlier 

forged an alliance with the Na-
tional Conference for the polls. 
Under the seat-sharing agree-
ment, it was decided that 
while Congress would contest 
32 of the 90 seats, the National 
Conference would get a lion’s 
share of 51. The parties had 
also left one seat each for the 
Communist Party of India 
(Marxist) and the Panthers 
Party and agreed to a ‘friendly 
contest’ on five seats on which 
they were unable to finalise a 
single candidate. 

Meanwhile, the BJP, which 
had on Monday announced 
its first two lists of candidates, 
comprising a total of 16 candi-
dates for the first phase of the 
polling l, on Tuesday an-
nounced the third list of 
another 29 candidates.

Smaller players – Indian 
National Lok Dal (INLD) and 
Haryana Lokhit Party (HLP) 
each won one seat while 
seven independent candi-
dates had made it to the 
House.

The Sindhudurg Police 
booked the sculptor and the 
structural consultant of the 
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj 
statue at Rajkot Fort that col-
lapsed on Monday.

Along with the State Gov-
ernment and concerned 
specialists, the Navy has de-
