Black female MP
can’t run for Labour

UK's first-ever black female
member of parliament (MP),
Diane Abbott, has said she is
"banned" from standing as a
Labour candidate in the July
4 election after she was sus-
pended more than a year ago
for comments about Jews and racism.

Abbott was first elected to parliament for
Labour in 1987 and, as the country's longest serv-
ing Black MP, had campaigned on issues such as
racism, poverty and international affairs in her
district in north east London. She was a close ally
of Jeremy Corbyn who led the party from 2015 to
2020, when it was accused by the equalities watch-
dog of unlawful acts of harassment and discrim-
ination against Jews. Corbyn was replaced by
Keir Starmer who has sought to purge the party
of some of its left wing members, and tackle any
allegations of anti-semitism.

"Although the whip has been restored, I am
banned from standing as a Labour candidate," Ab-
bott told the BBC, referring to her reinstallation
as a Labour MP after her suspension.

Putin warns West on weapons to Ukraine

NATO members in Europe are
playing with fire by proposing
to let Ukraine use Western
weapons to strike deep inside
Russia, Russian President
Vladimir Putin has warned
the West.

The warning comes as
some NATO members recently
pledged military aid to
Ukraine.

More than two years into
the deadliest land war in Eu-
rope since World War Two,
Putin has increasingly spoken
of the risk of a much broader
global conflict as the West
grapples with what to do about
the advance of Russian troops
in Ukraine.

NATO Secretary General
Jens Stoltenberg told The Econ-
omist that alliance members
should let Ukraine strike deep

into Russia with
Western weapons,
a view supported
by some NATO
members but not
by the US.

"Constant esca-
lation can lead to
serious  conse-
quences,” Putin
said in Tashkent.

"If these seri-
ous consequences occur in Eu-
rope, how will the United
States behave, bearing in mind
our parity in the field of strate-
gic weapons? It's hard to say -
do they want a global conflict?"

Putin said Ukrainian
strikes on Russia with long-
range weapons would need
Western satellite, intelligence
and military help - so the West
would be directly involved. He
said sending French troops to
Ukraine would be a step to-
wards a global conflict.

Speaking  of
NATO members
in Europe, Putin
said that small
countries there
"should be aware
of what they are
playing with", as
they had small
land areas and
very dense popu-
lations.

A report from Kyiv quoted
the Ukrainian air force as say-
ing on the Telegram messag-
ing app on Wednesday that
they had shotdown 13 of the 14
drones launched by Russia in
an overnight attack on three
regions.

Drone debris fell on energy
infrastructure in Ukraine's
northwestern region of Rivne,
governor Oleksandr Koval
said on Telegram.

The attack triggered a de-
fence mechanism that cut pow-

er to some localities, although
it has since been restored.

Drone debris also damaged
power lines in central
Kirovohrad with repair work
ongoing, its governor said.

The air force shot down 11
drones over the Mykolaiv
region, with no details on
damage reported by the lo-
cal governor.

Meanwhile, Sweden has an-
nounced $1.3 billion military
support for Ukraine. A report
from Copenhagen said Sweden
would send military aid worth
asmuch as 13.3 billion Swedish
crowns ($1.3 Dbillion) to
Ukraine, its biggest package so
far, to aid the war against Rus-
sia, the Nordic country's gov-
ernment said on Wednesday:

The package would help
strengthen the Ukrainian air
defence and included Saab's
Airborne Surveillance and
Control 890 aircraft.
