NDDB enjoys in the sec-
tor.Sharma cautioned the
people of the state against
Congress attempts to mis-
lead and obstruct welfare ini-
tiatives of the state govern-
ment.

He said that the upgradation
of the Dairy Federation will
directly benefit 11,000 vil-
lages in the state.Providing

milk, with no increase over
the past 15 years.

Seven killed as 400 year old wall collapses in Datia

after a wall of a

medieval-era fort adja-
cent to a house collapsed on
Thursday due to heavy rains
in Madhya Pradesh's Datia
town.
The incident took place
around 4 am in Khalkapura
area, said an official. As the
wall collapsed, nine persons
in the adjacent house were
trapped under the debris.
While two were rescued,
seven died, said Datia district
collector Sandeep Makin.
The fort, called ‘Rajgarh’, is
believed to be 400 years old,
and once housed a museum
which was later shifted else-
where, said a local resi-
dent.The State Disaster
Emergency Response Force
(SDERF) team took part in
the rescue operation that
lasted more than six hours,

S even persons were killed

As the wall collapsed, nine persons
in the adjacent house were trapped
under the debris. While two were
rescued, seven died

the collector said.

The two injured persons are
undergoing treatment at a
local hospital, he added.
Expressing grief over the
incident in a post on X, Chief
Minister Mohan Yadav
announced financial assis-
tance of Rs 4 lakh each for the
kin of the victims.The SDERF
team reached the spot quick-
ly, but precious lives could not
be saved despite strenuous
efforts because of the narrow
lane where the house is situ-
ated, the CM said.

As per collector Makin, five
of the deceased belong to one
family, while the other two
belong to another family. The
deceased were identified as
Niranjan Vanshkar (55),

Mamta Vanshkar (45),
Shivam (20), Suraj (17),
Radha (23), Kishan Vanshkar
(55) and Prabha (50).
Congress MLA from Datia,
Rajendra Bharti, criticized
the administration for the
"slow" rescue operation,
claiming that it was unpre-
pared to deal with such situ-
ations.He also demanded Rs
five lakh compensation each
for the kin of the deceased,
and Rs two lakh for the
injured persons.

Senior BJP leader and former
state home minister
Narottam Mishra also visit-
ed the spot, and expressed
grief over the incident. He
attended the last rites of the
victims.

State Election Commission to opt for paperless voting process

fter making its office
Apaperless, the State

Election Commission
has now started the process
of making the voting process
paperless as well. Under the
direction of State Election
Commissioner Basant
Pratap Singh, a paperless
voting process was carried
out as a pilot project in
polling station-295 in the
voting for the post of
Sarpanch in  Gram
Panchayat Ratua Ratanpur
of Berasia block of Bhopal
district under the Panchayat
by-election on Wednesday.
This use of paperless booth
is being used for the first
time in the country by the
Madhya Pradesh State
Election Commission.
Secretary State Election
Commission Abhishek
Singh has said that a plan for

paperless booths has been
made to conduct simple,
easy, and transparent voting
processes in Panchayats and
urban bodies. In Panchayat
elections, 26 forms are filled
out to complete all the
processes and reporting at
the polling station. When
mistakes are made in these,
disputes arise and court

cases are also filed. These
forms are being digitalized
by making booths paperless.
Its first experiment was suc-
cessfully done in Ratua
Ratanpur.

In the paperless process,
the identity of the voters and
their signature and thumb
impression were recorded
electronically to record their

Filing complaint against govt authority is not defamation

he Madhya Pradesh
I High Court has reject-
ed the petition filed by
a retired Air Marshal chal-
lenging dismissal of his
defamation suit against fel-
low residents of his housing
society, who had filed com-
plaints against him to the
Collector.
Justice Subodh Abhyankar
sitting at Indore reviewed the
documents, including the
respondents' complaint and
subsequent communications
from the Co-operative
Inspector and held that
merely filing a complaint
against a government
authority cannot amount to
defamation.

“Court is of the considered
opinion that the aforesaid
complaint filed by the peti-
tioner is totally misconceived
and is not tenable, as this
Court is also of the consid-
ered opinion that merely fil-
ing of any complaint against
the Government authorities
would not tantamount to
defamation as prescribed
under Section 499/500 of
IPC as the same would fall
under the Eighth Exception
to Section 499 of IPC”

The court cited Eighth
Exception to Section 499
IPC, which protects com-
plaints made in good faith to
authorized persons, and dis-
missed the petition.

The residents of the former
Air Marshal's society had

complained of his alleged
misconduct. Petitioner
claimed this caused him
"extreme anguish" and "tar-
nished" his reputation.

The respondents had earlier
filed complaints with the
district authorities and co-
operative officials, accusing
the Petitioner of improper
behavior. No action was
taken by the Collector, but an
inquiry ensued after the
complaint was forwarded to
a Co-operative Inspector,
leading to a show-cause
notice being issued to the
petitioner. Therefore, the
petitioner filed a private
defamation complaint
against the respondents
under Sections 499 and 500
of the Indian Penal Code.
