Arjuna
Chennai, Officials from the

Enforcement Directorate (ED)
are conducting raids at the
residences of Santiago Martin,

'Lottery King', and his son-in-
law Aadhav Arjuna. The raids
are taking place in Coimbatore
and Chennai, respectively.
Aadhav Arjuna currently
serves as the Deputy General
Secretary of the Viduthalai
Chiruthaigal Katchi (VCK), a
prominent Dalit political party
in Tamil Nadu.

A former national-level
basketball player, Arjuna
recently joined the VCK. He
stirred a controversy by
openly criticising the DMK and
its first family, even though
VCK is part of the INDIA bloc
in Tamil Nadu.
