Climate change making 'last-chance
tourism’' more popular, and riskier

NEW YORK (AGENCY)

An American tourist was
visiting an ice cave in one of
Europe’s largest national
parks last month when a
frozen arch collapsed,
killing him and injuring his
girlfriend. While the acci-
dent in Iceland cannot be
directly linked to climate
change, experts say that, as
temperatures increase, the
recession and disappear-
ance of glaciers has popu-
larised a new form of adven-
ture travel called “last
chance tourism”. As more
people rush to see glaciers
before they melt, places like
Iceland have benefited from
a booming tourism econo-
my. Half a million people
now visit Iceland for glacier
tours every year, according
to Elin Sigurveig
Sigurdardottir, chief of oper-
ations for Icelandic
Mountain Guides, an agency
that leads trips on a separate
glacier within Vatnajokull
National Park, where the
accident took place. The
American couple was on a
tour at the foot of the
Breidamerkurjokull glacier,
which has ice caves, formed
from meltwater, known for
their brilliant blue walls.
They’re most accessible at

the base of glaciers, which
are massive frozen rivers of
compressed ice and snow
that creep slowly down
mountain  slopes. The
Icelandic park service has
temporarily suspended ice
cave tours while the author-
ities review the episode and
emergency procedures. “It’s
a good example of the con-
sequence that climate
change can have on glacier
tourism,” Emmanuel Salim,
an assistant professor of
geography at the University
of Toulouse, said of the acci-
dent. Now, experts say, as
glacial tourism gains popu-
larity, it might also require
more guardrails. That’s
because receding glaciers
come with risks. Increasing

US charges Hamas leader and
others in connection with
October 7 massacre in Israel

NEW YORK (AGENCY)

Federal prosecutors
charged Yahya Sinwar, the
leader of Hamas, and five
senior members of the
group with planning and
carrying out years of terror-
ist attacks in Israel, includ-
ing the October 7 massacre,
according to a complaint
unsealed on Tuesday. The
criminal complaint, origi-

nally filed in New York in
February, implicated two
other senior members of
Hamas not previously
thought to be directly
involved in the attacks. It
also listed the number of
Americans believed to have
died at 43.

The other leaders
named are Ismail Haniyeh,
who had overseen Hamas’
political office in Qatar;
Mohammed Deif, the com-
mander of the group’s mili-
tary wing; Marwan Issa, the
deputy commander of the
group’s military wing; Ali
Baraka, a senior Hamas
official based in Beirut; and
Khaled Mashaal, a former
political leader of the group

who remains a top official
Deif and Issa were killed in
Israeli airstrikes during the
fighting in the Gaza Strip.
Haniyeh, a top negotiator in
cease-fire talks, was assas-
sinated in Iran after a bomb
was covertly smuggled into
the guesthouse where he
was staying. Mashaal, who
resides in Qatar, and
Haniyeh were not known to
be involved in carrying out
the October 7 attacks. The
two men, along with
Baraka, were all outside
Gaza when the attacks hap-
pened, catching Israel by
surprise. Haniyeh was liv-
ing in Doha, Qatar, before
his death. American and
[sraeli intelligence believed
the plans surrounding the
attack were a closely guard-
ed secret, known only by a
select few inside Gaza such
as Sinwar and Deif. If true,
the US government’s
charges against the political
members of Hamas could
cast a different light on the
group’s activities.

The charges come at a
politically fraught moment
as the White House tries to
save ceasefire talks and
after the disclosure over the
weekend that Hamas exe-
cuted six hostages in Gaza,
including a 23-year-old
Israeli American. The
young man, Hersh
Goldberg-Polin, was among
the roughly 250 who were
taken on October 7.

meltwater can make these
formations more prone to

collapse. A glacier’s
moraine, the collection of
rock and soil it leaves
behind as it moves, can also
become unstable as ice
melts, causing dangerous
rockfalls or landslides. Tour
operators are working on
adaptation strategies to
keep glacier tourism open,
according to Salim, like
increased maintenance on
the hiking paths, bridges,
stairs, and handrails that
provide access to glaciers.
Insulating blankets are
sometimes placed on a glac-
ier’s surface to decrease the
rate of melting, especially
near ice caves. These caves,
popularised by otherworld-

ly images posted by photog-
raphers on social media,
have been nicknamed “gold
mines” by guides in Iceland,
but extreme heat can desta-
bilise the cave features. The
tours that used to be more
common. in the winter
have expanded into sum-
mer. Summer temperatures
in Iceland are rising as the
globe warms, largely driven
by the burning of fossil
fuels. And with more people
entering the caves, the risk
of accidents increases.
“There are more outdoor
enthusiasts, but glaciers are
also more unstable than
they used to be,” said
Trevor Kreznar, general
manager of Exit Glacier
Guides in Kenai Fjords
National Park, Alaska. “If
there were just more
enthusiasts but glaciers
remained the same as in the
1980s, it wouldn’t be as big
of a deal” Guides typically
evaluate the state of glaciers
based on experience, but as

climate change affects the
dynamic environment of a
glacier, those decisions
becomes trickier, said
Johannes Theodorus
Welling, a postdoctoral
researcher in  glacier
tourism at the University of
Iceland. “Emerging events
can happen that never hap-
pened in the past” Welling
said. Such hazards might
require early warning sys-
tems for glacial collapse and
contingency plans for oper-
ators and emergency per-
sonnel, he said

“I always tell my clients:
People don’t die on the gla-
cier, they die under the gla-
cier,” Kreznar said of the
caves. Corin Lohmann,
owner of IceWalks, a tour
operator on the Athabasca
Glacier, part of the Columbia
Ice Field in Jasper National
Park, Alberta, said his com-
pany had to reroute the trail
to the foot of the glacier two
or three times every season
because of glacial melt. His
routes have also been affect-
ed by wildfires in recent
years, including one that
closed access to the glaciers
this summer. If not for
those closures, 2024 would
have been the busiest year
on record since the compa-
ny was founded
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US accuses Russian state media
network RT of meddling in 2024
presidential election

The US government has
sanctioned several Russian
individuals and entities for
"malign influence efforts"
aimed at interfering with
the US presidential election
in November, the Treasury
Department  announced
Wednesday. Among the 10
individuals and two entities
sanctioned by the Treasury
Department are Margarita
Simonyan, the head of the
state-funded television
channel RT formerly
known as Russia Today, and
Elizaveta Brodskaia, the
deputy editor-in-chief.
"Today's action underscores
the US government's ongo-
ing efforts to hold state-
sponsored actors account-
able for activities that aim to
deteriorate public trust in
our institutions," said
Treasury Secretary Janet
Yellen. The US Treasury
Department said Simonyan
and others affiliated with
the network covertly
recruited social media influ-
encers to sway US public
opinion and spread pro-
Kremlin messages.
Attorney General Merrick B.
Garland also said that two
Russia-based RT employees
have been indicted in New

Pakistani actress Nimra
Khan suffered a near abduc-
tion ordeal last month while
waiting for her car outside a
hotel in Karachi’s posh
Defence Housing area.
“Initially there were fingers
pointed at me as well and
many trivialised my incident
in the media and social
media platforms but the fact
that DSP Manisha Ropeta
handled my case helped me
calm down and deal with
the situation better,” she
recalled. Nimra said speak-
ing with an educated female
police officer made her
realise she was right in
speaking about the incident
in public. Nimra just didn’t
speak with a female police
officer; her case was han-
dled by the first Hindu
female officer in Sindh
police, Ropeta, who has
now spent two years on the
force and become a name to
reckon with. Given the fact
that there are very few edu-
cated female officers in
Pakistani police, Ropeta sta-
tioned as Deputy
Superintendent of Police
(DSP) in the Defence area
has already made a big dif-
ference to the image of the
police force in Sindh
province. “It keeps me
inspired and motivated that
the reasons I joined the
police force have turned out
to be correct” DSP Ropeta

said. “I have got respect and
admiration from my fellow
officers and those who I
supervise purely on the
basis of my work. In the
end, there might be some
gender issues but I don’t feel
out of place nor does it
count for anything that l am
a Hindu woman. Even today
when I put on my police
uniform, it is a matter of
pride for me and I hope girls
in our community are
inspired by my story to fol-
low in my path,” she said. In
Pakistan police, there are
two types of officer cate-
gories: the rankers who
come through to higher
positions on the basis of
their experience, and those
who get posted and pro-
moted after clearing the
Central Superior Services
(CSS) examinations. Ropeta,
who belongs to Jacobabad,

passed her Sindh Public
Services Commission exam-
ination in 2021, a rarity at
that time even for her pro-
gressive-minded middle-
class family.

“We lost our father who
was a trader in Jacobabad
when [ was 13 and since
then our only brother has
always encouraged and
supported me to join the
police force,” she recalled.
After her father’s death her
mother took her children to
Karachi where Ropeta failed
to qualify for medicine,
something her two sisters
managed to do and are doc-
tors now. “That was when
my brother and mother
supported me when I decid-
ed to take the Public
Services Commission
exams,” she said. Ropeta
said that her joining the
police force was a big step

as normally in the educated
Hindu families in Sindh,
girls are supposed to take
up medical or teaching pro-
fessions. After completing
her training at the police
academy, Ropeta was post-
ed in Karachi's crime-
infested Lyari area and th,
she says, was her biggfst
learning curve on hoy” to
make a differencefas a
female police offjfer. “It
toughened me upgis I came
face to face with¥the many
problems in society,” she
said. Ropeta has also been
educating herself with crim-
inology courses while on
duty as she says, this helps
her cope with understand-
ing the psyche of victims
and criminals  better.
“Women and girls usually
suffer a lot of marginalisa-
tion in our patriarchal-
minded society and many of
them remain silent due to
fear of society, parents, or
social media even when
some crime is committed
against them or they are
harassed or face domestic
abuse,” she said. Ropeta
admits that being a female
police officer and that too
from a minority community
was initially a challenge but
it has also helped her to
communicate and help
female victims of various
crimes. “When [ handled
Nimra’s case, [ could sense
the fear in her after her
ordeal” she recalled.

Muhammad Yunus says attacks on Hindus in
Bangladesh not communal, issue 'exaggerated’

DHAKA (AGENCY)

Chief Adviser to
Bangladesh's interim gov-
ernment, Muhammad
Yunus, has said the issue of
attacks on minority Hindus
in his country is “exaggerat-
ed” and questioned the
manner in which India pro-
jected it. In an interview
with PTI at his official resi-
dence here, Yunus said the
attacks on minorities in
Bangladesh are more politi-
cal than communal

He suggested that the
attacks were not communal,
but a fallout of a political
upheaval as there is a per-
ception that most Hindus
supported the now-deposed
Awami League regime. “I
have said this to (Prime
Minister Narendra) Modi
also that this is exaggerated.
This issue has several
dimensions. When the
country went through an
upheaval following the
atrocities by  (Sheikh)
Hasina and the Awami
League, those who were
with them also faced
attacks,” the Nobel laureate.

The minority Hindu popula-
tion faced vandalism of their
businesses and properties,
as well as the destruction of
Hindu temples, during the
studentled violence that

erupted following the
ouster of Prime Minister
Sheikh  Hasina.  After

unprecedented anti-govern-
ment protests that peaked
on August 5, Hasina
resigned as prime minister
and fled to India. “Now,
while beating up Awami
League cadres, they had
beaten up Hindus as there is
a perception that Hindus in
Bangladesh mean Awami
League supporters. [ am not
saying that what has hap-
pened is right but some
people are using it as an
excuse to seize property. So,
there is no clear distinction
between Awami League
supporters and Hindus,” he
said. In his first direct con-
tact with New Delhi last
month, shortly after becom-
ing the head of Bangladesh's
interim government, Yunus
conveyed to Prime Minister
Modi that Dhaka would pri-
oritise the protection and

safety of Hindus and all
other minority groups.
During the conversation,
Modi reaffirmed India's
support for a democratic,
stable, peaceful, and pro-
gressive Bangladesh and
emphasised the importance
of ensuring the safety of
Hindus and other minority
communities in the vio-
lence-hit country. Hindus,
who made up 22 per cent of
Bangladesh's population at
the time of the 1971
Liberation War, now consti-
tute about 8 per cent of 170
million and have predomi-

nantly  supported the
Awami League, known for
o0 ©

its secular stance.
Describing the attacks as
more political than commu-
nal, Yunus questioned the
manner in which India is
“propagating” them.

“These attacks are
political in nature and not
communal And India is
propagating these incidents
in a big way. We have not
said that we can’t do any-
thing; we have said that we
are doing everything’ the
Chief Adviser said. Prime
Minister Modi, in his
Independence Day address
from the Red Fort on
August 15, expressed hope
that the situation in vio-
lence-hit Bangladesh would
return to normal soon and
said 1.4 billion Indians are
concerned about the safety
of Hindus and minorities in
the neighbouring country.
Discussing the future of
India-Bangladesh relations,
Yunus expressed a desire
for good ties with India but
insisted that New Delhi
must abandon the narrative
that Bangladesh will turn
into another Afghanistan
without Sheikh Hasina at

the helm. “The way forward
is for India to come out of
the narrative. The narrative
is that everybody is Islamist,

BNP is Islamist, and every-
one else is Islamist and will
make this country into
Afghanistan.
