First under Trump 2.0: US military 
flight deports illegal Indian migrants 
SHUBHAIJIT ROY 
New Delhi, February 4 

A UNITED STATES military 
plane began deporting Indian 
migrants,implementing Pres- 
ident Donald Trump's position 
against an estimated 11 mil- 
lion illegal immigrants in the 
country. 

Reuters reported that the 
C-17 aircraft carrying 205 
Indian nationals departed 
from San Antonio, Texas, 

around 3 am IST. 
They are mostly from 

Gujarat and Punjab,according 
to sources. 

When contacted, a US 
embassy spokesperson in 
Delhi said: “The United 
States is vigorously enforc- 
ing its border, tightening 
immigration laws, and 
removing illegal migrants. 
These actions send a clear 
message: illegal migration is 
not worth the risk.” 

Thisisthefirst batch ofille- 
gal immigrants from India to 
be deported since Trump’s 
return to office. 

Migrants are mostly from Gujarat and Punjab, sources said 

Last year,about 1,100 ille- 
gal immigrantswere deported 
to India through special 
planes. 

As The Indian Express 
reported on January 21, there 
are 20,407 “undocumented” 
Indians,as of November 2024, 
who are either facing “final 
removal orders” or are, cur- 
rently, in detention centres of 
the US Immigration and Cus- 
toms Enforcement (ICE).

THE BRIHANMUMBAI MUNICI- 
PAL Corporation (BMC)onTues- 
day presented a ¥74,427.41 
crorebudget, its biggest-ever,for 
financial year 202 5-26 without 
any hike in taxes, ahead of the 
crucial civic polls expected tobe 
held thisyear. 

The budget was presented 
to municipal commissioner 
Bhushan Gagrani, the state- 
appointed administratorof the 
civicbody.Thisis the third con- 
secutiveyearwherethebudget 
was presented by an adminis- 
trator as civic body elections 
have not been held after the 
expiry of the term of the house 
in March 2022. 

Maharashtra Deputy Chief 
Minister Eknath Shinde,whois 

also the state's Urban Develop- 
ment Minister,said thebudget 
has taken care of the common 
man with a focus on health, 
education and environment. 

He said there was no rise in 

any kind of tax or cess in this 
year's budget.Onthecontrary,
