veryrecentlyhasthespotlightshifted
towardsculture,itsfashioningandits
transmission.Totakeoneexample,a

historianlikeRichardEaton,whenhe
writesofthehistoryofIndiafrom
roughlythe12thcenturytotheearly18th
century,hedoessonotwithreferenceto
thekingswhoruled(althoughtheyare
notaltogetheromitted)butintermsof
theoverarchingculturalandpolitical
discursivespacethatspannedthese
centuries.HecallsitthePersianateage
whosegeographicalcoordinates
stretchedfromWestAsiatoIndia.
Similarly,Dalrympleislookingat–both
throughatelescopeandamagnifying
glass–ageographicalspacethat
radiatedfromIndiatoeastAfricatothe
Arabworld(andthencetoEurope)to
CentralAsiatoChinaanddown
southwardstosouth-eastAsia.India
wasthecentreofthisworldandits
fountainheadofknowledgeandculture.

Thetransmissionofcultureand
commoditieswasovervastand
hazardouslandroutesandovertheseas.
ThesealanesformDalrymple’sgolden
road.TheAsianmonsoonwindshada
recursivepattern,whichplacedIndiaat
thecentreofnavigablesearoadsand
maritimeseatraderoutesandenabled

sailorstomovetotheir
destinationsandreturn.Indian
traderslookingwestwardsused
thetradewindsinearlysummer
totraveltotheeastcoastof
Africaandtotherichkingdoms
ofEthiopia.Someofthem
movednorthwardsandviathe
PersianGulfreachedIranand
Mesopotamia,thedoabofthe
TigrisandtheEuphrates.Some

otherswentfurthersouthviaAdento
theRedSeaandEgypt.Withthe
summermonsoon,thesetraderscould
bringtheirshipsbackhometothe
Indianports.Othersailorscrossed,as
SunilAmrithhasshown—and
Dalrympleuseshiswork—theBayof
Bengaltoreachthenewemergingurban
centresinMyanmarandsouth-east
Asia.Thesesailorsandtradersusedthe
eastwardmonsoon.Bythefifthcentury,

theywerepushingalongtheStraitsof
MalaccatowardsChina.Indiawasthus,
intheancientandearlymedieval
period,an“economicfulcrum”.

Theseshipsdidnotcarryonly
commoditiesforexchange.Onboard
werehumanbeings,manyofwhom
werecarryingnewideas–religious,
philosophical,scientific,literary.
Monks,mathematicians,missionaries
andmerchantswentoutofIndiainto
theIndosphereascarriersof
transformativeideas.Dalrymple’s
“goldenroad”wasavistaforideasand
commodities.Indiawaseconomically
richandintellectuallyprofound.The
Indospherebenefittedfrombothkinds
ofwealth.

Thefirstideastotravel,asDalrymple

pointsout,werethoseassociatedwith
theteachingsofGautamBuddha.The
latterinthesixthandfifthcenturiesBCE
taughtinPrakrit(ahold-allnamefor
manylocalnon-Sanskritlanguagesand
dialects)ashetravelledinnorthIndia,in
present-dayeasternUttarPradeshand
Bihar.Histeachingsandhispersona
acquiredprominenceinthethird
centuryBCEwhenemperorAshoka
embracedBuddhismandsent
emissariesacrossIndiaandoutside
Indiatospreadtheteachingsofthe
Buddha.Thistransmissionreached
ChinaandTibettotransformthe
culturesofthoseregions.Andmany
centurieslater,intheseventhcentury
CE,Xuanzangwouldtrekover6,000
milestolearnaboutBuddha’shomeland
andtoconductresearchintheIndian
centresoflearning.Hiswritingsand
recollectionsformanimportantsource
fortheintellectualandculturalworldof
ancientIndia.

ButbytheseventhcenturyCE,and
especiallyafterwards,intellectualtraffic
onthegoldenroadwasnotconfinedto
thetravelsofoutstandingindividuals
andtheirexperiences.Anonymous
merchantsandsailorshadbecomethe
carriersofculturalideas,amazing
scientificdiscoveriesandcomplex
mathematicalcalculationsacrossthe
oceans.India’scontributiontoscience
andmathematicswasappropriatedby
theWestwithlittleorno
acknowledgement.Thanksto
Dalrymple,thiscontributionwillbe
knowntotheentireEnglish-speaking
world,andtheWest’salmostdeliberate
obliviousnessexposed.Dalrymple’s
accountofthegoldenroadalsoaddsa
differentperspectiveanddimensionto
thecelebrationofthe“silkroute”.

ThereareafewaspectsofDalrymple’s
rivetingnarrative–andhewriteswith
enviableeleganceandlucidity–that
demandtobedrawnout.Oneisthat
thereisahistoryoutsidepolitics,palaces
andbattlefields.Thepowerofideasdoes

notnecessarilyalwaysflowfromthe
barrelsofguns.Ideashavetheirown
momentumandtrajectorythatcanbe
tracked,asDalrympledoeswith
immersiveresearchandreading.Two,
ideasdonotneedkings,paceAshoka,for
theirtransmission:ordinaryhuman
beings,Dalrymple’ssailors,merchants
andtravellersonthegoldenroad,were
influentialcarriers.Three,thenetworkof
ideashadrootsintheancientworld.The
discoveriesofthegreatmathematician,
Aryabhata(476-550CE)–amonghis
manyastoundingcalculationswasthe
valueofthepiat3.1416–travelledacross
timeandgeographiestobetranslated
intoArabicbyscholarsinBaghdad.
Aryabhataisthebestknownofancient
Indianmathematiciansbuttherewere
othersaswell.Fibonacci,theItalian
mathematicianofthetwelfthand
thirteenthcenturieswhointroducedthe
modusIndorum(knowntodayasthe
Hindu-Arabicnumeralsystem),was
probablyinfluencedbytheideasof
Pingala,anIndianmathematicianofthe
secondandthirdcenturiesBCE.Ideasof
architectureandsculptureandstories
travelledeastwardsintosouth-eastAsia.
Visitingsouth-eastAsiain1927,
RabindranathTagorewrote–and
Dalrymplequoteshim–“EverywhereI
couldseeIndia,yetIcouldnot
recogniseit.”

Therearepitfallsofcourse,
especiallyintheprecariousageinwhich
weareforcedtolive,thatsome
propagandistswilluseDalrymple’s
booktosayeverythingexistedinancient
India.ThatwillnotbeDalrymple’sfault,
neitherwasthathisintention.
Dalrymple’sbookisaremarkablefeatof
intellectualretrieval.Hehasbroughtto
lifeanIndiathatmostpeople,outsidea
narrowbandofspecialists,knowlittle
about.Forthis,Iamgratefultohim.
