"Our politics can
be better. It can be different.
We can show some of these
things, and we can have
families involved in this,” he
said.

Life can be kind of
hard.” Harris explained how
her positions onissues, includ-
ing fracking and border secur-
ity have “evolved” since she
first ran for the Democratic
presidential nomination in
2019. "My values have not
changed,” she added, leaving
many wondering what it
meant.

Hundreds of online tributes have
been left for a content creator
known for sharing videos on so-
cial media about his life in the
Gaza Strip during Israels war
with Hamas. Medo Halimy, 19,
died after he was hit by shrapnel
during an Israeli airstrike on
Gaza's southern city of Khan You-

nis on Monday, several of his
friends told NBC News.
Halimy's collaborator Talal
Murad, 18, said in an Instagram
message on Thursday that he
was catching up with his friend
when he saw “a flash coming
from above my head and fol-
lowed by an explosion”. “We did
everything together, we laughed,
we cried, we walked for hours
continuously, we ran a business

together, but sadly we didn't die
together;” he said.

“He was the one who passed
and I'was the one who (will) miss
him," added Murad, who said he
was also injured in the neck and
back by the strike. Halimy was
filmed by an NBC News crew as
he rushed to the intensive care
unit in Khan Younis' Nasser hos-
pital, but he succumbed to in-
juries shortly afterward.
