The air strike was launched
in the early hours of Febro-
ary 26, and Pakistan's ef-
forts o launch an offensive
the next day to tarpet Indian
military mstallations in.Jam-
mu and Kashmir were
thwarted by an alert IAF.

Varthaman, flying a MiG-z1
Bison fighter plane and chas-
ing Pakistani jets. crossed
over 1o Pok, where his air-
craftwas shot down.

The local Congress work-
ers collectively resigned
from the party and a copy of
it was also sent to the Con-
gress state president Prati-
bha Singh. This clearly
shows that there & an at-
mosphere of suffocation
within the Congress party
regarding the growing drug
business.

The BIP chief spokesper-
son said that the mumber of
deaths in the state due to
drugs and crimeis continu-
ously increasing, but the
Congress government is

completely silent. Two
