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SC ends contempt case on
Ramdeyv, accepts apology

NEW DELHI: The Supreme Court
on Tuesday closed the contempt
proceedings against entrepreneur
Ramdev and Patanjali's managing
director Balkrishna after accept-
ing their unconditional apology
and a renewed undertaking to
avoid misleading advertisements
and claims about firm’s products.

Simultaneously, the court
issued them a stern warning,
making it clear that any future vio-
lations of their undertakings
would be met with swift and
“grave” consequences.

“Given the attendant facts and
circumstances of the case and the
effort made by the proposed con-
temnors to absolve themselves of
acts that amounted to breach of
undertakings given to this court,
we areinclined to accept the apol-
ogy tendered by them and close
the matter,” said a bench of justi-
ces Hima Kohli and Ahsanuddin
Amanullah.

The legal reprieve followed the
submission of repeated apology
affidavits by Ramdev and Balk-
rishna, alongside the publication
of prominent apologies in multi-
ple newspapers across the coun-
try. “No doubt the wisdom of ten-
dering an unconditional apology
dawned belatedly on the proposed
contemnors, after this court
rejected the first attempt made by
them to offer a qualified apology,
but their subsequent conduct
demonstrates that they have made
sincere efforts to purge them-

selves,” it held.

At the same time, the court
underlined that while the con-
tempt proceedings were being
closed, the “sword of contempt”
would be ready to strike if there
were any further breaches.

“They are cautioned to strictly
abide by the terms of their under-
takings. Any future intransigence
on their part, whether by act, deed
or speech that could tantamount
to violating the orders of the court
or dishonouring the terms of the
undertakings, shall be viewed
strictly and the ensuing conse-
quences could indeed be grave. In
that eventuality, the sword of con-
tempt that has now been returned
torestin its sheath, shall be flour-
ished as swiftly as these proceed-
ings were originally initiated,” said
the bench.

Ramdev, Balkrishna and Patan-
jali were represented through sen-
ior counsel Mukul Rohatgi, Vipin
Sanghi and advocates Simranjeet

In a series of previous hearings
on IMA’s petition that also com-
plained against Ramdev’s conten-
tious comments about modern
medicine, the court expressed
grave concern and emphasised
the need for responsible dis-
course, especially during a pan-
demic such as Covid-19. The con-
tempt proceedings stemmed from
a series of events beginning in
November 2023, when the court
had recorded an assurance from
Patanjali’s counsel that the com-
pany and its proponents would
not violate any laws, especially

court’s order.

Exacerbating the situation, on
December 4, 2023, Patanjali pub-
lished newspaper advertisements
repeating these prohibited claims,
prompting the court to issue con-
tempt notices against both Ram-
dev and Balkrishna in February
and March 2024, and ordering
their presence before it.

To be sure, a similar contempt
case is pending before the same
bench against IMA president RV
Asokan for making certain con-
tentious comments against the
top court, Asokan’s statements
had followed the hearing of this
case in April when the court
directed IMA to put its house in
order by taking action against doc-
tors who indulge in malpractices.

Dera chief walks out of prison
again, granted 21-day furlough

JODHPUR: The Rajasthan high
court on Tuesday granted self-
styled godman Asaram, who is
serving a life sentence for raping
a minor, a seven-day emergency
parole to undergo Ayurvedic
treatment for heart ailment at
the Madhavbaug hospital in Rai-
gad in Maharashtra.

A bench of justices Pushpen-
dra Singh Bhati and Munnuri
Lakshman of the Jodhpur bench
directed that Asaram would stay
at the hospital under police cus-
tody and bear the cost for his
treatment as well.

Asaram, who was arrested in
September 2013, was admitted at
AIIMS Jodhpur for two days
after he developed heart ailment
and has been undergoing treat-
ment there. In March, he had
moved the court with the same
prayer seeking a 14-day parole.
But the court rejected the plea
but allowed him to get Ayurve-
dic treatment at a hospital in
Jodhpur under police custody.

Asaram was convicted by a
special Pocso court in 2018 for
raping a girl at his ashram. In
January 2023, a Gujarat court
convicted for sexually assaulting
a woman disciple and sentenced
him to life imprisonment.

Man kills constable wite, 3 kin in Bihar; dies by suicide

PATNA: A 35-year-old man alleg-
edly killed his police constable
wife suspecting she was in an
extramarital relationship, their
two children and his mother-in-
law and later died by suicide in
Bhagalpur city of Bihar, police
said on Tuesday.

The incident in the Police
Lines quarters might have taken
place in the intervening night of
Monday and Tuesday, Bhagalpur
range deputy inspector general

(DIG) Vivekanand said, adding it
came to light after a milkman
raised an alarm when the family
did not respond to multiple
knocks to the door of their house
on Tuesday morning.

“When police arrived at the
scene, the bodies of the consta-
ble and her two children — aged
five and three — were found
lying on a bed. The body of the
constable’s mother (49) was
found in another room,” the DIG
told HT. “All four had sharp inju-
ries on their necks. The man’s
body was found hanging.”

ROHTAK: Dera Sacha Sauda chief
Gurmeet Ram Rahim Singh,
convicted in separate cases of
rape and murder, walked out of
a prison in Rohtak district of
Haryana on Tuesday after he
was granted a 21-day furlough by
the state government, people
familiar with the matter said.

This is the 10th time Singh has
been released on parole or fur-
lough since his sentencing in
2017. He was last granted a
50-day parole on January 19 this
year. A parole is for a specilic
exigency and a furlough, a gen-
eral break from imprisonment,
according to the Supreme Court.

HT in October 2022 reported
that many of Singh’s temporary
releases coincided with either
assembly polls or bypolls or
local body elections, and experts
linked this to his popularity in
Haryana despite the convictions.
Assembly polls in the state are
due for later this year.

“Singh was granted a 21-day

furlough by the state govern-
ment on Tuesday,” one of the
persons cited above said.

In a video message to his fol-
lowers after walking out of Sun-
aria prison in Rohtak, Singh
said: "...You have to stay in your
homes and no one will come
here (Dera at Baghpat). Sewa-
dars will direct vou and you have
to follow their directions.”

The furlough was granted
days after the Punjab and Hary-
ana high court on August 9 dis-
posed of a plea by the Shiromani
Gurdwara Parbandhak Commuit-
tee (SGPC) against the frequent
reliefs to the 56-year-old Dera
chief, and said his release should

be decided by an appropriate
authority without any “arbitrari-
ness or favouritism”.

“For Ram Rahim, amendments
have been made to the law and the
jail manual as well. I believe the
law should be equal for everyone,”
SGPC chief Harjinder Singh
Dhami said on Tuesday.

Singh has been temporarily
released subject to conditions
that include he shall reside at the
Dera’s Shah Satnam Ji Ashram
at Barnawa in Baghpat district of
Uttar Pradesh during the fur-
lough period, the person cited
above said. He will also not be
allowed to visit any place not
specified in the order without
the district magistrate’s prior
permission. The order also
requires him to keep peace and
maintain good behaviour.

In 2017, Singh was sentenced
to 20-year jail term for raping
two of his disciples at the Dera
premises in Sirsa in 2002. He
was awarded life terms, in 2019
and 2021, for conspiring the
murder of a journalist and a
Dera follower (both in 2002).

SC to govt: Can BNSS
apply retrospectively?

NEW DELHI: The Supreme Court
on Tuesday directed the Centre
to clarify about the retrospective
applicability of a provision
under the Bharatiya Nagarik
Suraksha Sanhita (BNSS) that
allows undertrial, who are first-
time offenders, to be released on
bail after undergoing one-third
of the maximum punishment
prescribed for their crime.

“If the said provision is imple-
mented in letter and spirit, it will
help reduce overcrowding in
prisons,” said a bench of justices
Hima Kohli and Sandeep Mehta.

The court was hearing a suo
motu plea for improving condi-
tionsin jails across the country.
BNSS, which came into effect
from July1, replaced the Code of
Criminal Procedure, 1973 (CrPC).

The provision under BNSS
Section 479, which provides the
maximum period for which an
undertrial be detained, states:

“Where such person is a first-
time offender (who has never
been convicted of any offence in
the past) he shall be released on
bond by the court, if he has
undergone detention for the
period extending up to one-third
of the maximum period of
imprisonment specified for such
offence under that law.”

The provision is equivalent to
Section 436A of CrPCwhich pro-
vided for release of undertrials
after they spent half of the maxi-
mum period of imprisonment.

Senior advocate Gaurav Agar-
wal, assisting the court as amicus
curiae, told the court: “The pro-
viso to Section 479... is a very
positive step...” He added there is
lack of clarity if this provision
will apply to offences committed
prior to July 1, 2024.

The bench asked ASG Aish-
warya Bhati to take instructions
and file an affidavit on the sug-
gestion by amicus curiae “to
make it retrospective for all
undertrials across the country.”

SWAYAM EXAMS

NEW DELHI: The University
Grants Commission (UGC) has
authorised universities to conduct
examinations for students
enrolled in SWAYAM courses in
alignmentwith their regular aca-
demic calendar, a senior official
familiar with the matter said.
SWAYAM (Study Webs of
Active Learning for Young Aspir-
ing Minds) is an online platform
through which students can take
online courses from leading insti-
tutions to fulfil credit require-
ments for their universities.
“Universities that adopt UGC
regulations will be permitted to
conduct examinations of the
SWAYAM courses for their stu-
dents who enrolled and com-
pleted courses from the SWAYAM
Platform,” the official said, adding
that the framework is aimed at
increasing student participation.
Currently, the end-term proc-
tored exams for SWAYAM courses
are held by the National Testing
Agency and the National Pro-
gramme on Technology Enhanced
Learning.

MUMBAI: The application win-
dow for hawkers who wished to
contest for positions of hawker
representatives in the city’s town
vending committees (TVC)
closed at 5pm on Tuesday. While
the total number of applicants is
awaited from authorities, 39
applications were received for
the eight seats available in the
central TVC. The election will be
held on August 29.

Forms for the 64 seats - eight
in the apex TVC and seven zonal
TVCs each - were available
between August 5 and 6, with a
deadline for submission
between August 12 and 13. Appli-
cants had to pay a deposit fee of
<2,000 each.

32,415 hawkers found eligible in
the 2014 hawkers survey. These
hawkers will vote for their repre-
sentatives in the apex and zonal
TVCs.

While hawker unions have
been unhappy with the number
of hawkers deemed eligible for

voting, many set aside their
apprehensions and backed cho-
sen candidates. Mumbai's union
heavyweight, Shashank Rao’s
Mumbai Hawkers Union, how-
ever, chose to sit it out, risking
exclusion from the TVC. “In a
city with over three lakh hawk-
ers, how can you goahead with a
mere 32,000 ‘eligible’ ones? It
doesn’t make sense, so we will
not participate,” said Rao.

Rao is currently a part of the
provisional apex TVC. With
around 60,000 hawkers in his
union, some might vote in their
individual capacity, he said, but
would not participate as a union.

The Janwadi Hawkers Sabha,
however, which had earlier
threatened not to participate in
the elections if the number of eli-
gible hawkers were not revised
to include all the 99,435 sur-
veyed in 2014 and the 1,98,241
who had received loans under
the PM Svanidhi scheme,
changed their tune. After the
Bombay high court refused to
stay the TVC elections on August
8 following their writ petition,
they have pushed three candi-
dates. “One will contest for a seat
in the apex TVC, and the other
two in the zonal TVCs,” said
Ravindra Madane, general secre-
tary.

Another well-known hawker
union leader, Dayashankar

Singh from the Azad Hawkers
Union, submitted his papers to
contest for the apex TVC. "T used
to sell vada pav from 1974 to 2016
in Andheri East, but now I am
too old,” said Singh. “Another
member from our union is also
contesting along with me. We
have been told to begin cam-
paigning only after August 20.”

Haider Imam, from the
AITUC Hawkers Union, cur-
rently part of the apex TVC and
Zone 5's TVC, chose not to con-
test because of fragile health and
a recent knee surgery. “We have
contested the eligible hawkers’
list in high court and are await-
ing a response on the criteria
through which they were cho-
sen, expected by September 5. So
it didn’t feel right to stand
either,” he said.

“There are four people con-
testing from the union for differ-
ent zonal TVCs. They will form
teams and go for campaigning,”
he added.

The TVC elections, to be held
on August 29, will be conducted
by the Labour Commission.
Results will also be published on
the same day. The agenda for the
elected TVCs will be to conduct
another hawkers’ survey and
demarcate hawking zones, and
give a hawking licence and pitch
to each, in the case of stationary
hawkers.

Party
veterans such as Subhash Desai
and Diwakar Raote were also
present during the occasion.
Thackeray also said thatas a
cartoonist, his father Bal
Thackeray had turned his
brush into a “mashaal” (flam-
ing torch), the electoral symbol
of Shiv Sena (UBT), to fight
against injustices. “The
mashaal will do the same job
now in the battle against the
BJP-led Mahayuti,” he said.

Land allotment to
temple illegal: HC

MUMBAI: The Bombay High
Court on Monday struck down a
2002 order of the state govern-
ment alloting a plot of land in
Gorai Nagar MHADA Colony to
Ayyappa Seva Samiti for con-
struction of a temple. The 1046-
sq-mitr plot was earlier marked
by MHADA for a social welfare
centre.

The division bench of justice
MS Sonak and justice Arif Doc-
tor struck down the 2002 allot-
ment, mainly because it was
made without public advertis-
ing and without offering other
interesting parties an opportu-
nity to apply for it. After cancel-
ling the allotment, the court
directed MHADA to take pos-
session of the plot again.

The order was passed on a
petition filed by Gorai Nagar
Maharashtra Grihanirman Vas-
ahat Sanghatna, an association
of the occupants of the 27
MHADA buildings in Gorali
Nagar in Borivali West. As the
plot was marked by MHADA for
a social welfare centre, the asso-
ciation had applied to the hous-
ing authority for it, but it was

rejected by the authority in
August 1993, stating that it had
decided not to allot plots with-
out issuing public advertise-
ments and calling applications
from all interested persons/par-
ties.

However, in December 2002,
some representatives of the
Ayyappa Seva Samiti visited the
plot, and on inquiry, informed
the residents that the state gov-
ernment had allotted the 1046-
sq-mtr plot to them for con-
struction of a temple. After its
detailed representation to com-
petent authority fell on deaf
ears, the MHADA building
occupants association moved
the high court in March 2003,
challenging the allotment of the

plot for construction of a tem-
ple.

Acting on the petition, the
court had on March 20, 2003,
ordered a status quo, thus pre-
venting the Ayyappa Seva Sam-
iti from undertaking any work
at the site.

Responding to the petition,
the state government stated that
since allotment of another plot
by the then chief minister Nar-
ayan Rane to Ayyvappa Seva
Samiti was cancelled by his suc-
cessor in the office, late Vilasrao
Deshmukh, the Gorai Nagar
plot was allotted to the Samiti,

In this backdrop, the high
court allowed the occupants
association’s petition and struck
down the allotment, observing
that the public property should
not have been allotted to the
Samiti without a public adver-
tisement.

“The state government and
MHADA were dealing with pub-
lic property. The allotment of
public property had to be
through a fair and transparent
procedure in which equal
opportunities were extended to
all eligible persons/associa-
tions,” the bench said, and can-
celled the allotment.

Serial chain-snatcher arrested
after eluding cops for 5 years

THANE: A 36-year-old serial
chain snatcher who remained
elusive for around five years was
arrested by the Kalyan Govern-
ment Railway Police (GRP) on
Monday. The woman revealed
that she resorted to theft so that
she could provide for her chil-
dren’s education.

The accused came on the
police radar again after she stole
a gold chain worth 391,000 from
a passenger, after which they set
up atrap, arrested her, and suc-

cessfully recovered the stolen
gold.

The incident occurred on
August 11 when a 47-year-old
woman travelling on the Kasara
train around 1:45 pm was stand-
ing near the door alone and got
off at Shahad station. On her way
home, she realised that her gold
chain, worth around 391,000,
was missing. So, she registered a
theft report with the Kalyan
GRP.

When the police viewed the
CCTV footage, they identified a
wanted criminal who had been
evading arrest for a long time.

This accused had been using dif-
ferent names like Rani Bhosale,
Neeta Ingle, and Ashwini Nala-
wade.

According to the police, the
accused, after being betrayed in
her love marriage and denied
shelter by her own family,
turned to theft, ostensibly to pro-
vide for her children’s education.

The woman said her elder
son's school fees were overdue,
and she snatched a few chains to
clear the dues. She said due to
her lack of education, she
resorted to theft to ensure her
son would have a better future.
