InAugust 2023, the
Eco Wave power station at the
Port of Jaffa connected toIsrael’s
national power grid, becoming
the first companyto supplyelec-
tricity generated from waves.

The Jaffa power station has
aninstalled capacity of 100kilo-
watts (kW), enough to power
around 100 homes at peak effi-
ciency.Accordingto Braverman,
the pilot project was supported
by Israel’s ministry of energy
and EDF Renewables IL, a sub-
sidiary of the French multina-
tional Electricité de France.

An investment of $1.5 mil-
lion is required for building 1
MW wave energy plant, a simi-
lar investment compared to
wind and solar energy, accord-
ing to Braverman.

WIPRO SAW A sharp decline
in its female workforce,which
shrunk to 68,231 employees
in FY24 from 90,721 the pre-
vious year—a drop of 22,490
employees, according to the
company’s annual report.

This decline mirrors
Wipro’s overall workforce
reduction; it saw a year-on-
year decrease of 24,516
employees, bringing their
totalheadcountto 234,054 as
of March 31.This trend con-
trasts sharply with previous
years of steady growth and
reflects broader industry pat-
terns, with Wipro witnessing
consecutive quarterly declines
over the past five quarters.

Wipro is not the only com-
pany experiencing a decrease
in workforce diversity. Indus-
try peers such as Infosys and
Tata Consultancy Services
(TCS) have also reported
declines in both their female
employee numbers and over-
all headcount.

Infosys, for example, saw
its female workforce decrease
by10,7861t0124,569inFY24,
while TCS witnessed a decline
of approximately 6,000
female employees, bringing
their total to 214,000 in the
same period. Meanwhile,
Infosys’ overall workforce
decreased by 25,994 employ-
ees to 317,240, and TCS
reported a workforce of
601,546, down by 13,249
employees compared to FY23.

Throughout FY24,Infosys,
TCS, and Wipro collectively
saw a dramatic workforce
reduction of 63,759 employ-
ees, marking a significant
pivot from the hiring frenzy
that characterised the post-
pandemic period.

Analysts attribute the
decline in female headcount

to various factors, including
the waning impact of pan-
demic-driven hiring and a
shift away from remote work
models.

“One of the main reasons
for the decline in the number
of women employees could be
the reduction in remote work
opportunities and hybrid
models, along with lower hir-
ing volumes in the previous
year,” explained Pareekh Jain,
CEO of EIRTrends and Pareekh
Consulting.

“However, following the
Covid-19 pandemic, IT com-
panies made deliberate efforts
to enhance diversity,andasIT
demand rebounds, these ini-
tiatives towards hiring more
women may also regain
momentum,”’ he added.

Beyond workforce num-
bers, concerns over workplace
culture persist at these
companies. Reports of sex-
ual harassment complaints
atWipro more than doubled
in FY24,rising to 182 cases
from 70 in FY23. Addition-
ally, Wipro disclosed data
specific to complaints
under POSH, indicating 93
total complaints in fiscal
2024, compared to 141 the
previous year.
