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Terming Awami League as
“fascist”, Bangladesh’s inter-

im government on Saturday
said it will not permit the
deposed prime minister Sheikh
Hasina’s party to hold Sunday’s
planned rally.
Chief Adviser Muhammad
Yunus’s press secretary Shafiqul
Alam in a Facebook post said
that the interim government
won’t tolerate any violence or
any attempt to break the law
and order situation in the
country.
“The Awami League in its cur-
rent form is a fascist party.
There is no way this fascist
party will be allowed to hold
protests in Bangladesh,” he
said.
Alam further cautioned that
“anyone who would try to hold
rally, gathering and proces-
sions by taking orders from the
mass murderer and dictator
Sheikh Hasina will face full
force of the law enforcing agen-
cies”.
Alam’s statement followed a call
from the Awami League on its

verified Facebook page, urging
supporters to gather at Shaheed
Noor Hossain Chattar, or Zero
Point, in Gulistan on Sunday to
protest what they described as
“misrule.”
“Our protest is against the
deprivation of the rights of the
people of the country; our
protest is against the rise of fun-
damentalist forces; our protest
is against the conspiracy to dis-
rupt the lives of the common
people,” read the Facebook
post.
This was the first call for a rally
by the Awami League since
August 5, when Hasina fled to
India amid a mass student-led
uprising against her govern-
ment.
Awami League also urged party
men to stage rallies at grass-
roots levels across the country
on Sunday in line with “the
spirit of the call” as described
in the Facebook post.
The protest venue, Shaheed
Noor Hossain Chattar, holds
historical significance, as it
was where Awami League
youth leader Noor Hossain
was killed on November 10,

1987 during a demonstration
against the autocratic rule of
the then military dictator
General HM Ershad.
The interim government earli-
er banned Awami League’s stu-
dent front Bangladesh Chhatra
League over allegations of its
“fascist role” during and before
the July-August Anti-
Discrimination Students
Movement.
Initially launched as a cam-
paign for job quota reforms, the
student-led movement intensi-
fied into a mass protest that
ultimately led to the fall of the
Hasina government.
While several political factions
have called for the Awami
League to be banned, Yunus
said such a decision is up to
political parties. Some minis-
ters of the interim govern-
ment also oppose the ban,
emphasising political inclusiv-
ity. 
Awami League’s main rival
Bangladesh Nationalist Party
(BNP) led by former prime
minister Khaleeda Zia also
opposed banning any political
party.
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Japan’s Prime Minister
Shigeru Ishiba on Saturday

renewed a pledge to build up
his country’s military and deep-
en its alliance with the United
States under President-elect
Donald Trump.
Ishiba, who made the com-
ments at an annual troop
review held at Camp Asaka in
the Tokyo suburbs, said the
security environment sur-
rounding Japan and the inter-
national community has signif-
icantly worsened due to esca-
lating tensions with China,
Russia and North Korea. He
pledged to reinforce Japan’s
military power.
He said breaches of Japanese
airspace by Chinese and
Russian warplanes earlier this
year “not only violated Japanese
sovereignty but also threat-

ened the safety of Japan and are
absolutely unacceptable”. He
said Japan faces growing threats
from China’s accelerating mil-
itary activity around Japanese
coasts and from North Korea’s
repeated missile firings.
“As we face the most severe and
complex security environment,
I will balance and strengthen
Japan’s diplomacy and securi-
ty,” Ishiba said in his speech
before hundreds of troops gath-
ered for the ceremony.
The Japan-US alliance is the
lynchpin for achieving this,
Ishiba said, pledging to elevate
Japan’s ties with the United
States and work closely with
Trump as they agreed during a
brief telephone conversation
Thursday.
Ishiba took office on Oct 1,
replacing his unpopular prede-
cessor Fumio Kishida but his
governing coalition badly lost

a recent parliamentary election
and could face difficulty pur-
suing his party’s planned poli-
cies and budget plans in com-
ing months.
Ishiba pledged to pursue the
ongoing military buildup plan
under the 2022 security strat-
egy adopted by his predecessor,
Fumio Kishida, which calls for
a counter-strike capability with
long-range cruise-missiles, a
break from its self-defence
only principle. Ishiba said he
will pursue strengthening of
command system to improve
operation between Japanese
and US troops.
After its devastating defeat in
World War II, Japan had pri-
oritised economic recovery
over defence under its war-
renouncing constitution, but
has steadily strengthened its
defence capability over the
past years.
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The Justice Department on
Friday disclosed an Iranian

murder-for-hire plot to kill
Donald Trump, charging a man
who said he had been tasked by
a government official before this
week’s election with planning the
assassination of the Republican
president-elect.
Investigators were told of the plan
to kill Trump by Farhad Shakeri,
an accused Iranian government
asset who spent time in
American prisons for robbery
and who authorities say main-
tains a network of criminal asso-
ciates enlisted by Tehran for sur-
veillance and murder-for-hire
plots.
Shakeri told the FBI that a con-
tact in Iran’s paramilitary
Revolutionary Guard instructed
him this past September to set
aside other work he was doing
and assemble a plan within seven
days to surveil and ultimately kill
Trump, according to a criminal
complaint unsealed in federal

court in Manhattan. 
The official was quoted by
Shakeri as saying, “We have
already spent a lot of money” and
that “money’s not an issue.”
Shakeri told investigators the
official told him that if he could
not put together a plan within the
seven-day timeframe, then the
plot would be paused until after
the election because the official
assumed Trump would lose and
that it would be easier to kill him
then, the complaint said.
Shakeri is at large and remains in
Iran. Two other men were arrest-
ed on charges that Shakeri
recruited them to follow and kill
prominent Iranian-American
journalist Masih Alinejad, who
has endured multiple Iranian
murder-for-hire plots foiled by
law enforcement.
“I’m very shocked,” said Alinejad,
speaking by telephone to The
Associated Press from Berlin,
where she was about to attend a
ceremony to mark the anniver-
sary of the tearing down of the
wall. “This is the third attempt

against me and that’s shocking.”
In a post on the social media plat-
form X, she said, “I came to
America to practice my First
Amendment right to freedom of
speech — I don’t want to die. I
want to fight against tyranny, and
I deserve to be safe. Thank you
to law enforcement for protect-
ing me, but I urge the US govern-
ment to protect the national
security of America.”
Lawyers for the two other defen-
dants, identified as Jonathan
Loadholt and Carlisle Rivera, did
not immediately return mes-
sages seeking comment. Iran’s
UN Mission declined to com-
ment. 
Shakeri, an Afghan national who
immigrated to the US as a child
but was later deported after
spending 14 years in prison for
robbery, also told investigators
that he was tasked by his
Revolutionary Guard contact
with plotting the killings of two
Jewish Americans living in New
York and Israeli tourists in Sri
Lanka. 
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AChinese national was ordered held Friday on trespass-
ing charges after police say he tried to enter President-

elect Donald Trump’s Mar-a-Lago estate in violation of a
court order that he stay away following previous attempts.
Zijie Li, 39, is being held without bond at the Palm Beach
County Jail after being arrested Thursday when he arrived
at Mar-a-Lago’s entrance gate in an Uber, the latest in a
series of contacts he’s had with police and Secret Service
agents at or near the estate since July.  Li, who lives in sub-
urban Los Angeles on a student visa, had just been released
from a mental hospital, where he had been placed in late
October after police found him near the estate. He is now
facing two counts of misdemeanour trespassing. 
Li’s arrest comes after a sniper nearly killed Trump at
a July rally in Pennsylvania and an alleged would-be
assassin stalked him in September at his Palm Beach
County golf course. On Friday, the US Justice
Department announced it had broken up an Iranian plot
to kill Trump. During Trump’s term as president, there
were numerous illegal incursions at Mar-a-Lago, includ-
ing two by Chinese nationals, but none were attempts
to harm him. According to Town of Palm Beach police
reports, Li first tried to enter Mar-a-Lago in July, telling
Secret Service agents he had information tying China
to the Pennsylvania assassination attempt. He was told
to leave and not return.
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At least 27 people, including
14 security forces, were

killed and 62 others injured on
Saturday in a suicide bombing
at a railway station in Pakistan’s
restive Balochistan province,
officials said.
The explosion ripped through
the railway station of the
provincial capital Quetta as
passengers gathered on the
platform before the departure
of the Jaffar Express, scheduled
to depart for Peshawar at 9:00
am. There were around 100

people on the platform when
the blast occurred.
“So far, we have received 27
bodies and at least 62 people
are injured, with some in crit-
ical condition,” said Dr Wasim
Baig of the Quetta Trauma
Centre.
Dr Arbab Kamran Kasi,
Managing Director of the
Trauma Centre, warned that
the death toll may increase
since several wounded individ-
uals, aged 20 to 50, remain in
critical condition.
Quetta Division Commissioner
Hamza Shafqaat said it was a
suicide attack targeting securi-
ty forces and civilians were also
hit badly.
“There are around 14 members
of the law enforcement agencies
among the dead and dozens
more among the wounded,” he
said.
The suicide bomber had
entered the station with lug-
gage, Shafqaat said, adding
that was difficult to stop a per-

son coming with an intention
to carry out a suicide attack.
Earlier, SSP Operations
Muhammad Baloch had also
said that initial findings point
to a possible suicide bombing.
The Baloch Liberation Army
(BLA), an ethnic Baloch sepa-
ratist group designated as a ter-
rorist organisation, has claimed
responsibility for the attack.
The BLA alleges that the fed-
eral government exploits
Balochistan’s resources while
neglecting the province’s devel-
opment. However, the federal
government dismisses these
allegations and claims that for-
eign powers are manipulating
disgruntled elements to perpe-
trate sabotage.
“All bus stations, public spots
have been put on high alert and
gatherings discouraged,”
Shafqaat said.
Balochistan Inspector General
of Police (IG) Moazzam Ansari
said early investigations suggest
the terrorists “targeted per-

sonnel from the Army Infantry
School”.
Rescue and law enforcement
teams responded immediately,
securing the area and trans-
porting the injured and
deceased to Civil Hospital
Quetta, according to the
provincial government
spokesperson Shahid Rind.
An emergency was declared at
the hospital where additional
medical staff was summoned to
deal with the injured.
The blast, which also damaged
the platform’s roof, was heard
far and wide in various areas of
the city.
BLA has stepped up attacks in
the restive Balochistan province
in recent months. Saturday’s
suicide bombing comes a week
after a blast near a girl’s school
and a hospital in Balochistan’s
Mastung district killed eight
people, including five children.
The terror group has also been
targeting Chinese nationals
working in the province and in
Karachi. Last month a suicide
bombing near the Karachi air-
port killed two Chinese engi-
neers.
Balochistan Chief Minister
Sarfraz Bugti condemned the
attack, terming it as “a horrif-

ic act targeting innocent civil-
ians”, and ordered an immedi-
ate investigation.
He said that terrorists are
increasingly aiming civilians,
labourers, women, and chil-
dren, and vowed that those
responsible would be pursued
relentlessly. Pakistan, particu-
larly the Balochistan and
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
provinces, has seen a sharp
uptick in terrorism-related inci-
dents over the past year.
According to the Centre for
Research and Security Studies
(CRSS), the third quarter of the
ongoing year witnessed a 90
per cent surge in violence in
Pakistan, the Geo News report-
ed.
With a total of 722 people being
killed, including civilians, secu-
rity personnel, and outlaws,
while 615 others were wound-
ed in as many as 328 incidents
recorded during the period
under review, 97% of these
fatalities occurred in
Balochistan and Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa provinces.
Over 92% of these incidents of
terror attacks and security
forces’ operations were record-
ed in the same provinces.
The total fatalities from three
quarters of this year have now
surpassed the total fatalities
recorded for the entire 2023;
the number of fatalities rose to
at least 1534 in the first three
quarters compared to 1523 in
2023, the report said.
