DEVELOPER Sterlite Grid 32
(SGL32) on Monday
announced securing 2,450
crore through listed non-con-
vertible debentures (NCDs) to
refinance its Mumbai Urja
Marg project, Raji George,
director, corporate finance,
Sterlite Power told FE.

The funds for refinancing
were raised from the National
Bank for Financing Infrastruc-
ture and Development (NaB-
FID) and India Infrastructure
Finance Company (IIFCL).

This is the first listed NCD
issuance of the company after
its joint venture with GIC of
Singapore.

Speaking to FE, Pratik Agar-
wal, director, Sterlite Grid 32,
said: “This transaction has
helped us diversify fromits tra-
ditional sources of debt financ-

GAUTAM ADANI'S GROUP has
teamed up with Thailand’s
Indorama Resources for a
foray into the petrochemical
business as the ports-to-
energy conglomeratelooks to
expand in adjacencies.

Adani Petrochemicals, a
subsidiary of the group’s flag-
ship Adani Enterprises “has
completed the incorporation
process of ajointventure com-
pany namelyValor Petrochem-
icals (VPL)... with Indorama
Resources, Thailand,” Adani
Enterprises said in a stock
exchange filing.

Indoramawill hold 50% stake
eachin thejoint venture.“VPL
isincorporated with the objec-
tive to set up arefinery, petro-
chemical and chemical busi-
ness,’ it said.

Adani Petrochemicals was
incorporated to set wup
refineries, petrochemicals
complexes, speciality chemi-
cals units, hydrogen and
related chemicals plants and
other similar units in a
phased manner.

Scheme-XIX (WRSS-XIX) and
the Northeastern Region
Strengthening Scheme-IX
(NERSS-IX), spanning Maha-
rashtra, Gujarat, Assam, and
Arunachal Pradesh.

The project has the poten-
tial to carry more than 2,000
MW of additional power to
Mumbai and Navi Mumbai,
the company said.

“The coupon for this project
was around 9.75% and we
brought it down to around
8%,” George said.

“The initial loan was
2,070 crore, so we released
some equity through refinanc-
ing. The new issuance was
32,450 crore, so we topped up
the loan by ¥380 crore. We
released some of our equity
which made the project more
profitable than what it was ear-
lier,” he added.

The company also plans to
refinance its Nangalbibra pro-
ject which has a loan of about
%500 crore. “We plan to refi-
nanceitwithatop-up of about
%¥70-100 odd crores by way of
NCDs,” George said. “In future
also, we are planning to move
away from debt equity financ-
ing or rather the conventional
or regular banks to tap into
debt capital markets.”

While the companyaims to
remain focused on the Indian
market, it is evaluating to
diversify into certain other
geographies in Europe for the
evacuation of wind energy.

Initially, BorderPlus will
focusonthehealthcare sectorin
Germany, with plans to expand
into new geographies such as
the US, UK, Australia and New
Zealand, Canada, multiple
regions in Europe, Japan and

South Korea within six to eight
months, the company said. The
platform also plans to broaden
its job offerings beyond health-
care to sectors like hospitality,
retail, teaching, construction,
and logistics.

“Despite being the largest
youth nation, there’s a very
severe opportunity gap in India
that is restricting talent migra-
tion.Therefore,we have brought
like-minded leaderstogetherto
revolutionise international
recruitment and effectively
channel India’s demographic
dividend toward the right global
opportunities,’ Kumar said.

INDIANAUTOMOTIVE PARTS
manufacturers are aiming to
boost their share of exports to
the US, driven by expectations
that president-elect Donald
Trump will fulfil his campaign
promises upon taking office
later this month.

During his presidential
campaign, Trump promised
significant tariff increases on
goods imported from China,
including imposing tariffs of
up to 60% on all Chinese
products. China, one of the
largest suppliers of automo-
tive goods to the US, primarily
routes these  products
through Mexico.

Indian auto parts manufac-
turers are engaging with both
tier-I suppliers and vehicle
makers in the US to capitalise
on the growing market oppor-
tunities there. While some are
focusing on increasing sup-
plies from their factories in
Mexico,othersare considering
acquisitions in financially dis-
tressed European countries.

The US is India’s largest
export market,accounting for
339% of its total exports. Dur-
ing H1FY25, India exported
$3.67 billion worth of auto-
motive components to the US,
a growth of 9% year-on-year.

“The China+1 or India+1
strategyisa definiteadvantage
for the Indian manufacturing
industry.We have already seen
some benefits of the supply
chain moving to India and I
hope that Indian companies
can leverage this opportunity
and increase the manufactur-
ing footprint in India,” said
Sunjay Kapur, chairman, Sona
Comstarinareplyto FE.

Vinnie Mehta,director gen-
eral, ACMA (Automotive Com-
ponent Manufacturers Associ-
ation of India) said: “From the
Indian auto components per-
spective the US is a very big
marketand on anannual basis
we export $6-7 billion to that
country, whereas the US
imports over $300 billion
worth of auto components
annually and therefore India’s
share is just about 2%.”
