The financial results of other four subsidiaries have been audited by other auditors whose 

reports have been furnished to us by the Management and our conclusion on the Statement, in so far 

as it relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of these subsidiaries is based solely on 

the reports of the other auditors and the procedures performed by us.
