‘Hero MotoCorp’s new EVs tobe PLI-compliant’

Two-wheeler manufacturer
Hero MotoCorp has said
that all its upcoming elec-
tric vehicles (EVs) from
Vida brand would benefit
from the government's pro-
duction linked incentive
(PLI) scheme, which would
bring positive results and
profits to its EV business.

“We’ll be replacing the
current range with a new
range of products. And for
those, the PLI process is
on... We are pretty confid-
ent that when we launch
those ranges, which will
start from October on-
wards, we will have the PLI
compliance from October/
November onwards,” Nir-
anjan Gupta, Chief Execut-
ive Officer, Hero MotoCorp,
said in an analysts call re-
cently post the first quarter
(Q1) results.

He said the focus on EV is
building leadership and ex-
panding the category and
building up scale and
volume.

The company said it has
crossed sales of 5,000 units
in July and it would only be
growing further within this
year. “We have strong action
happening on cost reduc-
tion in the bill of materials
(BOM) costs, in manufac-
turing costs and plus, archi-
tectural changes which we
are bringing, improvements
which we are bringing in our
portfolio. And sum total of
all of that, you will see that

we'll start moving closer
and closer to profitability,”
Swadesh Srivastava, Chief
Business Officer - Emerging

He said the company’s
R&D, supply chain base and
product and tech teams are
trying to bring architectural
improvements in the EV
business.

“All of this, you'll see in
the coming quarters...I just
want to give you the assur-
ance that all these actions
are in place and they look
very positive,” Srivastava
added.

that Hero MotoCorp is gear-
ing up to expand its scooter
range and consolidate its
position in the 125 cc bike
segment as it looks to grow
faster than the competition.
The company plans to roll
out both petrol and electric
scooter trims and also bol-
ster the production capacity
of 125 cc bike — Xtreme
125R —to cater to enhanced

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Nomura terms private capex
recovery in India as ‘sober’

Global firm Nomura has
termed the recovery in cap-
ital expenditure by the
private sector in India as
‘sober’. This is slightly differ-
ent from the opinion of re-
searchers at the Reserve
Bank of India.

“We estimate that private
capex projects financed
picked up to 1.4 per cent of
GDP in FY24 vs 1 per cent of
GDP in FY23,” Nomura said
inaresearchreport prepared
by its economists Aurodeep
Nandi and Sonal Verma.

The report, while acknow-
ledging the rise, said it is
“still moderate compared
with historical levels. FY25is
currently tracking 0.8 per
cent of GDP.”

An article, ‘Private Cor-
porate Investment: Growth
in 2023-24 and Outlook for
2024-25" authored by Kamal
Gupta, Rajesh B Kavediya,
Sukti Khandekar, and Snig-
dha Yogindran (all from the
RBI's Department of Statist-
ics and Information Manage-
ment) presented an analysis
of investment intentions of
private corporates based on
projects  sanctioned by
banks/F1s during 2023-24.

CAPEX MAY RISE

It highlighted that the total
envisaged cost of the pro-
jects financed by banks/FIs
reached a new high of ¥3.91-
lakh crore during 2023-24,
with 54 per cent planned to
be invested by the year-end.

“The phasing profile of the
pipeline projects finance
suggests that the envisaged
capex will increase signific-
antly to ¥2.45-lakh crore in
2024-25 from 31.59-lakh
crore in 2023-24,” the article
said.

Tt also mentioned that
rising domestic demand and
capacity  utilisation, im-
proved profitability of cor-
porates, sustained credit de-
mand, business optimism,
and the government’s thrust

on infrastructure develop-
ment, along with policy
measure to encourage in-

PICK-UP IN SECTORS
Acknowledging the progress,
Nomura's research report
said that there has been a
pick-up in the financing of
power, construction, and
electronics projects, with el-
evated funding continuing
for roads and metals.

The sharp rise in the ‘oth-
ers’ category primarily re-
flects an increase in the
ports/airports, cement, and
transport-related sectors.

“That said, not all data on
capex are uniformly posit-
ive,” it cautioned.

Quoting data from CMIE,
the new investment projects
(IP) have slid to 7.3 per cent
of GDP in Q2 from 11.5 per
cent of GDP in Q4 2023.

Meanwhile, the article bya
researcher at the RBI said
that the healthy balance
sheets of both corporates
and banks, improved corpor-
ate profitability, sustained
credit demand, rising capa-
city utilisation, and optim-
ism in business sentiments
— as reflected in the for-
ward-looking enterprise sur-
veys conducted by the RBI as
well as other agencies —
provide a conducive environ-
ment for private corporates
to undertake investments

going forward.
