SC to the 
rescue of...

However, the petition was 
rejected with high court

As many as 151 sitting MPs 
and MLAs have declared 
cases related to crimes 
against women in their elec-
tion affidavits,  according to 
the ADR. Shockingly, among 
political parties, the Bhara-
tiya Janata Party (BJP) has 
the highest number of repre-
sentatives (54 MPs and 
MLAs) with declared cases 
related to crimes against 
women, followed by the 
Congress with 23 and the Te-
lugu Desam Party (TDP) with 
17, according to the report.  

Both the BJP and Con-
gress have five sitting law-
makers each facing rape 
charges. 

Statewise, West Bengal 
tops the list, with 25 sitting 
MPs and MLAs facing 
charges related to crimes 
against women, followed by 
Andhra Pradesh with 21 and 
Odisha with 17, according to 
the report coming amid na-
tionwide protests over the al-
leged rape and murder of a 
post-graduate trainee doctor 
in a state-run hospital in Kol-
kata and the sexual assault of 
two minors in Thane. 

Offline 
admissions... 

Unlike previous years, col-
lege principals will not have 
the authority to increase the 
number of seats at their dis-
cretion. All admissions data 
will be meticulously recorded 
in excel sheets to ensure trans-
parency and accountability. 
"This return to offline admis-
sions is expected to bring a 
more personal and direct ap-
proach to the college enroll-
ment process, offering 
students the opportunity to 
engage with college adminis-
tration and faculty directly. 
The shift has been met with 
both anticipation and curios-
ity, as students, parents, and 
college officials adapt to the 
renewed process," said Prof 
Suresh Silawat, principal, 
Holkar College.

“The BJP will hold protests 
in all district centres across 
the state on August 22 to con-
demn Congress for disrespec-
ting the dignity of the 
Governor and to demand the 
Chief Minister's resignation in 
light of Siddaramaiah's in-
volvement in the case,” Karna-
taka BJP General Secretary V. 
Sunil Kumar said.  

He said that the protests 
would take place in all district 
centres including Bengaluru, 
adding that the members of 
the core committee, local 
MPs, MLAs, former ministers, 
former MLAs, public repre-
sentatives, district presidents, 
and office bearers will partici-
pate in these protests. 

“During a Congress protest, 
the image of the Governor 
was disrespected while in 
some places, his photographs 
were burned. Ministers Za-
meer Ahmed Khan, Krishna 
Byre Gowda, and Legislative 

Council member Ivan D’Souza 
have made objectionable re-
marks against the Governor,” 
said Sunil Kumar.  

He added that in Beltan-
gady town, Congress leader 
Rakshit Shivaram made de-

rogatory remarks against the 
Prime Minister, adding that 
the Congress leaders have 
been making statements 
which incite violence. 

“Police Department should 
register suo motu cases 
against them,” he demanded. 

Meanwhile, Deputy Chief 
Minister D.K. Shivakumar tak-
ing a dig at the BJP, said that 
there are internal issues 
within the BJP. “They are now 
staging another protest to fix 
those issues. Their protest 
holds no significance,” said 
Shivakumar. On the BJP’s pro-
test near his residence in Sada-
shivanagar, the Deputy Chief 
Minister said that they staged 
a ‘Mysuru Chalo’ protest alleg-
ing MUDA corruption.

While the women of the 
nation feel insecure and un-
safe, no quantum of stringent 
laws seems to be working as a 
deterrent, therefore, we urge 
that there must be a complete 
and effective ban on public 
viewing of online pornog-

raphy and unfiltered obscen-
ity on OTT platforms across 
the country," it said. 

The top court Women's 
Bar Association also urged 
for installation of functional 
CCTV systems in every work-
place and all institutions 
across the country. The 
SCWLA said that it is resolute 
in its mission to advocate for 
the safety and dignity of 
women across India and 
called upon government offi-
cials, legal authorities, and 
the public to unite in address-
ing issues relating to the 
safety and dignity of women 
with urgency and serious-
ness.

colleagues, besides senior 
party leaders and party’s 
former ally Jannayak Janta 
Party (JJP) rebel legislators. 
Choudhry’s daughter Shruti, a 
former MP, from Bhiwani-Ma-
hendergarh seat was also pres-
ent on the occasion. 

Addressing the newsper-

sons, Saini held that she has a 
lot of experience which would 
benefit the party during the 
upcoming assembly polls in 
the state. 

For record, the seat had 
fallen vacant after Congress’ 
Deepender Hooda was elected 
to Lok Sabha from the Rohtak 
seat in the recent general elec-
tion. The bypoll is being held 
for the remaining term of the 

Rajya Sabha seat as Deep-
ender’s term was to end in 
April 2026. It may be recalled 
that the Cong which is the 
principal opposition party nor 
any other party fielded its 
nominee; For record, in the 
House of 90, the ruling BJP in 
2019 had won 40 seats, while 
the Cong secured 31 seats.

The World Health Organiza-
tion today called on countries 
in WHO South-East Asia Re-
gion to accelerate action to 
protect all children with life-
saving vaccines being offered 
under the childhood immu-
nization programme, focus-
ing on those who have missed 
all or some vaccine doses, and 
protecting all adolescent girls 
from cervical cancer. 

“We should aim for a ‘big 
catch-up’ to vaccinate all zero 
dose and partially vaccinated 
children, and restore immu-
nization progress lost during 
the pandemic; protect all ado-
lescent girls from cervical 
cancer and accelerate efforts 
to eliminate Measles and Ru-
bella from WHO South-East 
Asia by 2026,” said Ms Saima 
Wazed, Regional Director 
WHO South-East Asia, in her 
inaugural address to the 15th 

Meeting of the WHO South-
East Asia Regional Immuniza-
tion Technical Advisory 
Group (SEAR-ITAG). 

The Regional Director ac-
knowledged and thanked all 
experts, national programme 
managers, immunization 
champions, partners includ-
ing the vaccinators and com-
munity workers, and the 
communities themselves, on 

expanded immunization pro-
gramme completing 50 years 
this year. 

“We can proudly say, in the 
last 50 years, together, immu-
nization programmes have 
helped hundreds of millions 
of people in our Region live 
healthier, longer, more pro-
ductive, and prosperous 
lives,” the Regional Director 
said.  

“Today, South-East Asia Re-
gion continues to be free of 
wild polio virus transmission 
and has maintained elimin-
ation of maternal and neona-
tal tetanus as a public health 
problem. Five countries have 
eliminated measles and ru-
bella, and six have controlled 
hepatitis B through immu-
nization. Seven countries con-
sistently reach over 90% of 
children with three doses of 
diphtheria, pertussis, and 
tetanus (DTP3) vaccines,” she 
said. 

However, the Region 
missed the target to eliminate 
measles and rubella by 2023. 
The WHO/UNICEF Estimates 
of National Immunization 
Coverage data released last 
month shows slow progress 
and no meaningful change in 
childhood immunization 
coverage last year compared 
to 2022, and coverage is yet to 
be restored to the pre-pan-
demic 2019 levels.

Plea to ban pornography, 
obscenity on OTT platforms 

Experts sent to 6 high-risk glacial 
lakes In Arunachal Pradesh
NEW DELHI 

Two teams of experts have 
been sent to six high-risk gla-
cial lakes in Arunachal Pra-
desh for the first time to assess 
the possibility of glacial lake 
outburst floods (GLOF) and 
the ways to access these water 
bodies for mitigation 
measures, official sources said. 

The two lakes are located in 
the high altitude areas of Ta-
wang and Dibang Valley dis-
tricts - more than 11,000 feet 
above sea level, they said. The 
teams will cover three high-
risk glacial lakes each in Ta-
wang and Dibang Valley out of 
the 27 high-risk lakes situated 
in five districts of Arunachal 
Pradesh as identified by the 
National Disaster Manage-
ment Authority (NDMA).
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
