However the Congress
took the attack right back at
Kejriwal daring him to leave
the INDIA bloc and alleging
that he had given all 7 Lok
Sabha seats in Delhi to BJP.

Cong files complaint
against AAP to EC

New Delhi: Delhi Con-
gress on Saturday ap-
proached the Election
Commission of India with
a complaint of a "de-
famatory poster” on so-
cial media uploaded by
AAP against its leaders.
According to the com-
plaint, the ruling party in
Delhi targeted its former
president Rahul Gandhi
along with other leaders.

"If Arvind Kejriwal has
guts, he should announce
that he is leaving the INDIA
alliance. Congress party is
standing strong with 100
MPs and Arvind Kejriwal is
the one who gave all the 7
seats to BJP..You (Arvind
Kejriwal) were begging in
front of us for alliance during
the Lok Sabha elections.

Ajmer Dargah petitioner

Vishnu Gupta in his com-
plaint to the police has
claimed that two unknown
youths riding a bike opened
fire on his car near Gagwana
culvert in Ajmer. Ajmer po-
lice have formed 4 teams to
search the accused.

Vishnu Gupta come to
Ajmer for the hearing in the
Dargah case and stayed at a
hotel in Ajmer at night and
left for Delhi by car at
around quarter to six in the
morning. His driver was

driving the car.

He said that some un-
known bikers followed him
and opened fire at his car
near Gagwana culvert. The
driver managed to move fast
and both are safe. Gupta in-
formed the local police
about the incident on
phone.

“Two unknown assailants
had targeted me, but the
bullet hit at the bottom of
the car. This is a deadly at-
tack on me, but I am not
afraid of these threats and
bullets and will fight the
case firmly,” said Gupta.

Ajmer SP Vandita Rana
said, “Vishnu Gupta had
called and told us that two
unknown miscreants had
fired at his car while going
to Delhi. As soon as the in-
formation was received, our
entire team reached the
spot. We have called the FSL
team as well. The attackers
are being searched with the
help of CCTV footage on the
way. “

Notably, Vishnu Gupta re-
cently lodged a police com-
plaint at Barakhamba police
station in Delhi, stating the
threat of life.

Madrasa students
forced to chant Jai
Shri Ram in Bihar

A group of teenagers alleg-
edly compelled some stu-
dents of a Madrasa under
Barhat police station limits in
Banka district to chant 'Jai
Shri Ram'.

Banka Superintendent of
Police (SP) Upendra Nath
Verma said that four juveniles
had been detained for inter-
rogation in connection with
it. Earlier, a complaint was
lodged by chief maulvi of the
Madrasa in connection with
the incident. The accused
have been booked under sec-
tions 126(2), 115 (2), 196, 299,
351 (2), 352/3 (5) of Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS). The ac-
cused were later produced
before a juvenile justice
board which remanded them
in judicial custody for 14 days.

The incident took place

when students of Masjid Ba-
rahat Madrasa were playing
in a field near the Madrasa at
around 3 pm on Thursday.
The students were assaulted
and asked to chant 'Jai Shri
Ram' and threatened with
dire consequences if they
didn't follow their diktats.
The students later suc-
cumbed to their pressure and
chanted 'Jai Shri Ram'.

The offenders, reportedly
four in number, also made a
video of the entire incident
and allowed students of the
Madrasa to go only after they
chanted 'Jai Shri Ram'. In the
viral video, offenders can be
heard asking students to
chant 'Jai Shri Ram' at the top
of their voice.

The offenders later said,
"Now you have become Hin-
dus and are free. Now no-
body can do anything wrong
with you."

VHP weight to RSS
call for more kids

The VHP has endorsed the
RSS Sarsanghchalak Mohan
Bhagwat's clarion call last
month asking women to have
three children, at least. At a
meeting of the Vishwa Hindu
Parishad’s (VHP) Margdar-
shak Mandal during the on-
going Mahakumbh, sadhus
urged Hindus to increase the
birth rate, advocating for
families to have at least two to
three children to counter
what they see as a declining
population trend within the
community.

Swami  Avdheshanand,
Acharya Mahamandaleshwar
of Juna Akhada, who partici-
pated in the discussions, said
the demographic changes in
the country were a serious
concern, posing threats to the
community's existence. “The
earlier mantra of ‘hum do,
hamare do’ (we two, our two)
is no longer enough. A mini-
mum of two to three children
per family is necessary,” he
stated.

The religious leaders also
deliberated on the control of
temple trusts by state govern-
ments and the usage of their

funds. “The Rs1.86 lakh crore
collected by temple trusts is
Hindu money and should be
dedicated to Hindu causes
rather than being diverted
for other purposes,” Swami
Avdheshanand said.

Issues such as live-in rela-
tionships and same-sex mar-
riages were also discussed,
with the sadhus expressing
concern about their growing
acceptance in a country
rooted in spiritual traditions.

The VHP reiterated its
commitment to reclaiming
temples in Kashi and Ma-
thura, stating that these have
been part of its agenda since
the Ram Janmabhoomi
movement.

“We thank the Supreme
Court and the government
for the Ayodhya temple. Now,
we appeal to them to take
swift action to ensure the re-
turn of our places of worship
in Kashi and Mathura, as evi-
dence of Hindu deities is
being uncovered during ex-

cavations,” said Swami
Avdheshanand.
The religious leaders

voiced their solidarity with
the VHP and urged auth-
orities to act on encroach-
ments of these sacred sites.

Docs’ leaves cancelled in Rajouri amid
deaths due to mysterious illness

Authorities have cancelled all
leaves of doctors and para-
medics in the wake of a medi-
cal alert following the deaths
of 17 people from Badhaal vil-
lage in Jammu and Kashmir's
Rajouri district due to a mys-
terious illness.

The number of people sent
to quarantine has risen to 230.

Union minister Dr Jitendra
Singh said the initial investiga-
tion conducted by the toxicol-
ogy laboratory in Lucknow
concluded that the cause was
not any infection, virus or bac-
teria but a toxin.

Principal of Rajouri Gov-
ernment Medical College
(GMC) Hospital, Dr Amarjeet
Singh Bhatia, on Friday ad-
dressed a press conference in
Rajouri and announced that

all leaves of doctors and para-
medic staff have been can-
celled. "The winter vacations
have also been cancelled to
deal with the medical alert
situation after 17 people from
three families died under
mysterious conditions in the
last one-and-a-half months,"
he said.

He further said the Jammu
and Kashmir government has
deputed 10 additional medical

students to GMC Rajouri to
aid the medical setup amid
the ongoing health situation.

The health condition of
three persons undergoing
treatment at GMC Hospital in
Jammu and PGI Chandigarh
is being monitored, officials
said. Four people, including
three sisters, were shifted to
hospitals, with three airlifted
to a hospital in Jammu on
Wednesday.
