UGC to launch Apprenticeship
embedded degree programme

New Delhi, Oct 11:

The University
Grants Commission
UGC) is set to roll
out its Apprenticeship
Embedded Degree
Programme (AEDP)
aimed at  enhancing
the  employability  of
undergraduate students
by incorporating practical
industry experience into
their academic curriculum.
Draft guidelines for the
program were reviewed
during the UGC’s
meeting on October 3 and
will soon be available
on the UGC website for
public consultation and
feedback.

This initative targets
undergraduate courses
offered by UGC-
recognized higher
education institutions
(HEIs) that meet specific
accreditation or tanking
criteria.  According to

the draft guidelines, the
AEDP seeks to bridge the
gap between theoretical
knowledge and practical

skills by  integrating
classroom learning with
structured on-the-job
training (OJT).

uGcC Chairman
Prof. M. Jagadesh
Kumar emphasized
the importance of
the program, stating,
“Students will gain
experiential learning
alongside theoretical
knowledge, equipping
them with the
competencies employers
secek.  We urge all

eligible higher education
institutions to take
advantage of  these
guidelines and  offer
AEDP programs starting
from the Janvary-
February 2025 academic
session.”
The

draft  specifies

that apprenticeships
can begin as early as
the second semester of
the degree  program,
covering up to 50% of
the degree duration. At
least one semester of
contimious apprenticeship
is mandatory, with
credits awarded based on
the number of training
hours completed. The
apprenticeship training is
aligned with the National
Credit Framework, with
a full year of training
equivalent to at least 40
credits.

A robust evaluation
process  will  involve
faculty mentors, industry
professionals, and the
HEI  itself.  Swudents
may also be eligible
for stipends, depending

on whether the AFDP
is offered through the
National  Apprenticeship
Training Scheme (NATS)

or the Apprentices Act,
1961.

An innovative aspect

of the ALEDP is the
tripartite agreement
between the HEI,
industry, and student,
ensuring clear rtoles and
responsibilitics  for  all
parties. HEIs will also

monitor students’ progress
after the completion of

their apprenticeships  to
assess the  program’s
effectiveness. The UGC

is  particularly focused
on tracking graduates’
outcomes to  measuie
success and  identify
areas for improvement.
The draft guidelines
will be open to feedback
and suggestions from all

stakeholders,  including
students, HElIs, and
the public, before the

program is finalized.
