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3 killed in wall collapse, 150 rescued
from waterfall as heavy rain hits Goa

PANAJI, JULY7

AT LEAST three people were
killed as heavy rain lashed Goa,
causing landslides and wall col-
lapses in parts of the state.
Meanwhile, authorities rescued
150 people stranded at a popu-
lar waterfall in North Goa’s
Sattari.

According to the police, three
labourers employed with an en-
gineering project died after are-
taining wall collapsed trapping
them in North Goa’s Kundaim.
One worker also suffered in-
juries in the incident. The de-
ceased have been identified as
Dilip Yadav (37), Mukesh Kumar
Singh (38) and Trinath Nayak
(47).

In Sattari, over 150 people —
both locals and tourists — were
stranded at Pali waterfall in
Mhadei Wildlife Sanctuary after.
The rescue operation lasted four

hours.“All 150 stranded people
at Pali had been rescued with
the help of forest, police and lo-
cals of Pali,” North Goa SP
Akshat Kaushal said in a state-
ment.

According to one forest de-
partment official, visitors were
stranded in 3-4 patches at the
waterfall.“The water levels had
gone up due to the rain and it cut

off the people since they were
unable to cross a stream. A ma-
jority of those stranded were
from different parts of the state,”
said the official.

Pali has been designated asa
“low-risk” waterfall trail, where
trekking is permitted but swim-
ming is not allowed.

After the incident, the state
forest department announced it

was closing access to all water-
falls in the state for a week until
there’s some let up in the rain.

Meanwhile, the directorate
of education declared that
schools will remain closed
Monday.

The India Meteorological
Department has warned of the
possibility of a “moderate flash
flood risk” in coastal Karnataka
and Goa over the next 24 hours.
Ared alert has been issued pre-
dicting “heavy to very heavy
rainfall” with strong surface
winds in Goa Sunday.

A landslide was reported at
Connem Priol on the national
highway, following which traf-
ficwas diverted from Farmagudi
to Mardol.A retaining wall col-
lapsed on national highway 66
on Naibag-Pernem stretch.

A portion of Mala district
court Altinho road in North Goa
caved in, while Paroda-Quepem
bridge in South Goa was sub-
merged, traffic police said.

Old BJP hands sidelined, new-look
unit feels LS poll result aftershocks

AMONTH after the Lok Sabhare-
sults were announced, senior BJP
leader Kirodi Lal Meena an-
nounced his resignation as
Cabinet minister from the
Bhajan Lal Sharma-led Rajasthan
government.

Kirodi Lal said he was keep-
ing his word, having announced
in the run-up to the Lok Sabha
elections that he would resign if
the BJPlost any of the seven east-
ern Rajasthan seats whose
charge was assigned to him by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

The BJP lost four of those:
Dausa, Tonk-Sawai Madhopur,
Karauli-Dholpur and Bharatpur.

Kirodi Lal’s resignation is yet
to be accepted, with BJP chief ] P
Nadda summoning him to Delhi.
But, this has further strength-

ened the impression that there
is more than meets the eye to his
move.

After the polls, the BJP did not
just pick a CM but also two
Deputy CMs junior to Kirodi Lal
in both age and the party. Apart
from being a six-time MLA,
Kirodi Lal is a two-term Lok
Sabha MP and one-time Rajya
MP.

Then, in the Cabinet, Kirodi
Lal got the Agriculture depart-
ment, but the Rural
Development and Panchayati
Raj Department - traditionally
given to the same minister — was
divided between him and
Madan Dilawar.

However, BJP insiders say,
Kirodi Lal may not find the party
very accommodating. While he
is one of the axes of tribal poli-
tics in state, the other being
Bharat Adivasi Party MP
Rajkumar Roat, Kirodi Lal was

never a choice for the top post.In
fact, itis his assertion as a leader
in his own right that goes against
him, at a time that the BJP has
shown preference for low-key
leaders, especially in
Rajasthan.There are many exam-
ples - Vasundhara Raje, whose
marginalisation in the state unit
is now complete, capped with
the appointment of a virtual un-
known Bhajan Lal Sharma as
CM; Gulab Chand Kataria who
was moved out as Assam
Governor; and Rajendra Rathore,
former Leader of the Opposition,
as well as ex-state chief Satish
Poonia, who find themselves out
of the reckoning in the state af-
ter losing in the Assembly polls.
While the party quashed any
Congress hopes in the Assembly
polls, in Lok Sabha polls, the
Congress picked up 11 seats — af-
ter drawing a blank in 2014 and
2019.

40-yr-old man
from Nigeria

shot dead by 2
in Outer Delhi

A 40-YEAR-OLD man from
Nigeria was shot dead by two per-
sons outside a garment shop in
Outer Delhi’s Nilothi Extension
Sunday, officers said. The de-
ceased has been identified as
Ernest Morah, who lived in
Chandra Vihar.

Police said that a PCR call was
received at 9.45 pm on Saturday
regarding the incident. A police
team immediately reached the
spot and was informed that the
injured was taken to Sanjay
Gandhi Hospital. Later, a com-
plaint was received and an FIR
was lodged. DCP (Outer) Jimmy
Chiram said, “Two people had at-
tacked the victim with firearms
and he had run into the shop for
safety. The man had sustained
three bulletinjuries -- twoon the
abdomen and one on the leg.”

Police said the victim suc-
cumbed to injuries on Sunday
morning. The section of murder
has been added to the FIR.

“The man sustained
three bullet injuries --
two on abdomen and
one on theleg,” DCP
(Outer ) said.

ISSUE POLITICISED, SAYS DELHI BJP LEADER

L-G stays mass teachers’
transfer, Atlshl hails ‘win’

AMID SCATHING criticism from
the Aam Aadmi Party (AAP)
government, Delhi Lieutenant
Governor Vinai Kumar Saxena
on Sunday temporarily halted
the transfer of at least 5,000
government school teachers.

The decision by the
Lieutenant Governor came fol-
lowing a meeting with a dele-
gation of the Government
School Teachers Association
(GSTA) on Sunday at Raj Niwas,
his office said in a post on X (for-
merly Twitter). In another post
from the Lieutenant Governor's
official account, it was under-
lined that he directed Chief
Secretary Naresh Kumar and
the Directorate of Education
(DoE) “to take a sympathetic,
holistic & fair view into the re-
cent transfer orders pertaining
to teachers (sic)." The mass
transfer order was termed an
“unfortunate decision” by the L-
G at the meeting, the GSTA said.

Meanwhile, a political row
continued to simmer over the
issue on Sunday as the AAP and
the BJP locked horns.

Delhi Education Minister
Atishi said the move of “with-
drawal of the transfer order”

Raj Niwas shared a photo on
X of teachers, accompanied
by BJP leaders, at the L-G’s
office

was a “win amid our struggle”.
In avideo message, she said,
“OnJuly 2, the BJP supported by
the L-G issued the transfer or-
der, in violation of my orders to
haltit... and had to finally with-
draw the transfer because the
AAP, along with the people of
Delhi, stopped it from exercis-

ing its agenda.”
Earlier on Thursday, the
Minister called on the

Lieutenant Governor to revoke
the order, calling it a "mindless
act".

She had ordered to pause
the transfer of government
school teachers on July 1.
However, following the mid-
night mass transfer, she di-

rected the Chief Secretary to ini-
tiate disciplinary proceedings
against the errant officers “who
wilfully defied” her direction to
the Education Department.

Targeting the ruling party,
BJP leader Arvinder Singh
Lovely earlier on Sunday
claimed that the teachers asso-
ciation approached him claim-
ing the issue was being “politi-
cised”.

The GSTA members on
Sunday were accompanied by
four BJP MPs — Manoj Tiwari,
Kamaljeet Sehrawat, Yogender
Chandoliya, Bansuri Swaraj, and
former education minister and
party leader Arvinder Singh
Lovely, the L-G's Office said.

GSTA general secretary Ajay
Veer Yadav, who led the delega-
tion during the meeting with
the L-G, said,

“All the government teach-
ers, who were affected earlier,
are relieved with the deci-
sion...We were very happy to
see the L-G express his empa-
thy towards us. Most impor-
tantly, he also said at the meet-
ing that teachers can’t perform
their duties under pressure.”

"Transferring such a large
number of teachers is equiva-
lent to humiliating them. This
is an unfortunate decision" - the
GSTA quoted the L-G as saying.

PRADEEP NAIN, 27, was sup-
posed to go back home for the
birth of his first child. On
Saturday, the Para commando
from Haryana'’s Jind district was
killed in an encounter in Jammu
and Kashmir’s Kulgam district.

His pregnant wife Manisha
was admitted to a hospital on
Sunday, her condition deterio-
rating after receiving the news,
family members said. Pradeep’s
body was expected to reach the
village on Monday morning,.

Hailing from Jind’s Jajanwal
village, Pradeep joined the Army
in 2015 and was inducted in the
Jat regiment. He subsequently
became a Para commando.

Balwan Singh, Pradeep’s fa-
ther, recalled how his son made
multiple attempts to get into the
Army. “He tried twice earlier but
could not make it. He did not give
up and eventually got selected in
the third attempt. He not only
brought honour to us, his village
but the entire nation. [ am proud
of my son,” he said.

Pradeep’s village was in
mourning Sunday, as many re-
membered a man known for his
gentle nature.

Jajanwal Sarpanch Janak
Singh Nain said: “In his child-
hood, wherever Pradeep used
to see soldiers in uniform, he
would salute them on the way.
He was an extremely social per-
son and villagers loved him like
their own son. Wearing Army’s
uniform was always a passion

for him.”

Pradeep’s uncle Mahender
said: “We all are in acute shock.

He last spoke with me a few
weeks ago. Last time he came on
vacation he stayed in Hisar. He
went back on duty a few days
ago”.

A retired Subedar, ]Jai
Bhagwan, who knows Pradeep’s
family and lives nearby, said the
sarpanch had received a call
from the Army about Pradeep’s
death. “Pradeep had last spoken
with his family members three
days ago. He had told them that
he would soon come back home
on vacation,” he said.

Haryana Chief Minister
Nayab Singh Saini expressed
condolences to the bereaved
family on X. “...His supreme sac-
rifice for Maa Bharati will always
be a source of inspiration. I pray
to God to... provide strength to
the bereaved family...,” he said
ina post in Hindi.

The encounter took place
Saturday in Kulgam district,
where militants opened fire on
security forces conducting a
search operation.

Pradeep’s uncle, Sushil Nain,
said he had always wanted to
join the Army. “He was expected
by his family to come back home
on vacation before the birth of
his first child...”

Cop gets life term for sexually
assaulting Dalit colleague

Lucknow: A court in Ambedkar
Nagar sentenced a constable of UP
Police, 40, to life imprisonment for
sexually assaulting a female Dalit
colleague under the pretext of
marrying her and driving her to
commit suicide in 2019.

On Friday, the court held con-
stable Raju Yadav,whowasouton
bail, guilty under IPC Section 306
(abetment of suicide), Section 376
(rape), and the SC/ST Prevention

of Atrocities Act. According to the
prosecution, the case dates back
t02017 when the victim (then 24)
and Yadav were both posted ata
police station in Ambedkar Nagar.

The woman'’s father alleged
that Yadav sexually assaulted his
daughter under the pretext of
marrying her. However, after
some time, he refused, stating that
his family was against their rela-
tionbecause of her caste.  ENS

hospital in Gurgaon. In his
complaint submitted to the
Cyber Police Station of South
district last month, he said, "A
woman befriended me on so-
cial media, and she then carried
on the conversation on
Telegram. After gaining my
trust, she said she could offer
me advice on gaining maxi-
mum return from foreign cur-
rency investments.”

"The woman”, the doctor
further said, “asked me to try
out a website. I invested Rs

40,000 at first and was shown a
huge profit after which I was
told to withdraw Rs 5,200.
Lured by more returns over
time, | invested more money
and by May, I had increased my
investment to Rs 23 lakh.”
“After I paid the amount, I
was told by the woman to in-
vest more and I invested more
money for which I had to pay a
tax of $9,000 for a profit of
$30,000.” Over time, the com-
plainant kept paying tax for the
amount he had invested, which

totaled Rs 50 lakh. This also in-
cluded the tax amount he had
to pay at regular intervals, he
told police. The woman had af-
ter two months since befriend-
ing him, blocked his contact
and the complainant is unable
to contact her on her mobile
phone or WhatsApp, he
claimed.

A senior police officer said
that a case of cheating under
section 420 (cheating) of IPC
has beenlodged and an investi-
gation is ongoing.

Class 6 NCERT textbooks
awaited, city schools rely on
bridge course, old material

AT 5PM on Friday, a Class VI stu-
dent stood in front of Dhingra
Pustak Bhandar at Jhilmil Colony
and waited to hear if her text-
books had arrived. After attend-
ing to customers, the bookstore
owner turned to her and re-
peated the news she had been
hearing for many days — the
books were not available in the
market as of now.

The student, who studies in
Kendriya Vidyalaya NFC Vigyan
Vihar, said, “In school, we are be-
ing taught from the old NCERT
books.”

The National Council of
Educational Research and
Training (NCERT) textbooks for
(Classes 6 and 3 have been newly
developed in line with the
National Curriculum Framework
for School Education (NCF-SE
2023) and the New Education
Policy (NEP) 2020.

The academic session started
in April, and students returned
to classrooms this month after
summer vacations.

At present, physical or
digital copies of textbooks for
Mathematics, Science and Social
Science are not available for Class
6. Digital copies are only avail-
able for three subjects: Hindi,
English and Urdu. For Class 3 too,
there are no physical copies of
the Environmental Studies text-
book.

On Thursday, Union
Education Minister Dharmendra
Pradhan carried out a detailed
review of the progress of NCERT
textbook development. In a post
on X, the Ministry of Education
wrote: “For the academic year
2024-25, new and engaging
textbooks will be introduced in
Classes 3 and 6. Textbook devel-
opment work is in the final
phase and 9 textbooks for
Grades 3 and 6 are already avail-
able. The remaining 8 will be
available very soon.”

Asked about the delay,
sources from the NCERT said the
new books will be introduced
soon and that teachers and stu-
dents would be able to grasp the
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Students at a tuition centre in Jwala Nagar. Express

new material because of the
Bridge Programme held earlier.

In March, the Central Board
of Secondary Education an-
nounced a ‘Bridge Month
Programme’ (BMP) for Class 6.1t
included a week-wise timetable
and an activity plan for each sub-
ject.

In the BMP’s guidelines,
NCERT Director Dinesh Prasad
Saklaniwrote, “The transition of
students to new syllabi and text-
books requires teachers to intro-
duce all Grade 6 students to new
pedagogical approaches... before
they begin formal study of the
new textbooks.”

ITL Public School Principal
Sudha Acharya said, “We are fol-
lowing the old NCERT books...
For Class 6, NCERT provided a
bridge course in April-May and
we followed that before the
summer vacation. It was very
good with loads of activities for
students. But now it is late... the
half-yearly examination will
startin September... Teachers are
waiting for the books anxiously.
Until then, all we have is the
old syllabus so we are teaching
from that.”

She also said amidst this un-

certainty, parents have been told
not to buy old NCERT books to
avoid wastage if new books are
released.

At a tuition centre in Jwala
Nagar, 11-year-old Mukul, who
studies at Dayanand Model
School in Vivek Vihar, was solv-
ing Math sums from a question
bank; an old edition of the
NCERT Mathematics textbook
for Class 6 lay next to him.
Priyanka Budhiraja (24), who
teaches at the centre, said, “I
asked a student to take printouts
of soft copies of the latest NCERT
textbooks available online, but
parents said it was not econom-
ical for them to take printouts of
every chapter.”

At The Indian School, princi-
pal Tania Joshi said they are fol-
lowing the syllabus with the soft
copies available. “For classes 3
and 6, we can’t keep waiting till
the books are printed. We are
still seeing what can be done for
the students,” she said, adding
that changes in the textbooks
have been “child-friendly”.

LV Sehgal, principal of the Bal
Bharati Public School, Ganga
Ram Hospital Marg, also said old
NCERT books are being used.
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
