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MAHARASHTRA ELECTIONS: WOMEN, FARMERS, JOBS IN FOCUS

BJP, rival MVA release manifestos

Mumbai, November 10

FOCUSING ON WOMEN,
farmers and jobs, the ruling
BJP and the opposition Maha
Vikas Aghadi (MVA) on Sunday
announced their respective
manifestos for the November
20 Assembly elections in
Maharashtra. While the BJP
also promised a stringent anti-
conversionlawin the state,the
MVA promised a caste census
and a power bill waiver of up to
100 units for households.

Releasing the BJP’s 25-
point Sankalp Patra in Mum-
bai, Union Home Minister
Amit Shah said thatif the party
is voted back to power, the
monthly allowance under the
Ladki Bahin Yojana and the
senior citizen pension scheme
would be increased to 32,100
from31,500.

Laterin the day, reiterating
the promise of I3,000 per
month under the Mahalak-
shmi Scheme for women,
Congress president Mallikar-
jun Kharge released the MVA
manifesto in Mumbai. Apart
from promising power bill
waiver of up to 100 units
forhouseholds consuming up
to 300 units, the manifesto
made a provision of six gas
cylinders annually at 500
each for each household.

At the BJP event, Shah tar-
geted ShivSena (UBT) supremo
Uddhav Thackeray, question-
ing his alliance with the “ideo-
logically different” Congress
and NCP(SP).

“With  whom Uddhav
Thackeray wants to have an

allianceisup tohim.Ijustwant
to ask Uddhav Thackeray, are
you going to request Rahul
Gandhi to speak a few good
words about Veer Savarkar?
Canyou ask Congress to speak
well about Bal Thackeray?”

“Today, Uddhav Thackeray
isin alliance with those parties
that staunchly opposed the
abrogation of Article 370,Ram
templeinAyodhya,and legisla-
tion onWagqf Board,” Shah said.

Shah also claimed that the
Congress has plans to give
reservation benefits to Mus-
lims by curtailing SC, ST, and
OBC quotas.

Raising concerns over the
Wagqf board, Shah alleged that
in Congress-ruled Karnataka,
the Waqf Board is usurping
land belonging to farmers. “If
the MVAisvoted to power,land
owned by farmersand people’s
properties will be acquired

forcibly by the Waqf Board,”
Shah said. Dismissing the pos-
sibility of new political align-
ments after the elections, he
said the Mahayuti alliance of
the BJP,Shiv Sena and NCPwill
be voted back to power.

Despite thealliance,the BJP
published its separate mani-
festo. Ajit Pawar-led NCP also
released its own manifesto,
while the Shiv Sena is yet to
come out with its manifesto.

In a bid to promote indus-
trialisation, the BJPinits man-
ifesto also promised zero-
interest loans up to ¥15 lakh
and creation of 25 lakh jobs
over the next five years. Under
the Akshay Anna Yojana,
the poor will be given free
food items every month, the
party highlighted.

A crop loan waiver and
other farmer-friendly policies
also featured in the poll mani-
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festoinanapparentattemptto
regain the BJP’s appeal in the
rural belt following the Lok
Sabha debacle wherein it won
onlynine seatsacross the state.

The BJP manifesto also
promised free ration under
Akshay Anna Yojana for low-
income category.Releasing the
MVA manifesto, Congress chief
Kharge, flanked by allies, said,
“Maharashtraelection is one of
the most important ones as it
willnot only change the future
political discourse of the state
butalso of the nation.”

The MVA manifesto
announced therejection of the
Centre's four labour codes and
also promised immediate
announcement of municipal
elections which haven’t been
held for several years now.

While the BJPis promoting
a Shaktipeeth highway con-
necting religious sites, the

bP-SP workiﬁg president Supriya Sule, Shiv Sena (Uddhav Balasaheb Thackeray)

MVA promised the develop-
ment of a special corridor con-
necting all villages visited by
Dr Babasaheb AmbedKkar.

It also promised a socio-
economic caste census to
ensure fair opportunities and
advocate fortheremoval of the
509% reservation ceiling.

Focusing on employment,
the manifesto promised
recruitment for 2.5 lakh
vacant state government
jobs and a streamlined
MPSC exam process for
timely results and trans-
parency and revocation of the
order permitting contract-
based employment in gov-
ernment services.

Italso targeted creation of
1.25 million jobs over the
next five years,and promised
job-seeking youth a monthly
stipend of 4,000 and aiding
skill development.

PRIME MINISTER NARENDRA
Modi on Sunday launched a
scathing attack on the Con-
gress,accusing its "shahi pari-
var"(royal family) of attempting
tobreakthe ST-SC-OBC unityto
"snatch away reservations
underan evil design"while urg-
ingthe crowdatarallyin Jhark-
hand to stay united, saying, 'Ek
rahenge toh safe rahenge' (stay
united to stay safe)."He accused
the rulingJMM-led coalitionin
Jharkhand of looting the state's
rich resources, including min-
erals, forests, sand, and coal,
which he said put the state's
"Roti-Beti-Mati" (bread, land,
and daughter) at risk.

He vowed that the "culprits"
would notescapejustice,even if
theywerehidingin"paatal:""The
Congress knows that if STs, SCs
and OBCs are united, they will
pose a threat to the party's exis-
tence.Thisis thereason the Con-
gress 'shahi parivar'is hell-bent
on breaking their unity... They
want to snatch reservations.

"The Congressis trying topit
one tribal community against
another.. Munda against
Oraon, Lohra against Kharia,
Kharwar against Korwa etc.

with an agenda to break the
tribal society's strength,” he
said.

The Congress cannot toler-
atetribalsin higher posts,which
is why it opposes Droupadi
Murmu's elevation (to the post
of President) and continues to
insult her, the PM said, adding
former Jharkhand chief minis-
ter Champai Soren was also
insulted.

The Prime Minister also
alleged that the Congress-JMM
coalitionwanted todivide OBCs
by pitting sub-castes against
each other.

"Beware of Congress-JMM's
evil designs and conspiracies.
They can go to any extent to
grab power. Congress has been
an opponent of SC,ST,and OBC
unity since Independence. Till
there was no unity, Congress
kept forming governments at
the Centre and looted the
nation,'he said.

“ Congress-JMM wants to
break the OBC unity by pitting
sub-castes against each other
like Yadav versus Kurmi and
Sonar versus Lohar.Iwarn you,
'ek rahoge toh safe rahoge)' he
added. The PM also attacked
the Congress and its allies for
seeking to reinstate Article 370
in Jammu and Kashmir.

DY Chandrachud
retires as CJI

New Delhi, November 10

JUSTICE D Y CHANDRA-
CHUD on Sunday concluded
his tenure as the 50th Chief
Justice of India after two years
marked by transformative rul-
ings and substantial reforms,
carving out a unique legacy in
the Indian judicial history.
Beside delivering several
landmark judgements like the
Ayodhyaland dispute,abroga-
tion of Article 370 and the
decriminalisation of consen-
sual gay sex that shaped soci-
ety and politics, he was part of
38 constitution benches dur-
ing his eight years tenure as a
judge in the Supreme Court.
During his tenure at the
apex court, he rendered more
than 500 judgements,some of
them having wide ramifica-
tion to the society and legal
field.India's 50th Chief Justice
DY Chandrachud, known also
forhis many pithystatements,
leaves an imprint all his own
on the annals of legal history.
Notonlyon thejudicial side
but evenin the administrative
side, CJI Chandrachud left his
imprint as he led various
reforms in the judiciary. He
