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Mercedes driver rams into five at airport

Five people - two foreigners 
and three airline crew 
‘members - were injured when 
the driver of a Mercedes-Benz 
lost control of the vehicle and 
crashed into them at 
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj 
International Airports 
Terminal 2on Sunday morning, 
The driver mistakenly 

pressed the  accelerator 
instead of the brakes while 
negotiating a speed-breaker, 
causing the accident, officials 

Sahar police filed a case 
against the driver, Parshuram 
Dadanavare, 34, and arrested 
him. A police officer said he 
was not under the influence of 
any intoxicating substance. 
According to the police 

report, around 930am, a com- 
pany-owned Mercedes-Benz 
arrived at the airport to drop 
off passengers at Gate 
Number L On his way out, 
between Gate Number 1 and 
3, he encountered a speed- 
breaker on a slope, and acci- 

dentally pressed the acceler- 
ator instead of the brake. 
Two citizens of the Czech 

Republic and three crew 
members were injured in the 
crash. The two foreigners are 
currently receiving treatment 
at Nanavati Hospital in Vile 
Parle (West), while the crew 
members are being treated at 
Cooper Hospital in Juhu. All 
of them are out of danger. 

The driver works for a pri- 
vate company based in Navi 
Mumbai and lives in Turbhe. 
A case has been filed under 
Sections 281 (rash driving), 
125(a), and 125(b) (Act endan- 

gering life or personal safety 
of others) of the Bharatiya 
Nyaya Sanhita on Sunday. The 
police seized the car. 

“This morning at CSMIA, a 
driver lost control of his car in 
T2 departure lane, injuring 
five people. The airport medi- 
cal team immediately rushed 
to the spot to provide first aid. 
The injured have been 
admitted to hospital for treat- 
ment. CSMIA is working with 
the police and other teams to 
ensure the safety of passen- 
gers and continuation of oper- 
ations,” a spokesperson with 
CSMIA said. 

BUDGET 2025 | With just 2% of budget allocated to education, critics say public 
institutions are being underfunded while private sector is being prioritised 

‘It’s commodification of education’

MUMBAI 

Students and teachers from 
social science backgrounds 
have criticised the Union 
Budget 2025-26, arguing that 
the government is systemati- 
cally commodifying education, 
‘making it inaccessible to mar- 
ginalised communities. With 
just 05% of GDP and 2% of the 
budget allocated to education, 
crities say public institutions 
are being underfunded while 
private sector involvement is 
being prioritised. 
The PM-Poshan scheme, 

which includes midday meals, 
has received a nominal 0.2% 
increase, from Rsl2,467.39 
crore to Rs12,500 crore, trans- 
lating to just five paise more 
per child. 

“This comes despite govern- 
ment data from June 2024 
showing 17% of children under- 
weight, 36% stunted, and 6% 
wasted,” said a statement by 
Progressive Students’ Forum, a 

students’ group at the Tata 
Institute of Social Sciences 
(TISS). Meanwhile, Saksham 
Anganwadi funding has also 
been reduced, reflecting what 
critics call a lack of urgency in 
tackling malnutrition. 

School education funding 
has risen from Rs73008 crore 
to Rs78,572 crore, but given the 
chronic underutilisation of 
funds, students remain scepti- 
cal. “It is a deceptive increase. If 
fundsare not fully utilised, how 
will adding more help? The 
‘government wants to create an 
illusion of investment while 
actively withdrawing from 
public education” a Delhi 
University (DU) professor told 
FPJ requesting anonymity. 

Higher education has seen a 
mere 5% increase, from 
Rs4761977 crore to Rs50077.95 
crore, which, when adjusted 
for inflation, amounts tono real 
growth. A professor at TISS 
Mumbai told the FPJ,“The gov- 
ernment is  systematically 
excluding disadvantaged stu-

institutions while encouraging 
private education” A post- 
graduate student in_political 
science at TISS added, “Public 
education is deliberately being 
made unaffordable so that only 
the privileged can  access 
quality higher education” 

A major concern is the 
Rs20,000 crore allocated to a 
private sector-led ~research 
initiative, while public research 
funding has been slashed by 
nearly 8% to Rs27 crore. 
“Knowledge is being shaped 
for corporate interests rather 
than public welfare” said a 

sociology student. "This high- 
lights the growing orientation 
of scientific and technological 
innovations towards the needs 
of private capital and market 
and away from societal con- 
cerns,” added PSE. 

Meanwhile, funding for the 
World  Class  Institutions 
scheme has been cut by 73%, 
from Rs1,800 crore to Rs47512 
crore, while “Indian Knowledge 
Systems” funding has jumped 
from Rs10 crore to Rs50 crore. 

Infrastructure remains 
neglected, with capital expen- 
diture for ITTs and IIMs slashed 
by 7%, from Rsll06 crore to 
Rs10.27 crore. “The University 
Grants Commissioris budget is 
47%lower than in 2023-24, and 
central universities must now 
allocate over 3% of their grants 
to HEFA loan repayments. 
HEFA loans have surged from 
Rs372 crore to Rs462 crore, 
increasing private capitals hold 
on public universities and 
threatening their autonomy,” 
said PSE.

The 
liberalisation of visas for 
China and India has 
become a catalyst for the 
tourism movement. We 
are working to introduce 
new destinations and 
packages that will appeal 
to more Indians. We are 
ready to work harder and

collaborate with more 
industry players to 
encourage Malaysia as a 
preferable holiday 
destination for Indian 
tourists. 

Q. What are the new 
attractions for Indian 
tourists wanting to visit 
Malaysia? 
A. After Covid-19, we 
realised that Indians are 
attracted towards lesser- 
known and off-beat 
destinations. They are no 
longer interested in sight- 
seeing but wantan 
experience of the country. 
We would also like to tap 
on Indian weddings and 
showcase Malaysia as the 
perfect destination for 
their weddings. Although a 
lot of Indian corporations 
are coming to Malaysia for 
professional conferences, 
we are trying to bring 
varied experiences for 
them so that they 
experience the country 
even on their business 
trips. 

0. Yourecently 
launched Chennai- 
Penang flight. Which 
new air routes are 

‘We want to attract 2 million 
Indian tourists next year’ 

expected? 
A. The aviation sector has 
shown positive indicators 
to us. There are multiple 
flights from India flying 
directly to Malaysia. Apart 
from Chennai-Penang, 
Indigo also started a flight 
from Bangalore to 
Langkawi. We are working 
with other airlines to start 
direct flights from Tier 2 
cities of India to not only 
Kuala Lumpur but Joho, 
Kota Kinabalu and 
Kuching. We are eyeing 
more flights from 
Hyderabad as well as 
Pune. 

Q. What are your 
expectations from India 
for ‘Visit Malaysia Year 
2026’7 
A. After the amazing 
response from Indians in 
2024, We are expecting 1.5 
million to 1.6 million 
Indian tourists in 2025 and 
in 2026. In 2026, we can 
even expect to reach close 
to 2 million Indian tourists. 

Q. What efforts are you 
putting into introducing 
Malaysian cuisine to 
Indians? 
A. Malaysian food shares 
many similarities with 
Indian food, mostly due to 
the latter’s influence on it. 
The influence can be seen 
on many local dishes 
including Malaysian 
curries which share the 
spice element with India. 
We recently hosted a 
week-long Malaysian Food 
Festival in Mumbais JW 
Marriott. Similar food 
festivals will be hosted 
across the country in most 
of the major Tier 1and Tier 
2 cities.
