Boeing may Deliver Two Aircraft a Month to Indian Carriers

New Delhi: Boeing Thursday
said it expects to start delive-
ring two planes per month to
Indian airlines. This includes
the single-aisle 737 Max vari-
ant to Air India Express and
Akasa and the 787 Dreamli-
ner to Air India used on long
haul routes.

Protracted delays in Boeing's
aircraft deliveries have stun-
ted growth at Akasa and Air
India among Indian carriers.

The aircraft maker faced a
sharpslowdown in production
amid increased scrutiny from
regulators, airlines
and lawmakers af-
ter an incident last
Januarywhenado-
