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Vaccine maker Serum In-
stitute of India (SII) has
shipped its first R21/Mat-
rix-M malaria vaccine con-
signment to Africa. 

This is the second mal-
aria vaccine (the first is
from GSK) authorised
globally for children in
malaria-endemic regions.
It was developed in collab-
oration with the Univer-
sity of Oxford and
Novavax’s Matrix-M ad-
juvant. 

The malaria vaccine also
received support from the
European and Developing
Countries Clinical Trials
Partnership (EDCTP), the
Wellcome Trust and the
European Investment
Bank (EIB). 

The R21/Matrix-M vac-
cine received WHO recom-
mendation for use in chil-
dren last October, followed
by the announcement of
its Phase 3 trial data res-
ults this year. SII has man-
ufactured 25 million doses
to date, with a capacity to
scale up to 100 million
doses annually, it said.

INITIAL SHIPMENT
The initial shipment will
be sent to the Central
African Republic (CAR),
followed by other African
countries such as South
Sudan and the Democratic
Republic of Congo in the
next coming days, Serum
Institute of India (SII)

said. Of the 1,63,800 doses
of the vaccine allocated for
CAR region, 43,200 doses
were dispatched from SII’s
Pune facility on Monday. 

The company further
said that other US deleg-
ates, including Eric Gar-
cetti, US Ambassador to
India; Mehreen Datoo, As-
sociate Fellow, Clinical
Lecturer in Infectious Dis-
eases, Nu�eld Department
of Medicine University of
Oxford; Silvia Taylor, Exec-
utive Vice President, Chief
Corporate A�airs and Ad-
vocacy O�cer, Novavax;
were present at SII for
“various engagements”. 

“As two diverse demo-
cracies, the US and India
have flourishing private
sectors that foster innova-
tion, knowledge and access
to high-quality health-
care. The development of
the R21/Matrix-M malaria

vaccine represents a great
step forward in our battle
against this deadly para-
site. The quality, a�ordable
vaccines that will be pro-
duced through this part-
nership between Novavax
and SII will prevent hun-
dreds of thousands of
deaths every year across
the globe,” Ambassador
Eric Garcetti said.

Umesh Shaligram, SII
Executive Director (R&D),
said, the shipment marked
a momentous milestone in
the collective fight against
a life-threatening disease.
John C. Jacobs, Novavax
President and Chief Exec-
utive O�cer, added that
the vaccine would help
stop the devastating health
and economic impact of
malaria on nearly half of
the world’s population, in-
cluding the loss of 1,300
children every day.

Serum Institute ships first batch 
of R21 malaria vaccine to Africa 

The Indian Council of Med-
ical Research (ICMR), the
country’s apex body for for-
mulating, coordinating and
promoting biomedical re-
search, has distanced itself
from the ‘poorly designed
study’ of the Banaras Hindu
University (BHU) wherein it
raised concerns on the
safety of the Indian-de-
veloped Covid-19 vaccine,
Covaxin.

The research paper was
titled “Long-Term Safety
Analysis of the BBVl52
Coronavirus Vaccine in Ad-
olescents and Adults: Find-
ings from a l-Year Prospect-
ive Study in North India”
and was published in
the Drug Safety journal. The
study claimed that over 30
per cent of individuals who
took the jab encountered ad-
verse events, including
stroke, Guillain-Barre syn-
drome, a neurological dis-
order and upper-respiratory
problems. 

“The article misleadingly
and erroneously acknow-
ledges the Indian Council of
Medical Research (ICMR),”
the research facility’s Dir-
ector General (DG), Rajiv
Bahl, said, in a letter to the
authors of the research pa-
per. “ICMR is not associated

with this study and has not
provided any financial or
technical support for the re-
search. Further, you have ac-
knowledged ICMR for re-
search support without any
prior approval of or intima-
tion to ICMR, which is inap-
propriate and unaccept-
able,” he wrote.

CRITICAL FLAWS
Explaining the ‘critical
flaws’ in the methodo-
logy, Bahl said, the study has
no control arm of unvaccin-
ated individuals for compar-
ing the rates of events
between the vaccinated and
unvaccinated groups.
“Hence, the reported events
in the study cannot be linked
or attributed to Covid-19

vaccination,” he said.  Ac-
cording to further clarifica-
tion by ICMR, the study does
not provide background
rates of observed events in
the population, making it
impossible to assess the
change in incidence of ob-
served events in the post-
vaccination period. Baseline
information of study parti-
cipants is missing.

It was also pointed out
that the study tool used is in-
consistent with ‘adverse
events of special interest
(AESI)’. The method of data
collection has a “high risk of
bias”. “Study participants
were contacted telephonic-
ally one year after vaccina-
tion and their responses
were recorded without any

confirmation with clinical
records or by physician ex-
amination,” the DG of ICMR
further mentioned. “ICMR
cannot be associated with
this poorly designed study,”  
Bahl wrote.  The editor of the
journal has also been asked
to “immediately” remove
the acknowledgement to
ICMR and publish an er-
ratum. ICMR has also said it
would explore legal and ad-
ministrative action in case of
failure to retract the ac-
knowledgement or take cor-
rective steps in addressing
concerns raised by apex
body. “The authors have
been urged to immediately
rectify the acknowledge-
ment to ICMR and publish
an erratum. Additionally,
they are asked to address the
methodological concerns
raised,” a Health Ministry
o�cial said. 

The BHU also issued a
statement, which read, “We
are also aware of the com-
munication made by the
ICMR to the concerned indi-
viduals. The Institute of
Medical Sciences is looking
into the matter. The indi-
viduals have communicated
their responses to the
ICMR. Additionally, the In-
stitute of Medical Sciences is
also working on further
strengthening and improv-
ing its research ecosystem,”
the statement said.

Beijing: Apple has launched an
aggressive discounting campaign
on its o�cial Tmall site in China,
o�ering discounts of up to 2,300
yuan ($318) on select iPhone
models.

Our corporate travel
portfolio has done better
than the pre-pandemic
period. 

We had a fantastic year in
meetings, incentive,
conference and exhibition
(MICE) segment. This has
improved our overall
volumes and profitability.

The company’s revenue
from operations
declined on a
standalone basis but
increased on a

consolidated level in Q4.
Why?
During the fourth quarter of
last year, we had business
from G-20 and Khelo India
events. So there is an impact
on volumes this year. While
the topline income hasn’t
grown, our margins have
improved substantially. Our
retail businesses - both

foreign exchange and
holidays have contributed to
profitability and margins.

What growth trends are
we expecting in FY25?
In terms of forward
bookings, our holiday
business is trending 18 per
cent higher than last
summer. Volume growth is

clearly visible. Europe
continues to be a favourite
destination and short haul
markets have come back
strongly.

What are the company’s
plans for artificial
intelligence in the travel
sector?
We are looking at artificial
intelligence solutions (AI) to
grow our sales. We are
evaluating multiple options
and have started exploratory
talks to select credible
partners. 

We should be able to have
a beta version in the third
quarter of FY 25. In the
travel space, a lot of AI is
being used at the back end
but we are looking at the
front end. A lot of search
engines give you itineraries
but planning and pricing
them is the most di�cult

part. We believe Thomas
Cook and a credible partner
in AI can bring in the best of
both worlds. This we hope
will help convert
conversations with potential
customers into actual
business and thus augment
our sales channels.

Are you looking at any
acquisitions ?
We had cash and bank
balance of ₹1,510 crore as on
March end, but this includes
1,155 crore which was
collected from customers on
sale of pre-paid forex card.
So that is restricted cash.
Our cash on books is ₹350
crore. Our recovery has been
strong and we have the
ability to generate cash. The
focus now is to ensure that
balance sheet remains
strong and we are not
looking at any acquisitions.

PepsiCo may not be required
to pay tax on advertisement,
marketing and promotion
(AMP) expenses under the
transfer pricing mechanism,
with the Delhi High Court
dismissing an an appeal by
the Income Tax Department
related to addition of ₹2,800
crore towards AMP expenses
by Pepsico. 

Transfer pricing is an ac-
counting practice that repres-
ents the price that one divi-
sion in a company charges
another division for goods
and services provided. AMP
under transfer pricing has al-
ways been a contentious is-
sue. In the present matter, the
Income Tax Department

made transfer pricing addi-
tions of more than ₹2,800
crore. However, the Income
Tax Appellate Tribunal
(ITAT) deleted the addition
and gave relief to Pepsico. Ag-
grieved by this, the Income
Tax Department moved the
Delhi High Court.

“Upon going through the
order of ITAT and insofar as it
deals with the aforesaid issue,
we find that the AMP compu-
tation was based on the adop-
tion of the Bright Line Test.
That would clearly not sus-
tain in light of the judgement
rendered by the Court in
Sony Ericson v. CIT,” a divi-
sion Bench comprising
Justice Yashwant Varma and
Purushaindra Kumar Kaurav
said in a ruling dated May 16.
Accordingly, it said that there
is no merit in these appeals.
