We therefore urge the government
to introduce a 25 pc income tax slab for MSME manu-
facturing units that are partnerships, LLPs, or sole pro-
prietorships. The

condition would be that the extra 10 percent saved
must be reinvested in the

business." EEPC India Chairman Pankaj Chadha in a
statement said on Tuesday.

“Certain policy actions like those recommended by
the EEPC India are essential to raise the share of
MSMEs in India's GDP and exports which would create
more jobs. The country needs a dynamic MSME sector
to absorb the youth joining the workforce and grow the
country’s manufacturing base,” Chadha said.

EEPC India draws nearly 60 pc of its members from
the MSME segment.
