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Bahrain's Yavi reigns in women’s 

PARIS (AGENCY) 

Bahrain’s Winfred Yavi won 
the women’s Olympic 
3,000m steeplechase gold 
medal on Tuesday, dethron- 
ing Uganda’s  Peruth 
Chemutai who had to settle 
for silver. Yavi jumped for 
joy after crossing the line, 
having overtaken Chemutai 
with an explosive final 
sprint that left the Ugandan 
who had led most of the 
race unabk to respond. 

Chemutai was in shock 
after Yavi, 24, stole the fin- 
ish to add the Olympic title 
to last year’s world champi- 
onship, setting an Olympic 
record time of 8 minutes 
52.76 seconds. “This is like a 
dream come true. It’s some- 
thing special,” Yavi told 
reporters. “It means a lot to 
me and also to the country.” 

Kenyan 20-year-old Faith 
Cherotich, ranked third in 
the work, chimed bronze 
on her Olympic debut. On 
Wednesday, American 
Quincy Hall dug deep in the 
final metres to overhaul 
Briton Matthew Hudson- 
Smith and take the 400m

Indian wrestler Aman 

Sehrawat enters quarters 
in 57kg freestyle category 
PARIS (AGENCY) Young Indian grappkr Aman 
Sehrawat ensured himself an easy passage into the 
quarterfinal with a dominating performance against 
North Macedonian rival Vladimir Egorov in the 57kg 
freestyle category at the Paris Olympics here on 
Thursday. The 21-year-old Indian, an Asian 
Championship gold medallist and the only male wrestler 
from the country to qualify for the Olympics, was amaz- 
ingly agile as he kept his defence intact whik regularly 
overpowering his 29-year-old former European cham- 
pion with leg holds to win the bout on technical superi- 
ority (10-0). Egorov seemed to be in a bit of bother 
after the first round, requiring medical attention on his 
knee following Aman’s all-out attack. But the 
Macedonian could not stage a comeback with Aman 
effecting a takedown to earn two more points and go 
10-0 up with more than two minutes remaining on the 
clock. Aman’s will take on former world champion 
Zelimkhan Abakaroviast in the quarterfinal later in the 
day. Woman grappkr Anshu Malik displayed great 
determination but could not breach the defence of USA's 
vastly experienced Helen Louise Maroulis, losing 2-7 in 
the 57kg pre-quarterfinals. It was a rematch of the 
2021 World Championship final in Oslo where Anshu 
had to settle for silver against the American. Anshu's 
hopes of qualifying for the bronze-medal bout now 
hinge on 'repechage' provided Helen, the 2016 Rio 
Olympics gold medallist and Tokyo Games bronze 
medallist, reaches the final. Anshu was up against one of 
the most reputed wrestlers in the world, but she fought 
with a lot of gumption to concede just two points in the 
first round. Helen attacked Anshu's kft leg and then 
pushed the Indian to the mat to take a 2-0 lead. The 
Indian then held Helen, a three-time world champion, at 
bay in the first round before the American came back 
to showcase her pedigree in the second and win 
despite getting a warning. 

Sri Lankan spinner Praveen 
Jayawickrama charged for 
breaching ICC anti-corruption code 
DUBAI (AGENCY) Sri Lankan spinner Praveen 
Jayawickrama has been charged with three counts of 
breaching the ICC anti-corruption code, including fail- 
ure to report match-fixing approach without delay and 
disruption of evidence. The 25-year-old leftarm spinner 
Jayawickrama allegedly failed to report to the ICC's 
Anti-Corruption Unit approaches made to him to fix 
international matches as well as Lanka Premier League 
games in 2021. The ICC said on its website on Thursday, 
"Reportedly, the Sri Lanka bowler was found to have 
deleted messages related to the approach for conducting 
corrupt practices.” The player has been given 14 days to 
respond starting August 6. Jayawickrama has been 
charged under Article 2.4.4, which pertains to "failing to 
report to the ACU, without unnecessary delay, details of 
an approach he received to carry out fixing in future 
International Matches.’ The second offence is also relat- 
ed to Article 2.4.4, which pertains to "failing to report to 
the ACU without unnecessary delay, details of an 
approach he received in which he was asked to 
approach another phyer, on a corrupter's behalf, to 
carry out fixing in the 2021 Lanka Premier League.” 
The cricketer has also been charged with "obstructing 
the investigation”. The ICC said, “Article 2.4.7 - 
Obstructing the investigation by deleting messages in 
which the approaches and offers to engage in corrupt 
conduct were made.” The ICC added. 

Lakshya Sen definitely 
deserved a medal at Paris 
Olympics: Viktor Axelsen 
NEW DELHI (AGENCY) Young Indian shuttler Lakshya 
Sen definitely deserved a medal for his "fantastic per- 
formances” at the Olympics, reckons two-time world 
champion Viktor Axelsen, who defended his gold medal 
at the Paris Games. The 22-year-old Sen became the 
first Indian men’s badminton phyer to qualify for the 
semifinals at the Olympics this year but lost in the final 
four clash to the Danish superstar. Sen had to deal with 
further disappointment as he lost to Malaysia's Lee Zii 
Jia in the bronze medal playoff to eventually finish 
fourth in the competition. hile replying to Sen’s post on 
'X' in which the Indian had expressed his gratitude for 
the support that he recefrom his fans, Axelsen wrote, 
“Keep going brother. You can be really proud of your- 
self. Wish all semifinalists could get a medal as you defi- 
nitely deserve one.” (sic) "Congrats to you all on a fan- 
tastic performance at the Games,” he added.

India woke up to another 
shock on Thursday after a 
heartbroken Vinesh 
Phogat announced her 
retirement from wrestling, 
prompting an outpouring 
of support from the sport- 
ing community. The 29- 
year-old, who was disqual- 
ified for being 100gm 
overweight ahead of her 
50kg category gold medal 
bout in the Olympics on 
Wednesday, announced 
her decision to retire on 
social media, saying she 
doesn't have the strength 
to continue anymore. 

India’s Tokyo Olympics 
bronze medal winner 
Bajrang Punia led the trib- 
utes for Vinesh, saying she 
did not lose yet she has 
been defeated. "Vinesh, you 
did not lose but yet you 
have been defeated. For us, 
you will always be a win- 
ner and along with being 
India’s daughter you are 
India’s pride as well” he 
said in a post in Hindi. 

Sakshi Malik, the first 
Indian female wrestler to 
win an Olympics medal — 
a bronze at 2016 Rio de 
Janeiro — said all that has 
transpired with Vinesh is a 
"defeat of every daughter 
of our country”. “Vinesh 
you were not the one who 
lost. It's the defeat of every 
daughter of our country for 
whom you fought,” Sakshi 
wrote on 'X'. "This is a 
defeat for entire country. 

The country is with you. As 
an athlete | salute your 
struggle and passion,” she 
said. Dronacharya 
Awardee coach Mahavir 
Phogat said she might 
have taken the decision in 
the heat of the moment 
and people close to the 
wrestler would encourage 
her to aim for the 2028 Los 
Angeles Olympics.

Vinesh Phogat announces retire- 
ment after Olympic setback, says 
‘don't have strength to continue’

Her long-cherished Olympic 
dream shattered by a cruel 
twist of fate, Vinesh Phogat 
on Thursday bid adieu to 
her international wrestling 
career, saying she doesn't 
have the strength to con- 
tinue anymore. The 29- 
year-old, who was dis- 
qualified for being 100gm 
overweight ahead of her 
50kg category gold medal 
bout in the olympics on 
Wednesday, announced 
her decision on social 
media, seeking forgive- 
ness from everyone who 
supported her. Addressing 
her mother  Premlata, 
Vinesh wrote, "Ma, 
wrestling has won, I have 
lost. Please forgive me, your 
dreams and my courage, 
everything is broken.” "I 
don't have any more 
strength now. Goodbye 
wrestling 2001-2024. | 
shall be indebted to you all. 
Forgive (me),” added the 
two-time world champi- 
onships bronze-medallist. 

Her stunning decision 
comes a day after Vinesh 
appealed against her dis- 
qualification from the 
Olympic finals on 
Wednesday in the Court of 
Arbitration for Sports 
(CAS), demanding that she 
be awarded a joint silver 
medal. An ad-hoc division of 
the CAS, which has been set 
up here for resolution of 
any disputes arising during 
the Olympic Games or dur- 
ing a period of 10 days pre- 
ceding the Opening 
Ceremony, will take up her 
appeal in the next few 
hours. She spent a good 
part of the day at a polyclin- 
ic inside the Games village 
owing to severe dehydra- 
tion caused by her desper- 
ate measures to make the 
cut, which included going 

hungry, avoiding fluids and 
staying up all night to sweat 
it out. Cuban wrestler 
Yusneylis Guzman Lopez, 
who lost to Vinesh in the 
semifinals, replaced her in 
the final against American 

Sarah Ann_ Hildebrandt. 
Hildebrandt won the bout to 
claim gold and Vinesh is 
now banking on CAS to be a 
joint silver-medallist with 
Lopez. However, the sport's 
international governing 
body, United World 
Wrestling (UWW) has made 
it clear on its part that the 
current weigh-in rule will 
not be changed as of now. 
"On IOA’s suggestion that a 
wrestler's results from the 
day on which the athlete 

met the weigh-in require- 
ments should not be dis- 
qualified, the UWW 
President was sympathetic. 
"UWW will also discuss the 
suggestion at an appropri- 
ate platform but it could not 

be done retrospectively,” 
the world body said in a 
statement late on 
Wednesday after its 
President Nenad Lalovic 
met IOA chief P T Usha. 

Vinesh had scripted 
history by becoming the 
first Indian woman 
wrestler to reach the gold 
medal bout in her catego- 
ry on Tuesday night. She 

was assured of at least a sil- 
ver medal before the dis- 
qualification. Vinesh is a 
three-time Olympian and 
has won gold medals in both 
the Asian and 
Commonwealth Games. For 
the past one year, she had 
also been the face of fierce 
protests against former 
Wrestling Federation of 
India head Brij Bhushan 
Sharan Singh, who has been 
accused of sexual harass- 
ment.
