Delhi Chief Minister Arvind
Kejriwal on Friday likened
the situation in the country
to that in Russia, claiming
there is a "dictatorship",
and opposition leaders are
being put in jail Kejriwal
was addressing Punjab Aam
Aadmi Party workers and
leaders, including MLAs and
MPs, asking them to put in
their best to ensure the
party’s victory in all 13 Lok
Sabha seats in the state. He
slammed the BJP, accusing it
of putting all rival party
leaders in jail "The dictator-
ship that is going on in our
country is not acceptable.
India has never seen such a
period in the past 75 years -
- putting opposition leaders
in jail" the AAP chief said.
"Like in Russia,
(Vladimir) Putin had either
sent all rival leaders in jail or
got them killed and then
conducted the elections and
got 87 per cent votes. When
there is no opposition, you

—

will be the only one to get
the votes," he said Kejriwal
was granted bail by the
Supreme Court in the Delhi
excise policy case on May
10 to allow him to cam-
paign in the Lok Sabha elec-
tions. He will be back in jail
on June 2.

Delhi HC laments denial of treatment
by two hospitals to 12-yr-old boy

The Delhi high court on
Friday expressed its dis-
pleasure over denial of
treatment to a 12-year-old
boy by two Delhi govern-
ment hospitals due to
unavailability of cotton
swabs and doctors, lament-
ing that the incident was
serious and shocking. A
bench of justice
Subramonium Prasad
sought Delhi government’s

The plea has said BBC
(UK) is the national broad-

caster of the United
Kingdom and has released
the news documentary --
"India: The Modi Question"
-- which has two episodes
and BBC (India) is its local
operations office. It said the
two episodes were broad-
cast in January 2023.The
petitioner has sought dam-
ages of Rs 10,000 crore in

favour of the NGO and
against the defendants on
account of the “loss of repu-
tation and goodwill caused
to the Hon'ble Prime
Minister of India, the
Government of India, the
Government of the State of
Gujarat as it was during the
period of the Gujarat Riots,
and also the people of
India”. The documentary
relates to the 2002 Gujarat
riots when Modi was the
state's chief minister.

The government had
banned the documentary
soon after it was released
The plaintiff organisation,
which says it is a society
registered under the
Societies Registration Act,
1860 and also registered as
a Public trust under the pro-
visions of the Bombay

Public Trust Act, 1950, has
filed the suit for damages.
The NGO has also filed an
Indigent Person
Application (IPA) which
enables an indigent person
to file a lawsuit. It has con-
tended that the documen-
tary contains content which
casts a slur on the reputa-
tion of the country and also
makes false and defamatory
imputations and insinua-
tions against the Prime
Minister of India, the Indian
judiciary and the Indian
criminal justice system. The
plea claimed the "disparag-
ing and defamatory" state-
ments of the defendant have
caused grave and irrepara-
ble injury to the reputation
of and denuded the goodwill
that has been built by the
Prime Minister of India.

Act. The impugned judg-
ment does not brook inter-
ference on any count" the
top court said in its 32-page
judgment. "Under our con-
stitutional scheme, compli-
ance with a fair procedure
of law before depriving any
person of his immovable
property is well
entrenched,” Justice
Narasimha said. "Again,
assuming that Section 363
of the Kolkata Municipal
Corporation Act provides

"Procedure” Caveat

for compensation, compul-
sory acquisition will still be
unconstitutional if proper
procedure is not estab-
lished or followed before
depriving a person of their
right to property," it said. It
said undue emphasis is laid
on the provisions of com-
pensation to justify the
power of compulsory acqui-
sition, as if compensation
by itself is the complete pro-
cedure for a valid acquisi-
tion. "While it is true that
after the 44th Constitutional
Amendment, the right to
property drifted from Part
[II (fundamental rights) to
Part XII of the Constitution,
there continues to be a
potent safety net against
arbitrary acquisitions, hasty
decision-making and unfair
redressal mechanisms,” it
said. The Article 300A (right
to property) of the
Constitution says that "no
person shall be deprived of

his property.

Swati Maliwal records statement at Tiz Hazari court; police to
reach CM Kejriwal’s house to probe assault case

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH

The Delhi police FIR in the
Swati Maliwal assault case
reveals a  harrowing
account of physical and
mental abuse she allegedly
suffered at the hands of
Arvind Kejriwal's private
secretary Bibhav Kumar at
the CM house on May 13.
The Rajya Sabha MP of
the Aam Aadmi Party in her
graphic account of the day
alleged that as she was wait-
ing to meet Kejriwal, Kumar
barged into the drawing
room and began assaulting
her without any provoca-
tion. "Suddenly, Kumar
barged into the room and
started screaming without
any provocation and abus-
ing me. I was stunned by
this and asked him to stop
talking to me like that and

to call the chief minister. He
told me, “Tu kaise hamari
baat nahin maanegi, sama-
jhti nahin, neech aurat,
tujhko hum sabak
sikhanyenge," the FIR says
about the alleged attack.
The MP alleged that
"without any provocation,
Kumar started slapping me.
He slapped me seven to
eight times while I contin-
ued screaming. 1 was
shocked and was screaming
for help. I pushed him away
with my legs. Then, he
pounced on me, brutally
dragged me and deliberate-
ly pulled my shirt up. My
shirt buttons opened and
the shirt went up,” the FIR
says. The former Delhi
Commission for Women
chief alleged that he hit her
head on the table after
which "Kumar kicked me in

- =
the chest, stomach and
pelvis area". "I was in
extreme pain and kept ask-
ing him to stop. But he con-
tinued to assault me. I
repeatedly told him that I
was having periods and he
should please let me go as I
was in a lot of pain.
However, he attacked me

with full force again and
again," Maliwal alleged. She
said she somehow got free,
sat on the sofa and dialled
112 for help following
which Kumar called the CM
staff and asked her to leave.
"l gathered my spectacles
which had fallen on the
ground. I was in a state of

shock, deeply traumatised
and called 112 to report the
attack. Maliwal claimed that
the CM was present at the
house while the assault
went on and she was wait-
ing to meet him. Maliwal
said she was not allowed to
wait for the Delhi PCR to
report the assault though
she told the CM house staff
what had happened.

"I then walked towards
my previous residence in
Civil Lines, sat on the
ground there for some time
and someone called an
auto-rickshaw for me. I was
in terrible pain, traumatised
and shattered. Somehow, I
mustered the strength and
asked the auto-rickshaw
driver to go to Civil Lines
police station. [ reached
there and sat in the SHO's
room. While crying 1

informed the SHO of the
incident" Maliwal said. She
said she was in terrible pain
and had severe cramps.
"Due to the trauma, pain
and not wanting to politi-
cise the incident, I left the
police station without filin,
a written complaint” s
said describing how
head was paining and £rms
and legs were terribly shak-
ing due to the assault.

"The past few days
since the incident have been
extremely painful for me. It
is one of the most difficult
times of my life. The pain,
trauma and harassment has
been mind-numbing. My
head and neck have been
hurting constantly since the
attack. My arms are sore

relying on the 1966 verdict.
"No law is required to state
that a judgement of the
Constitution bench would
be binding on the benches
of a lesser strength.

'Political hitman' back to old
ways of saving himself: Swati
Maliwal on video footage surfac-
ing from Kejriwal's house

NEW DELHI. OPEN SEARCH : After a video went viral
showing Swati Maliwal allegedly misbehaving with the
staff at Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal's residence,
the Aam Aadmi Party's Rajya Sabha MP, who has
accused the CM's PA of assault, junked the footage say-
ing "like every time the political hitman is back to the
old ways of saving himself". "Like every time, this time
also, the political hitman has started efforts to save him-
self. By getting his people to tweet and playing videos
without any context, he thinks he can save himself after
commiting the crime," Maliwal said about the video.
"The truth will be revealed to everyone as soon as the
CCTV footage of the house and the room is checked. Fall
to whatever level you can, God is watching everything.
One day everyone's truth will come out in front of the
world," Maliwal posted on X.

Haryana-based sharpshooter
involved in Delhi car show-

room firing killed in encounter

NEW DELHI. OPEN SEARCH : A shooter allegedly
involved in firing at a car showroom in west Delhi was
killed in an encounter with the Delhi Police Special Cell
near the Shahbad Dairy area in the early hours of
Friday, officials said. Ajay alias Goli was a sharpshooter
of Portugal-based gangster Himanshu Bhau. He was
travelling in a car and opened fire at the police team
that intercepted him, an officer said. A native of
Haryana's Rohtak, Ajay was involved in a dozen cases of
murder, attempt to murder and those registered under
the Arms Act in the state and in Delhi. He was also
involved in the murder of a businessman in Murthal in
Sonepat on March 10, according to the police. On May
6, Ajay along with Mohit Ridhau, 27, opened fire at a
second-hand luxury car showroom in Tilak Nagar.
Seven people were hurt as bullets hit glass doors and
windowpanes. The shooters had left behind a handwrit-
ten note bearing the names of three gangsters -- Bhau,
Neeraj Faridkot and Naveen Bali. The owner of the
showroom got a call from an international number and
the caller demanded Rs 5 crore from him as "protection
money", police had said. Ridhau was later arrested from

NEW DELHI. OPEN SEARCH : The Supreme Court on
Friday agreed to grant an urgent hearing on a plea by
an NGO seeking a direction to the Election Commission
to upload polling station-wise voter turnout data on its
website within 48 hours of conclusion of polling for
each phase of the Lok Sabha elections. A bench of Chief
Justice of India (CJI) D Y Chandrachud and Justices ] B
Pardiwala and Manoj Misra asked the counsel appear-
ing for the Election Commission (EC) to take instruc-
tions and said it will hear the matter at the end of the
board. The matter was mentioned by advocate Prashant
Bhushan, appearing for NGO Association for
Democratic Reforms (ADR), seeking urgent listing of
the petition. Last week, the NGO filed an interim appli-
cation in its 2019 PIL seeking directions to the poll
