Navratri festival promotes unity, fellow-
feeling, self-discipline and austerity

India could well be called
the land of festivals. The
amalgamation of difference
cultures, languages and
religions ensures that there is
a festival being celebrated in
some part of India almost
every week. One of the more
popular festivals which is
celebrated all over Gujarat is
NAVRATRI. It is one the most
colourful festival of Gujarat. In
Gujarat, people eagerly wait
for the 9 nights (NAVRATRI )
when they worship goddess
Durga/Amba Mata through the
traditional dance of Garba.

NAVRATRI (the word
literally means "nine nights")
is one of the holy festivals of
Hinduism. It is a festival of
nine nights, during which we
worship goddess of Shakti.
NAVRATRI festival is observed
twice a year, once in the month
of Chaitra and then in
Aswayuja. It lasts for nine
days in honour of the nine
manifestations of Durga.
During NAVRATRI  devotees of
Durga observe a fast.
Brahmins are fed and prayers
are offered for the protection
of health and property. The 9
nights festival of NAVRATRI
begins on the first day of
Ashwina of the bright
fortnight. The festival of nine
nights in October, preceding
the Dussera is a special
feature of Gujarat  when
people assemble in village
squares and temple

compounds and sing and
dance till the wee hours in the
morning. They worship the
mother goddess and her
numerous manifestations
during the festival. The three
aspects viz. Durga, Lakshmi
or Sarawati  of the Divine
Mother are worshipped during
Devi NAVRATRI puja, the nine
nights. She is also known as
in her destructive, protective,
and knowledge giving roles
respectively. The NAVRATRI
festival is closely followed by
the Sharad Purnima, the full
moon night in the Ashvina
month, when under the moon
light people partake of prasad
rice and milk. Durga/Amba
mata or the destructive aspect
of the divine mother is
worshipped during the first
three nights. On the
succeeding three nights, her
protective aspect of Lakshmi
and on the last three nights,
her knowledge aspect or
Saraswati are worshipped.

The most characteristic
dances of Gujarat during
NAVRATRI  are the Rasa and
Garba dances which are
performed at all levels of
society by men and women.
The leader of the group sings
the first line of the song while
the rest repeat it in chorus, the
beat being produced clapping
hands or striking sticks in
unison. The origin of the Rasa
is traced back to the legends
connected with the life of Lord
Krishna. The Rasa is
performed in Gujarat on
Navaratra; and other
important festivals associated
with harvest and crops.  The
most impressive artistry of the
Rasa dances of Gujarat and
Saurashtra is displayed in the
Dandiya Rasa by men. It is a
counterpart of the Garba of
the women. In Garba, at every
step they gracefully bend
sideways, the arms coming
together in beautiful sweeping
gestures, up and down, left

and right, each movement
ending in clap.

While in Raas, the dancers
use sticks at the end of which
tiny bells (ghungrus) are tied
so that they give off a clear
jingling sound when they strike
one another. This dance has
a very complicated rhythm
pattern and even though the
dancers begin in a slow tempo,
the dance develops in such
manner that each person in
the circle not only performs a
solo dance with his own sticks,
but also has a complex
multiple relationship with both
his partners on either side as
also partners opposite him in
the circles. There is a great
deal of freedom in the
movements and sticks are
beaten in standing, sitting or
lying position. Occasionally,
the men weave patterns of an
intertwined rope in a circle;
they lie on the floor with the
two sticks being beaten above
their heads and chests;
sometimes instead of hands,
the feet hold and strike the
sticks. The Dandiya Rasa is
obviously of ancient origin and
of ritual significance. The
ritual of the Navaratra of the
sowing and sprouting of corn
for nine days and the climax
through a variety of dances
links agricultural and urban
societies. Today in the cities
and town the dance is a social
activity and entertainment
rather than religious
agricultural or fertility symbol.

The Garba of Gujarat is the
most popular women's folk
dance of Gujarat. During
NAVRATRI ,  pot is
ceremoniously placed
attractive designs are made
on the pot and a light is placed
inside. Village girls bearing
pots (garbis) on their heads
go from door to door and
dance around the respective
house.

There are variations in the
garba different regions

communities and dancers
have involved their own style
and steps. The Garba is indeed
a ceremony in which everyone
can take part irrespective of
caste or social position. The
dances are accompanied by
drums (dholak) and the vocal
women. The songs of the
Garba are often history and
melodious and have been
handed down through
generations. The origins of
the seem to be a tribal dance
revolving around a hunt; later
it was transformed into an
agricultural ritual dedicated to
the goddess Ambika. Today it
is a social dance at all levels
of society. In essence, it
continues to be a fertility
dance.

The day after NAVRATRI
i.e. the 10th day after
Ashwina, is Dussera which
celebrates the victory of lord
Rama over Ravana. Ravana is
burnt in effigy, often giant
dummies of Ravana stuffed
with fireworks are shot with
arrows until they blow up
before a large, applauding
audience.

Ahmedabad is one of the
greatest places to enjoy
NAVRATRI . All kinds of Rasa-
Garbas, Dandia Raas etc. are
practiced in this period,
feasting and fasting are
important cultural aspects of
this day, and various rituals are
performed at temples of the
9 Goddesses of Hinduism. The
atmosphere is electric and
revelry is in the air.

Festivals like NAVRATRI in
Gujarat symbolise people's
cultural, social and religious
aspirations. They help people
to live a fuller and better life,
remove monotony and provide
healthy recreation. They
promote unity, fellow-feeling,
self-discipline and austerity.

Israel-Iran war fuelled by US-Sunni sheikhdom nexus

How has a tiny country like
Israel with a population of 7.2
million Jews, surrounded by
hostile Arab states, defended
itself from repeated attacks
since its founding in May 1948?

Since its founding 76 years
ago, Israel has functioned as
Washington’s security outpost
in the Middle East. The US has
poured more military and
financial aid into Israel than to
any other country. It was the
first nation to recognise Israel
as a sovereign state – on the
same day, May 14, 1948, that
Israel declared itself an
independent country.

Without American
weapons and money, Israel
would not have been able to
fend off attacks on it by the
Arab states that surround it.

But there is another element
that has helped Israel survive
in the turbulent crucible of the
Middle East: a coalition of
Sunni Arab states. Led by
Saudi Arabia, the Sunni Arab
sheikhdoms fear the rise of
Shia Iran (a non-Arab
country) and a resurgence of
terrorist groups like al-Qaeda
and IS. The Muslim
Brotherhood and the Arab
Spring in 2011 threatened the
feudal Sunni Arab
monarchies. It led them to
make a Faustian bargain with
the US-led West and Israel.
The bargain was that the oil-
rich Arab states would allow
Israel to live in peace in return

for US military protection from
militant groups and radical
elements that sought to
overthrow their monarchies.

The Saudis believe in the
old adage: the enemy of your
enemy is your friend. The
common enemy of Saudi
Arabia and Israel is Shia Iran.
That is the basis for the silent
understanding between the
Saudi-led Arab states and
Israel. When Iran attacked
Israel with hypersonic missiles
on October 1, 2024, Saudi
Arabia, Jordan and other
Sunni Arab nations helped
Israel. Jordan closed its
airspace when the Iranian
attacks began and attempted
to shoot down missiles
launched from Iran as they
flew over Jordanian airspace.

Who then are Iran’s allies
in the Middle East? Principally,
four Shia Arab states: Syria,
Iraq, Yemen and Lebanon.
Though Lebanon has a large
Christian community, it houses
the Shia militant group
Hezbollah which is armed and
funded by Iran.

Til l 1979, Iran was
America’s puppet state under
the sybaritic, pro-West Shah
of Iran. Shia-majority Iraq too
was an American client state
under Saddam Hussein. Both
went rogue and fell out of the
US-led West’s orbit with a
decade. The Iranian
revolution deposed the Shah
in 1979 and brought Ayatollah
Khomeini to power. He
reversed the Shah’s pro-West
policy and imposed harsh

Sharia law on what till then
had been a secular,
Westernised country where
Iranian women went to work
in skirts.

Across the border with
Iran, Iraq’s Saddam Hussein
invaded Kuwait, an American
protectorate, in 1990. Iraq
overnight became a target for
Washington. A US-led coalition
liberated Kuwait from Iraq. A
devastating decades-long US-
imposed no-fly zone over Iraq
starved several thousand Iraqi
children of food and
medicines, leading to a
humanitarian disaster. In 2003
the US and Britain invaded Iraq
on the false pretext of
destroying its (non-existent)
weapons of mass destruction
(WMDs).

Why Israel’s fight with Hamas and Hezbollah
cannot be allowed to spiral into a regional war

As we remember
Mahatma Gandhi on his birth
anniversary on October 2, the
apostle of non-violence or
ahimsa of a kind the world has
not seen in recent memory,
violence continues to rock the
world. Russia and Ukraine are
at war, with no end in sight.
Another conflict that has
mushroomed into unabated
kil l ings, bombings,
displacement of people and
untold misery, is the Israel-
Palestinian conflict.

This conflict, decades old,
was triggered to a new phase
of crisis, when Hamas, the
terrorist organisation fighting
for Palestinian rights, attacked
Israel on October 7, 2023. In
that terrorist attack, 1,189
Israelis died, including 815
civilians, and 251 Israelis were
taken hostage. It was an
unprecedented escalation,
catching Israel off-guard.
Terrorism of any kind can
never be justified, and India,
along with almost the entire
world, condemned this
wanton killing.

Israel had the right to
retaliate, and it did so
immediately and with
unprecedented ferocity.
According to UN statistics, as
of May 13, Israeli bomb
attacks had killed 35,000
Palestinians in Gaza, of which
7,797 were minors, 4,959
were women, and 1,926 the
elderly. In addition, some
10,000 have been disabled by
injuries. According to other
experts, these figures are
hugely underestimated. They
estimate the number of
deaths to be upward of
300,000. Either way, even the
underplayed figures are more
than the entire death count in
the Russia-Ukraine war.

Israel has now targeted its
bombs against Hezbollah, an
Iran-backed terrorist
organisation, in Lebanon. In
the fresh wave of deadly
bombings an estimated 1,000

people were killed, 900,000
displaced, 110,000 had
already fled their homes in
anticipation of Israel’s
threatened attack, and more
than 40,000 people have been
reduced to living in refugee
shelters. Famine stalks the 5
million Palestinians in Gaza,
and reportedly, even body
bags are now in short supply
to bury the dead. Hezbollah
chief Hassan Nasrallah has
been killed along with most of
his top leadership. And, Israel
has now begun its ground
invasion of Lebanon.

Most countries have asked
Israel to agree to an
immediate ceasefire.
Addressing the UN General
Assembly in New York, French
President Emmanuel Macron
emphatically stated that Israel
cannot continue with its
bombings of Gaza and the
policy of killing civilians, and

its new attacks on Lebanon.
Both France and the US have
urgently called for a 21-day
ceasefire, in order to give time
for negotiations, and end the
unending killings. The UN
Secretary General has also
asked for an ‘immediate
ceasefire’, adding that
currently, ‘all hell is breaking
loose’.

India has taken a nuanced
and, in my view, balanced
stand on the conflict. We
condemned the terrorist attack
of October 7; we have also
condemned the loss of civilian
lives in the ongoing conflict;
we have called for restraint
and de-escalation and a
peaceful resolution of the
conflict through dialogue and
diplomacy, while reiterating
our support for a two-State
solution, towards
establishment of a sovereign,
independent and viable state

of Palestine within secure and
recognised boundaries, living
side by side in peace with
Israel. This is a reiteration of
our consistent stand on the
issue. We have important ties
with Israel and with the Arab
world, and have no option, in
our national interest, but to
tread a fine line in the conflict.
