In November 2022, National Investment and Infrastructure Fund (NIIF) is set up as a collaborative
investment platform between the Government of Indig, global investors, multilateral development banks
(MDB) and domestic financial institutions to facilitate investment across multiple sectors in India through
an India Japan Fund.

For FY24, the budgetary allocation for the Ministry of Development of North-eastern Region stood at Rs.
5892 crore (US$ 711 million).
