“We received a complaint
from BVA workers and its can-
didate that BJP leader Vinod
Tawde and some other officer-

bearers were distributing
money. Following the com-
plaint, election officials

reached the spot along with

policeand took action.Afterour
staff conducted a search at the
hotel, they recovered ¥9.93
lakh cash alongwith some doc-
uments,” said Palghar district
collector Govind Bodke.

Videos of the alleged “cash
distribution”, many of them
shot by BVA workers who
barged into the hotel hall
where Tawde was present,
went viral, after which police
registered the two FIRs. The
workers also gheraoed Tawde
until police arrived.

DCP (zone-2) Pournima
Chougule-Shringi said police
reached the hotel after receiv-
ing information regarding a
meeting of B]P leaders. Based
on the allegations, police car-
ried out a preliminary inquiry
and then two FIRs were filed
overtherecoveryof illegal cash,
the DCP said.

BVAleadersalleged that the
cashwas meantfordistribution
among votersin Nalasopara.

Policealsoseized adiarythat
is suspected to have details of
the cash given, sources said.

Aspart of theinvestigation,
police are trying to identify
independent witnesses and
also checking if the hotel’s
CCTV captured the alleged
money distribution.

After a ruckus of more than
threehours,asajoint presscon-
ference was being held by
Thakur, his son Kshitij, Tawde
and BJP candidate Naik, EC offi-
cials stopped it, citing the
silence period ahead of voting
day. A senior police officer said
they are in the process of regis-
tering a third FIR against lead-
ers and workers of BJP and BVA
forviolating the model code of
conductand conductingapress
conference.

Tawde said he was at the
hotel forameeting of BJPwork-
ers.“Today we had ameeting of
party workers about tomor-
row’svoting.The otherside had

a misunderstanding that I was
here to distribute money. I
know Appa (Hitendra Thakur)
and Kshitij.I told them that if
theywant to check, they can.I
request the Election Commis-
sion to conduct an unbiased
inquiry,"he said. The BJP rallied
strongly behind Tawde, and
accused the Opposition of con-
spiring to malign the image of
the party by making unsub-
stantiated allegations.
