‘Israeli forces had demolished several buildings in Rafah’

RAFAH: Rafah residents
reported intense artillery shell-
ing and gunfire Thursday in
Gaza’s far-southern city after
Israel said it had seized a strate-
gic corridor on the Palestinian
territory’s border with Egypt.

The Israeli military
launched its incursion into
Rafah in early May despite
international objections over
the fate of Palestinian civilians
sheltering there.

A strike over the weekend
that started a fire and killed
dozens in a displacement camp
drew a wave of fresh condem-
nation, including a social
media campaign with the slo-
gan “All eyes on Rafah” that
has been shared by tens of mil-
lions of users. Israel, which has
repeatedly vowed to destroy
Hamas after the Palestinian
militant group attacked south-
ern Israel on October 7, said
on Wednesday its forces had
taken over the 14-kilometre
(8.5-mile) Philadelphi corri-
dor on the Gaza-Egypt border,
which it suspects was used for
weapons smuggling.

Military spokesman
Rear Admiral Daniel Hagari
announced Israel had taken
“operational control” of the
narrow border area, where he
said troops had “discovered
around 20 tunnels”

Egypt, a longtime media-
tor in the conflict which has
become increasingly vocal in
its criticism of the Israeli oper-
ation, has rejected claims of
smuggling tunnels running
beneath the buffer zone.

US-built
pler in Gaza
broke apart

WASHINGTON: A string of
security, logistical and weather
problems has battered the plan
to deliver desperately needed
humanitarian aid to Gaza
through a US military-built
pier. Broken apart by strong
winds and heavy seas just over
a week after it became opera-
tional, the project faces criti-
cism that it hasn’t lived up to
its initial billing or its $320
million price tag.

US officials say, however,
that the steel causeway con-
nected to the beach in Gaza
and the floating pier are being
repaired and reassembled at a
port in southern Israel, then
will be reinstalled and work-
ing again next week.

While early Pentagon esti-
mates suggested the pier could
deliver up to 150 truckloads of
aid a day when in full opera-
tion, that has yet to happen.
Bad weather has hampered
progress getting aid into Gaza
from the pier, while the Israeli
offensive in the southern city
of Rafah has made it difficult,
if not impossible at times, to
get aid into the region by land
routes.

Aid groups have had
mixed reactions — both wel-
coming any amount of aid for
starving Palestinians besieged
by the nearly eight-month-old
Israel-Hamas war.
