saw the headline HSBC

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2 conmen held in UP for
'digital arrest' of victims

Lucknow, May 23
(IANS) Two men posing as
officers of CBI, NIA, and
Customs, who had conned
a retired Public Works
Department official of Rs
30.5 lakh in a case of 'dig-
ital house arrest', have
been arrested by Lucknow
police's Cyber unit, the
police said.  "The duo,
identified as Rajeev Bha-
sin, 38, and his aide Mohit
Chopra, 36, were arrested
from Agra. Police also
seized multiple bank che-
quebooks, SIM cards,
phones, Aadhar, PAN, and
other cards," said Deputy
Commissioner of Police,
Central, Raveena Tyagi.
According to the police,
the men are linked to
Cambodian nationals and
have duped more than Rs
1.5 crore from innocent
people across India, the
details of which are being
ascertained. "Efforts are
on to reach the foreign

fraudsters as well," said
Brijesh Kumar Yadav, Sta-
tion House Officer, Cyber
Crime police station. It was
found that "transactions
worth Rs 1.68 crore had
taken place in the account
of the fraudsters from 39
incidents in the country,"
which include one each
from Uttar Pradesh, Bihar
and West Bengal, six from
Andhra Pradesh and Telan-
gana, two each from Hary-
ana, Maharashtra, Assam,
Madhya Pradesh and Raj-
asthan, and three each
from Kerala and Karnata-
ka," the police added. After
the February incident, the
complainant Niranjan
Singh, 73, an Indira Nagar
resident of Lucknow, lodged
an FIR at the Cyber Crime
police station at Vibhuti
Khand under Sections of
the IT Act and IPC sections
420 (cheating) after which
a manhunt was launched to
nab the culprits.

Delhi HC issues guidelines for sale
of refurbished hard disk drives

New Delhi, May 23
(IANS) The Delhi High
Court has issued direc-
tions regarding the sale of
used and refurbished Hard
Disk Drives (HDDs) to en-
sure transparency and
prevent consumer decep-
tion.

This ruling came in re-
sponse to lawsuits filed by
Seagate Technology LLC
and Western Digital Tech-
nologies Inc against vari-
ous entities selling refur-
bished HDDs under differ-
ent brand names.

Justice Anish Dayal
mandated that the pack-
aging of refurbished HDDs
must prominently display
the name of the original
manufacturer in a manner
that avoids misleading

consumers into thinking
they are purchasing a new
product.

The court specified
that references to the orig-
inal manufacturers should
use word marks like
"Seagate" or "WD" and
explicitly prohibited the
use of original logos to pre-
vent consumer confusion.

Additionally, the court
directed that sellers must
clearly state that these re-
furbished products do not
come with any manufac-
turer’s warranty or service.

This information must
be included in promotion-
al materials, websites, e-
commerce listings, bro-
chures, and manuals relat-
ed to the refurbished
HDDs.

Bihar: Campaign for sixth phase
of LS polls to end today

Patna, May 23 (IANS) The campaign for the
sixth phase of the Lok Sabha election will end on
Thursday at 5 pm in Bihar.

The polling for the sixth phase will be held in
eight Lok Sabha constituencies -- Siwan, Sheo-
