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Climate change affecting
the mostmarginalized : CJI

PANAJI, OCT 19 /--/ The
effect of climate change
can be seen everywhere
and itis affectingthe most
marginalised sections of
society, including
fisherfolk and farmers,
Chief Justice of India DY
Chandrachud said here on
Saturday. Speaking at the
release function of Goa
Governor PS Sreedharan
Pillai's book 'Traditional
Trees of Bharat', the CJI
also said the State as well
as citizens will have to
work together to protect,
conserve and improve
environment.

"I was told it rained
even yesterday in Goa. As
children, we were told rain
would fade away on
Nariyal Poornima, when
fisherfolk offer coconuts to
the sea. But now, itrains in
October and even in
December. Climate change
is not necessarily our
doing,"” he said, adding it
was inherited from

previous societies who
pursued industrial
revolution leading to
greenhouse gasemissions.
"Climate change is not
affecting just the affluent,
it is affecting the most
marginalised sections of
society, like fishing
communities and farmers.
Our response to climate
change should be to
protect the most
vulnerable sections of our
society,” the CJI asserted.
The CJI said Article 48A
of the Constitution
mandates that the State
shall protect and improve
the environment as well as
safeguard forests and
wildlife, while Article
51A(g) lays down that
protecting nature, having
compassion for all living
beings is a fundamental
duty of every citizen.
Asserting that the State
and citizens must work
together, he said, "The
protection of forests isa

vital aspect of
environmental
conservation enshrined in
our Constitution. India has
long recognised the value
of nature.

It isnot only about the
state doing it. But we
citizens will also have to
do it." Apart from these
provisions in the
Constitution, the CJI said
courts in the country have
also developed sustainable
jurisprudence based on
the principle of
sustainable development,
polluters pay concept as
well as inter-generational
equity.

"The inter-generational
equity is something that
our grandmothers and
grandfathers have taught
us. Passing on acquired
knowledge of nature from
generation to generation. It
is important we donot lose
the learning we acquired
from the past,” the Chief
Justice of India said. (PTI)

VijayaKishore Rahatkar
appointed new NCW chairperson

NEW DELHI, OCT 19 /--/
Vijaya Kishore Rahatkar
has been appointed the
ninth chairperson of the
National Commission for
Women (NCW) succeeding
Rekha Sharma, according
to an official order.

The appointment made
under Section 3 of the
National Commission for
Women Act, 1990, will be
for a period of three years
or until she reaches the
age of 65, whichever
comes first, a government
notification issued on
Saturday said. Rahatkar's
tenure will begin with
immediate effect. The
announcement will also be
published in the Gazette
of India. In addition to the
appointment of Rahatkar,
Archana Majumdar has
been officially named a
member of the NCW for a
tenure of three years, as
per a notification issued
by the Ministry of Women

and Child Development.
The NCW, a statutory
body, is empowered to

work towards the
advancement of women's
rights. I[ts mandate

includes reviewing the
constitutional and legal
safeguards provided for
women. According to a
statement issued by the

Women and Child
Development Ministry,
Rahatkar has
demonstrated leadership
skills across various
political and social
responsibilities. During
her tenure as the
chairperson of the
Maharashtra State

Commission for Women
(2016-2021), she
spearheaded initiatives
like "Sakshama" (support
for acid attack survivors),
"Prajwala" (linking self-
help groups to Central
government schemes), and
"Suhita" (a 24x7 helpline

Over 30 flights receive
homb threats on Saturday

NEW DELHI/ MUMBAI, OCT 19 /--/ More than 30
flights of various Indian airlines, including Vistara, Air
India and IndiGo, received bomb threats on Saturday,
according to sources. Flights of Air India, IndiGo, Akasa
Air, Vistara, SpicedJet, Star Air and Alliance Air have
received the threats, the sources said. So far this week,
atleast 70 flights of Indian carriers have received bomb
threats and most of them turned out to be hoaxes.

The sources said more than 30 flights, including
domestic and international ones, operated by domestic
airlines have received bomb threats through social media
since Saturday morning. In at least one of the flights, a
note was found in the lavatory saying there was abomb
in the flight. On Saturday, Vistara said five of itsflights
on international routes received security threats through
social media while IndiGo said at least four of its flights
got security-related alerts. The five flights of Vistaraare
UK106 (Singapore to Mumbai), UK027 (Mumbai to
Frankfurt), UK107 (Mumbai to Singapore), UK121 (Delhi
to Bangkok) and UK131 (Mumbai to Colombo). "Following
the protocol, all relevant authorities were promptly
alerted and all security procedures are being adhered to,
as per the guidance from the authorities and security
agencies," an airline spokesperson said in a statement.

Besides, there was a security concernregarding
Vistara flight UK624 from Udaipur to Mumbai, and after
landing, the aircraft was taken to an isolation bay for
mandatory checks. A note wasfound in the lavatory of
theaircraft saying there is a bomb in the flight, a source
inthe know said. IndiGo issued statements for atleast four
flights with respect to the threats. They are 6E17 (Mumbai
to Istanbul), 6E11 (Delhi to Istanbul), 6E184 (Jodhpur to
Delhi) and 6E108 (Hyderabad to Chandigarh).

The airline said it is cognisant of a situation involving
flights from Mumbai and Delhi to Istanbul. Regarding the
Jodhpur to Delhi flight, the carrier said the plane landed
in the national capital and customers have disembarked
the aircraft. About Hyderabad to Chandigarh flight,
IndiGo said that upon landing, the aircraft was isolated
and all passengers were safely disembarked. Sources said
thatthe plane was being checked at Chandigarh airport
thoroughly by theairport authorities at the isolation bay.

On Friday, three international flights of Vistara
received bomb threats which turned out to be hoaxes and
one of the flights was diverted to Frankfurt as a
precautionary measure. In the pastfew days, more than
40 flights operated by the Indian carriers have received
bomb threats which later turned out to be hoaxes. The
Civil Aviation Ministry plansto put in place strict norms
to prevent incidents of hoax bomb threats to airlines,
including placing the perpetrators in the no-fly list. (PTI)

Breast cancer rising among

young women in India, say experts

NEW DELHI, OCT 19
(PTI) Breast cancer, a
disease long associated
with older age groups, has
surged enormously in
women aged below 50 in
the last three decades,
according to experts.
Breast cancer is the most
common type of cancer
affecting women
worldwide, as well as in
India. The recent data
from the Indian Council
of Medical Research
(ICMR) showed that breast
cancer accounted for 28.2
per cent of cancers in
women. Celebrities like
Sonali Bendre, Tahira
Kashyap, and Mahima
Chaudhry who battled
breast cancer under 50
and overcame the deadly
disease with treatments.

Dr Ashish Gupta,
Chief of Medical
Oncology at Unique
Hospital Cancer Centre,
who is spearheading the
Cancer Mukt Bharat
Campaign in India, said
"Cancer is no longer the
disease of older adults. It
is increasingly seen
among women in the
younger age  group,
majorly under 50.” The
early onset of breast
cancer is majorly due to
genes, lifestyle factors
such as poor nutrition,
consumption of highly
ultra-processed foods and
a completely sedentary
lifestyle coupled with
environment pollutants,
he said.

According toa recent
study by Cancer Mukt

Bharat Foundation,
cancer is affecting about
20 per cent of young
people below the age of 40
in India and breast cancer
cases account for 15 per
cent of younger adults.
Therisk factors for early

onset include genetic
predisposition to BRCA1
and BRCA2 gene

mutations, obesity, excess
sugar and processed food
consumption, consistently
high blood glucose and
becoming insulin
resistant, Dr Gupta said.
The early detection
and timely treatment of

breast cancer
significantly impact the
lifespan of affected
individuals. Making
screening procedures
better and more

accessible is crucial, he
said. Gupta, an American
board-certified Medical
Oncologist said, "Early
detection programmes,
including breast cancer
awareness and cost-
effective screening, is a
must to fight the rising
cases of breast cancer in
India". He also assured
that people should not
panic once diagnosed with

the disease as there are
many advanced
treatments available

currently that improve
survival rates. Dr Vineet
Nakra, Senior Radiation
Oncologist at Max
Hospital-New Delhi and
Director of Lenus
Oncology Institute said,
"Breast cancer is on the
rise in younger women

due to a gradual change in

lifestyle choices
including late
childbearing, reduced

breastfeeding and poor
diet choices among urban
population.” “With an
increased focus on breast

preservation and its
importance cosmetically
in the vounger
population, radiation
therapy plays an essential
role after a cancer
diagnosis,” he said.

"Treatment for breast
cancer includes surgery,
chemotherapy, hormone

therapy, targeted drug
therapy, and
immunotherapy. The
treatment may vary

depending on the stage
and type of breast cancer,”
Dr Nakra stated. (PTI)
