IN his first response since the 
publishing of  the Justice Hema 
Committee report, which high-
lighted sexual harassment al-
legations in the Malayalam 
film industry, top actor Mohan-
lal said he was not part of  any 
‘power group’ and was unaware 
of  its existence.

Mohanlal, who resigned as 
president of  the Association of  
Malayalam Movie Artists 
(AMMA) after the report was 
made public, defended the body 

and said the entire industry is 
answerable to the questions 
raised by the panel and not the 
actors’ association alone.

The AMMA executive body 
resigned following unfair criti-
cism against the leadership, he 
said. He asked people who 
are criticising the ex-
leaders of  AMMA to 
become new office 
bearers and run the 
body.

“Our resignation 
was not a failure 
or an escape. We 
wanted to stop 

the unnecessary criticism 
against us,” he said at a press 
conference on Saturday.

The actor said the Hema re-
port was welcome, and he had 
spoken to the panel twice. 

“I’m an actor and producer. I 
answered questions related to 
my films. But many times, I 
was asked about cinema in 
general, which I couldn’t an-
swer,” he said. Sidestepping 

media queries, he added  
wrongdoers in the in-
dustry should be pun-
ished if  there is 
evidence.

‘Odisha a 
better place to 
invest in 
defence sector’

EXECUTIVE director of  IPICOL 
Kalyan Mohanty said Odisha is 
a better place to invest in de-
fence and aerospace manufac-
turing sector with its existing 
defence establishments of  na-
tional importance.

In a panel discussion on three-
day ‘Resurgent Odisha-2024’, or-
ganised by Utkal Chamber of  
Commerce and Industry Limit-
ed (UCCIL) here on Saturday, 
Mohanty said the Odisha gov-
ernment is laying emphasis on 
defence and aerospace as these 
are key areas for the state’s in-
dustrial growth.

“The state’s aerospace and de-
fence manufacturing policy is 
one of  the best in the country. 

Among several meas-
ures, it proposes 

to subsidise up 
to 50 pc of  the 
cost of  land, 
building, plant 
and machinery 

to the special 
purpose vehicle 

for setting up the aerospace and 
defence park,” he said.

The experts emphasised the 
importance of  start-ups in the 
sector, understanding the qual-
ity required by the Department 
of  Defence. They underscored 
the need to take budding entre-
preneurs on industry tours. 

Founder of  Corrosion Protec-
tion Pvt Ltd Gyan Ranjan Mo-
hanty highlighted the opportu-
nities and challenges faced by 
the state in producing defence 
equipment. In the discussion on 
logistics and transportation in-
frastructure, MD of  Hunch Mo-
bility (Aviation) Amit Dutta 
stressed the importance of  con-
structing small helipads to pro-
vide relief  and medical supplies 
to hard to reach areas. Group ad-
visor of  Adani Ports and SEZ 
Subrat Tripathy spoke about the 
rapid evolution of  transporta-
tion systems due to technologi-
cal advancements.

Dip in agri growth and 
govt spending slowed 
down Q1 growth: Das

RBI governor Shaktikanta Das on Saturday said the 
country’s growth in the first quarter of  this fiscal 
was lower than the projection as the government 
spending dropped due to the general elections and 
the agriculture sector saw a dip. 

India’s gross domestic product (GDP) growth was 
6.7 per cent in April-June as compared to 8.2 per cent 
during the corresponding period of  last fiscal. The 
first quarter growth was also lower than the RBI’s 
projection of  7.1 per cent.

Talking to mediapersons here, Das said, “Two as-
pects that have pulled the growth slightly down are 
slow growth in the agriculture sector and lower 
spending in the government sectors. The expendi-
ture by both the Centre and the state governments 
dropped in the wake of  enforcement of  model code 
of  conduct due to the election season between April 
and June,” he said. 

The RBI governor, however, said other components 
and main drivers of  the GDP growth like consump-
tion, investment, manufacturing, services and con-
struction sectors have registered a growth of  more 
than seven per cent. 

The GDP growth in the first quarter of  2024-25 was 
the lowest in 15 months. The previous low was 6.2 per 
cent during January-March 2023. 

“Agriculture sector recorded a marginal growth 
rate of  around two per cent in the April-June period. 
Since the monsoon has been very good and spread 
all over the country except a few areas, the crop sow-
ing outlook is very optimistic. Under these circum-
stances, we are reasonably confident to achieve the 
projected annual growth rate of  7.2 per cent,” he 
said. Das also said commercial banks and non-bank-
ing financial companies cannot remove their audi-
tors without prior approval of  the RBI. The approval 
has been made mandatory to ensure that auditors 
are not working under any pressure, he said.

On a question whether there would be a cut in the 
interest, Das said, the monetary policy committee 
would take a call on this. “However, we are more fo-
cused on keeping the inflation rate at four per cent 
and maintaining the stability which will be ultimate-
ly helpful for the economic growth of  the country,” 
he said.

TRACKING trade link from 
south and east coast of  India all 
the way up to the Himalayas, a 
joint team of  the Directorate of  
Revenue Intelligence (DRI) and 
Wildlife Justice Commission 
(WJC) seized wildlife products, 
including Himalayan musk 
deer pods, from a gems store in 
Bhubaneswar on Saturday.

Apart from Himalayan musk 
deer pods, the seized articles 
included soft corals (Gorgonia 
species) and a large number of  
protected sea shells and deriva-
tives of  red corals. Pangolin 
scale rings and body parts of  
monitor lizard were also seized 
during the raid. 

The wildlife articles are pro-
tected under schedule 1 of  the 
Wildlife Protection Act and 
prohibited under appendix 1 
and 3 of  CITES.  

Sources informed that the 
value of  the seized articles 
would be around `2 million. 
With assistance and actionable 
intelligence from the WJC team 

led by its South Asia head Shek-
har Kumar Niraj, the DRI team 
raided the gems store in the 
city and seized the articles. 
Eight persons have been de-
tained in this connection.

The seizure included items 
of  protected marine wildlife 
species such as Gorogonia 
smuggling which attracts a jail 
term up to seven years. The 

musk deer pods seized during 
the raid were the costliest 
among the lot.

Niraj informed that the raid 
was in continuation of  the sei-
zure of  protected marine spe-
cies at Vijayawada in June 
when the international founda-
tion headquartered in Hague 
had stumbled upon intelligence 
on marine wildlife trade be-
tween coastal Tamil Nadu, 
Andhra Pradesh, Andaman 
Nicobar and upper Himalayas 
to Bhubaneswar, with likeli-
hood of  trade link between In-
dia and South East Asia.

WJC officials said the seized 
articles would be handed over 
to Wildlife Wing of  the state for 
prosecution. 

Shekhar said the soft corals 
have large markets which is 
why its smuggling trade link 
includes an alarming chain of  
local suppliers, middlemen, re-
tailers as well as large online 
market place. The DRI team 
was led by its deputy director 
under the instruction of  the 
joint director, Hyderabad zonal
unit.

“In fact, the name Ravenshaw College was 
not given by Ravenshaw himself. Instead, 
it was proposed by one of  the illustrious 
sons of  soil Maharaja Krushna Chandra 
Bhanjadeo. It was on his proposal that 
Cuttack College was renamed as Raven-
shaw College in 1878, after the departure 
of  TE Ravenshaw as commissioner of  
Odisha,” he said. 

Tripathy also said if  names of  high 
courts are not being changed, there is no 
need to change Ravenshaw University’s 
name. Former administrator of  the uni-
versity and alumni member Satyakam 
Mishra agreed. He said TE Ravenshaw’s 
contribution to education in Odisha can-
not be denied and there is no link between 

the famine and university’s name.
This is, however, not the first time that 

the issue has been raised. Back in the 60s, 
a proposal to change the name of  Raven-
shaw College was made by a section of  
people which was opposed by academi-
cians and college alumni members.  

The college was established by the Brit-
ish in 1868. Considered one of  the oldest 
and prestigious higher education institu-
tions of  the country, it got autonomous 
status in the 1990s and was finally upgrad-
ed as a unitary university on November 
15, 2006. The college was originally affili-
ated to Calcutta University and thereafter 
to Patna University in 1917 and finally af-
filiated to Utkal University in 1943. 

Today, it is the only public university in 
the state to have got NAAC A++ grade.

There is no link between Ravenshaw 
and famine, stresses former DGP 

State’s HEIs to get PM-USHA aid
BHUBANESWAR: Odisha gov-
ernment will implement the 
Pradhan Mantri Uchchatar 
Shiksha Abhiyan (PM-USHA) to 
raise the quality of  higher edu-
cation in public universities and 
colleges.

The government on Saturday 
signed an MoU with the Union 
Education Ministry for imple-
mentation of  PM-USHA in the 
state in presence of  Union Edu-
cation minister Dharmendra 
Pradhan and CM Mohan Charan 
Majhi.

Pradhan said the scheme will 
strengthen education, innova-
tion and research capacities in 
Odisha in alignment with the 
National Education Policy of  
2020. Under it, `500 crore will be 
provided for development of  
various colleges and universi-
ties in the state. 

Stating that Odisha is blessed 
with talented human capital, he 
said PM Narendra Modi and the 
CM are working to make sure 
Odisha’s youth are equipped 
with 21st century skills.  ENS

A month before the assembly 
elections in Haryana, Olympic 
wrestler Vinesh Phogat on Sat-
urday pledged her unstinted 
support to the protesting farm-
ers at the Shambhu border be-
tween Punjab and Haryana, 
who marked the 200th day of  
their agitation there.

“Your daughter is with you,’’ 
she said.

The farmers were on a ‘Delhi 
Chalo’ agitation demanding le-
gal guarantee for the Minimum 
Support Price (MSP) mecha-
nism, when they were stopped at 
the Shambhu border. Phogat, 
who was disqualified from the 
Paris Olympics finals because 
she was overweight by 100 gm in 
her 50 kg category, was felicitat-
ed by the farmers. 

Emphasising that the de-
mands of  the farmers were le-
gitimate, she said, “I want to 
tell you that your daughter is 
with you.” Phogat lamented 
that the farmers’ issues had re-
mained unresolved. “It hurts to 
see you all protesting for this 
long.”
