A47-YEAR-OLD psychologist was
recently arrested in Nagpur for al-
legedly blackmailing and sexually
assaulting three of his former fe-
male students. The police said the
psychologist is suspected to have
exploited several students in the
last 15 years by misusing his posi-
tion as a mentor.

According to the Nagpur po-
lice, the first case was registered
after he allegedly sent pictures
and blackmailed one of his former
students. Subsequently, two more
students came forward, leading to
three separate FIRs against him.

Confirming his arrest, a senior
police officer said, “So far, we have

statements from only three stu-
dents.We have constituted a spe-
cialinvestigation team, headed by
adeputy commissioner of police,
and we are probing the matter.”

The police said the psycholo-
gistwas runningaclinicin the city,
where he would call female stu-
dents under the guise of a per-
sonal development programme.
“He would also call them for coun-
selling and allegedly sexually as-
sault them,” an officer said.

“There are also instances
where the accused allegedly
filmed the acts, and by threaten-
ing to circulate these videos, he
would exploit the victims again,”
the officer said.

The police said they also
booked his wife and a woman
friend.

Transport dept proposes to cap surge
pricing for app-based cab services

IN A move aimed at bringing
greater transparency and fair-
ness to the app-based cab serv-
ice industry, the Maharashtra
State Motor Vehicle Department
(transport department) is set to
introduce new regulations for
fare structures charged by aggre-
gator service providers, in tune
with the Central government's
policy.

Vivek Bhimanwar, transport
commissioner, confirmed that a
proposal has been drafted to ad-
dress key concerns within the
sector. “The proposed policy is
not meant to target aggregators,
rather it seeks to create a bal-
anced environment for service
providers, drivers, and com-
muters," Bhimanwar said, adding
that the policy will be a win-win
for all. He emphasised that the
new guidelines would ensure fair
compensation for drivers, stan-
dardise fare structures and ad-

dress consumer concerns about
unpredictable pricing. One of the
most significant provisions in the
proposed policy addresses surge
pricing—a contentious issue for
commuters.

According to Bhimanwar, the
Central government has stipu-
lated that surge pricing can only
be raised by up to 1.5 times, but
the state has not yet enforced
this regulation. Under the new
proposed policy, however, this
cap will be implemented in
Maharashtra to prevent exces-
sive fare hikes. “For example, if a
commuter books a cab from the
airport during the night, they of-
ten find that the fare can be as
much as three to four times
higher than normal,”
Bhimanwar noted. "Our policy
will regulate these surge prices
while still allowing for night
charges. However, those charges
will be capped to ensure fair-
ness."

“First of all, the installation
cost was discussed. There have
been numerous complaints
about it. Secondly, the practical-
ity of this exercise was also re-
viewed. It has been decided not
to go ahead with this for the time
being, since it was on an experi-
mental basis in Mumbai alone,”
said a senior official from the

deputy CM’s office.

A senior official from the
state Excise Department said
that no written orders have yet
been received cancelling the de-
cision. “The issue was discussed.
But as of now, there are no writ-
ten orders,” the official said, on
the condition of anonymity.

As per the directives, this ex-
ercise was to be undertaken in
Mumbai and based on its suc-
cess it was to be implemented
across the state.

The number of liquor shops
and permit rooms in Mumbai is
around 2000 and if imple-
mented across the state, the
number would be more than
7,000.

Court refuses to discharge
Sena MLC aide in ED case

A SPECIAL court refused to dis-
charge Saeed Khan, an aide of
Shiv Sena MLC Bhavana Gawli, in
a money-laundering case filed
by the Enforcement Directorate
(ED).

The case relates to allegations
that funds received by a trust
named Mahila Utkarsh
Pratishthan and institutes under
it, were misappropriated and the
trust was converted into a com-
pany in 2020 through forging
documents.

In an order passed on
Monday, made available on
Wednesday, the court noted that
there was prima-facie evidence
which goes to show generation
of proceeds of crime.

Khan had claimed that he

was not named in the FIR filed by
the Washim police based on
which the ED had filed its com-
plaint. Khan had also said that he
was made an office-bearer only
in 2020, after the trust was
turned into a company and
hence had no role in the control
of the trust.

The ED had alleged that
Gawali and Khan, without tak-
ing a no-objection from the
charity commissioner, con-
verted the trust into a company
and funds received were being
diverted.

While Khan had said that
the case does not stand any-
more as the Registrar of
Companies has dropped the
proceedings into alleged for-
gery od documents to convert
the trust, the court said that this
cannot be ground to discharge
the accused in this case.
