Our
standalone revenue recorded commendable growth of 13%, reaching Rs. 135 crores, underlining our commitment to sustainable expansion.
Moreover, our standalone EBITDA surged by an impressive 36% to Rs. 16 crores, accompanied by a robust EBITDA margin of 11.6%. Additionally,
our standalone PAT experienced remarkable growth, soaring by 329% to Rs. 11 crores, with a PAT margin of 7.9%.

In the broader fiscal year, standalone revenue grew by 16% to Rs. 487 crores, supported by a 4% increase in standalone EBITDA to Rs. 44 crores
and a PAT growth of 91% to Rs. 27 crores.
