SMALL FINANCE BANKS
(SFBs) are expected to grow
their advances by 25-27% in
the current financial year, a
tad lower than the 28%
growth in the previous fiscal,
according to Crisil Ratings.
Segmental and geographical
expansion, underpinned by a
strong and increasing pres-
ence in semi-urban and rural
markets with large unmet
demand, will continue to
drive the growth.

Amid challengesin mobilis-
ing deposits and their higher
costs, SFBs are likely to explore
alternative, non-deposit ave-
nues to fund the credit growth.
However,capital buffersto sup-
port growth remain healthyfor
theselenders.

“Creditgrowthinnewasset
classes is seen at 40% this fis-
cal while that in traditional
segments will be 20%. With
this, the portfolio mixwill con-
tinue toshift—the share of new
segmentswould cross 40% by
March 2025, twice the March
2020 level,” said Ajit Velonie,
senior director, Crisil Ratings.
“Most of this diversification is
towards secured asset classes,
resulting in the share of
securedlendingrising,albeitat
amoderate pace.”

(including other borrowings)
and capital.

Deposits now constitute 90%
of borrowings, but their
growth comes ata higher cost
fortworeasons.First: Increase
in the share of relatively
expensive bulk term deposits
to almost 30% of total
deposits as of March 2024,
from 23% in FY22.The share
of CASA deposits dropped to
28% from 35% and that of
retail term deposits also fell.

Second: SFBs offera premium
of 50-250 basis points in
interest rates over universal
banks, even in the same cate-
gory of deposits.

To optimise deposit mobil-
isation, the reliance on term
deposits will continue, given
the higher opportunity cost to
maintain CASA balances for
depositors in the current
interest rate scenario. “SFBs
will need to explore alterna-
tive funding routes tobalance
growth and funding cost,
especially given the growing
share of lower-yielding secur-
ed assets,” said Subha Sri
Narayanan, director, Crisil.

“Securitisation is gaining
currency, with transactions
reaching 9,000 crore last fis-
cal from 6,300 crorein FY23,
with five SFBs tapping the mar-
ket. We could also see SFBs
resorting to obtaining more
refinancinglinesfromall-India
financial Institutions, which,
apart from the diversification
benefit, could offer cost sav-
ings”While deposits and other
borrowings remain a focus
area, SFBs are well-placed on
the capital front, having raised
over ¥8,000 crore in the past
threeyears.

In terms of geographical
penetration, the SFB branch
network more than doubled
over the five years through
March 2024 to 7,400. The
maximum traction was in
the east, which housed 15%
of branches, up from 11% as
of March 2019. More than
half the existingbranchesare
in rural and semi-urban
regions having sizeable mar-
ket potential.
