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Poor demand hits Q3
private investments

Total private sector projects slipped sharply from
1,253 in Q2 to 1,061 in Q3. Private investors’ share
in new investment projects dropped to 62.2% in
Q3 from 66.2% in Q2 New investments by foreign
players rose 44.2% sequentially, albeit from a low
base, to ¥1.02 lakh crore. This spike was largely
thanks to a single 370,000 crore steel project an-
nounced by Arcelor Mittal Nippon.

“The slowdown in domestic private invest-
ments during the third quarter of FY2025 reflects
the apprehensions of India Inc. over rising input
costs, driven by high inflation and ongoing geo-
political uncertainties,” Shashikant Hegde, direc-
tor and CEO of Projects Today, told The Hindu.

He added that weak corporate results and flag-
ging urban demand in Q2 may have also dimmed
investor appetite. India’s GDP growth had slowed
to a seven-quarter low of 5.4% in Q2.

“The outlook for 2025-2026 remains optimis-
tic, as favourable economic conditions like easing
inflation, and the execution of policy interven-
tions to spur consumption and growth, are ex-
pected to stimulate private investment activity,”
Mr. Hegde reckoned.

New power projects

At almost 32.28 lakh crore, new investments by
States surpassed the Centre’s 32.05 lakh crore an-
nouncements in Q3, and accounted for almost
20% of all new outlays. In Q2, the value of new
projects announced by the Centre was higher
than the States.

Mining, irrigation, and pharma, as well as the
employment-intensive construction and automo-
bile sectors clocked deep contractions in fresh
outlays relative to Q2. Infrastructure investments
were only fractionally higher by 0.8% at ¥4.25 lakh
crore, but new electricity projects grew a sharper
21.9% to 4.5 lakh crore to account for the largest
share of 39.3% in new investments through Q3.

“Such investments, particularly in transport
and social infrastructure, are essential for sustain-
ing the overall economic momentum, as they not
only lay the groundwork for long term growth but
also complement private sector initiatives by im-
proving the business environment and reducing
operational bottlenecks,” Mr. Hegde explained.

There was a significant shuffling among States
that accounted for the top shares of new invest-
ment projects. Rajasthan emerged as a surprise
leader, with fresh project outlays in the State — by
both public and private investors — rising almost
three times over Q2 to about %2.25 lakh crore in
Q3.
Maharashtra and Gujarat, which were the top
two States in Q2, moved one rank lower as a con-
sequence, while Tamil Nadu was edged out of the
top 10 States, after being the third-ranked State in
terms of investment plans in Q2. In Q3, new pro-
jects in Tamil Nadu amounted to just 18,066
crore, 60.8% below its Q2 tally of 46,119 crore.

Diversity dividend and
BJP’s hat-trick lite

Mr. Sardesai said, “In the past 10 to 15 years we
have seen changes in terms of the emergence of
the BJP as the dominant party of this country, re-
placing the old Congress and challenging the Neh-
ruvian consensus that dominated Indian politics
for about 60 years after Independence.

On the 2024 polls, Mr. Ram said there were
some smaller surprises within the non-surprise.

What I
want to highlight is that several journalists who
went to the field were very clear that in no way
that the BJP as a single party was going to exceed
between 240 and 250 seats. This was not based on
some speculation, but on solid information, par-
ticularly from the Hindi-speaking States.”

He said not many expected 40 out of 40 seats in
Tamil Nadu and Puducherry for the INDIA bloc.
But the leaders of the ruling DMK-led alliance
were absolutely clear that they would not lose a
single seat. “At the same time, how did Odisha and
Madhya Pradesh happen? Why was there a diffe-
rence between Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan?
These were surprises within non-surprises. But
what it brings out is diversity and pluralism are
the foundation of electoral democracy.”

Speaking about the role of media, Mr. Ram said
the pandemic demonstrated that people trusted
professional media. Surveys had shown all over
the world that people relied on professional me-
dia rather than social media. That was the major
victory and strength of the professional media be-
cause of their credibility and trustworthiness.

Jayanthi Natarajan, former Union Minister,
said, “The voters of Tamil Nadu always made their
voice heard, no matter what the external noise
was. In 1980, there were elections held simultane-
ously to the State Assembly as well as Parliament.
The Congress and the DMK went into an alliance.
It was a political alliance against MGR [M.G. Rama-
chandran], whose government had been dismis-
sed by the Centre. The voters decisively rejected
the DMK-Congress combine for the Assembly and
voted for MGR as Chief Minister, and decisively re-
jected MGR for Parliament, and voted for the
DMK-Congress combine. The women of Tamil Na-
du were always very clear about what they want-
ed. The women of India have a voice now and
they want to vote for something more than a mere
empty construct of a political narrative.”

The fire has
been controlled... An in-
vestigation will be con-
ducted,” Bhanu Bhaskar,
Additional Director-Gener-
al of Police, Prayagraj, said.

“Today at 4.30 p.m., we
received information
about fire in Gita Press
[camp] of Kumbh Kshetra
Sector 19. Fire brigade and
police team reached the
spot. Along with Gita
Press, information about
fire spreading in the tent of
10 Prayagwal was also re-

ceived, which was extin-
guished. The situation is
normal, ” Ravindra Kumar
Mandar, District Magis-
trate, Prayagraj, said in a
video statement.

Evidence collection
in Kaleshwaram

The Justice P.C. Ghose
Commission of Inquiry
probing the alleged irregu-
larities in the planning, de-
sign, execution, quality
control, operation and
maintenance of the three
barrages of the Kaleshwa-
ram Lift Irrigation Project
(KLIP) is likely to take up
the final leg of its work
from Monday to submit its
report to the Telangana go-
vernment on February 28.

After being instituted in
March 14 last year to in-
quire into the alleged irreg-
ularities following sinking
of some piers of the Medi-
gadda Barrage along with
other damage in Medigad-
da, Annaram and Sundilla
barrages of the KLIP to
complete the task in three
months, its term was ex-
tended thrice in June, Au-
gust, November and De-
cember last year.

The one-man commis-
sion has already examined
and collected information
from dozens of engineers
including those in service
and retired in the ranks of
Engineer-in-Chief, Chief
Engineer, Superintending
Engineer, Executive Engi-
neer in various wings of
the Irrigation department
and linked to the Kalesh-
waram project in one way

or the other.

Further, the commis-
sion has summoned sever-
al bureaucrats who worked
in the Irrigation, Finance
and other line depart-
ments as also those who
volunteered to share infor-
mation with the panel such
as Adviser to the Union Mi-
nistry of Jal Shakti Sriram
Vedire, Telangana Jana Sa-
mithi MLC M. Kodanda-
ram, Telangana Joint Ac-
tion Committee convenor
K. Raghu and others.

According to sources,
the commission is expect-
ed to summon elected re-
presentatives who held key
positions in the Bharat
Rashtra Samithi (BRS) go-
vernment such as T. Harish
Rao and Eatala Rajender,
who held the portfolios of
Irrigation and Finance, in
the final leg of collecting
evidence and information.

Anuptick in private investments on
the cards in FY26, finds CII survey

The Confederation of Indian
Industry (CII) expects an up-
tick in private investments
over the next few quarters, go-
ingbytheinterimresultsofthe
chamber’sindustrysurvey.
The survey, which was con-
ducted on a sample of 300
firms over the past 30 days,
suggests that 75 per cent of the
respondents believe that the
current economic environ-
ment is conducive to private
investments. “Given that 70
per cent of the firms surveyed
said that they would invest in
FY26, an up-tick in private in-
vestments might be on the
cards over the next few quar-
ters,” Chandrajit Banerjee,
Director General, CIL, said.
Along with economic
growth, employment genera-

tion has also been at the
centre-stage in recent policy
discussions. India’s vision of a
“Viksit Bharat” by 2047 hinges
on performing well on the im-
perative of “creation of good
qualityjobs.”

JOB GENERATION
Encouragingly, the early res-
ults from the survey show that
about 97 per cent of the firms
are likely to increase employ-
ment in both 2024-25 and
2025-26. In fact, 79 per cent of
the respondent firms said they
added more people over the
pastthreeyears.

Responding to the question
on extent of employment gen-
eration expected in FY25 and
FY26, about 97 percent of the
firms indicated that employ-
ment is expected to increase,
with 42 per cent to 46 per cent
of the firms indicating 10 to 20
per cent increase in employ-

ment over and above the exist-
ing workforce and 31 per cent
to 36 per cent of them indicat-
ing an expected increase in
employment of up to 10 per
cent.

On wage growth, which has
an impact on personal con-
sumption, a major proportion
(40-45 per cent) of sample
firms surveyed sawarise in av-
erage wage growth for senior
management, managerial/su-
pervisory roles and for regular
workers in the range of 10-20
per cent in FY25. The trend
was similarin FY24.

“These are promising res-
ults, exhibiting confidence
about some of the important
aspects of the economy. That
said, results of the survey,
when read along with various
other emerging economic in-
dicators, will help ina compre-
hensive understanding of the
economy”, Banerjeeadded.

Centre agrees for talks with protesting
farmers, next round likely on Feb 14

To help mills realise better rates,
Govt allows export of 1 mt of sugar

The Centre has allowed ex-
port of 1 million tonnes (mt)
of sugar, sources said, to help
mills realise better rates
amid falling prices in the do-
mestic market. Both the In-
dian Sugar and Bio-Energy
Manufacturers Association
(ISMA) and the National
Federation of Cooperative
Sugar Factories were insist-
ing that exports be permit-
ted to help mills pay sugar-
cane farmers.

Though ISMA had sought
approval for 2 mt of sugar ex-
ports, Union Food Secretary
Sanjeev Chopra, in Decem-
ber 2024, said the govern-
ment would take a decision
based on the actual surplus,
stating that the top priorities
are to ensure sufficient do-
mestic availability and divert
surplus towards ethanol.

Speaking on the sidelines
after addressing the annual
general meeting (AGM) of
ISMA on December 19,
Chopra had said, “There is
some surplus, and how that
will be used, whether it will
be used for diversion (to eth-
anol) or otherwise, that call
will be taken in due course.
As of now, there is no de-
cision on exports.” He had
declined to comment on
when a decision would be
taken. According to govern-

ment estimates, sugar pro-
duction in the current sea-
son, which started on
October 1, is estimated to be
32 mt, whereas the domestic
consumption is 28.5-29 mt,
with 4 mt diverted towards
ethanol.

After factoring in the
carryover stock of 7.9 mt
from the previous season,
the closing stock at the end
of September 2025 may be
6.9mt.

EXPORTS VIA PERMITS

As the government wants at
least two-and-a-half months
of consumption as a buffer in
any year to meet the initial
period’s domestic consump-
tion when the crushing sea-
son starts, to be on the safe
side, 6 mt is considered suffi-
cient based on a monthly
consumption of 2.4 mt. This

leaves only a surplus of about
1 mt, which has now been al-
lowed for export. Though
there is no ban on sugar ex-
ports, the Commerce Min-
istry has stipulated that ex-
ports must be authorised
through permits issued by
the Food Ministry.

This effectively puts a con-
trol in place, as permits were
not issued in the last season,
except for a few consign-
ments made on diplomatic
requests.

“The decision to permit
sugar exports has injected
positivity into the market.
Contrary to initial specula-
tion about a substantial re-
duction in domestic sugar
production, the govern-
ment’s move has ensured
that production levels re-
main unaffected,” said Dilip
Patil, MD of Samarth SSK
and Co-Chairperson of the
Sugar Bioenergy Forum un-
der the Indian Federation of
Green Energy. With exports
allowed, the domestic sugar
production landscape re-
mains stable, bolstering mar-
ket confidence, he added.

An industry insider said
millers may soon understand
the importance of S-grade
sugar which they were dis-
counting so much in the do-
mestic market even as it has
a significant premium in
world market. Its price has to
align with world prices, he
said.

Solar developers seek MNRE support to offset anti-dumping duty

Solar power developers have
reached out to the Ministry
of New and Renewable En-
ergy (MNRE) to extend
“change-in-law” relief for
the existing power purchase
agreements (PPAs) follow-
ing the imposition of the
anti-dumping duty (ADD) on
solar glass imports from
China, Vietnam.

According to the de-
velopers, ADD on solar mod-
ule components — alu-
minium frame, solar glass —
is causing undue burden on
them.

The National Solar Energy
Federation of India (NSEFT)
has represented to the
MNRE to consider providing
relief under change in law
specifications. The de-
velopers have further re-
quested the MNRE to engage
with the Ministry of Finance

to roll back the notification/
investigation issued for im-
position of ADD. Recently,
the Finance Ministry had no-
tified correction in the anti-
dumping duty calculation on
“textured tempered coated
and uncoated glass”.

It had come out with the
reference price to be used for
calculating the extent of
anti-dumping duty to be
levied on imports of solar
glass from China and Viet-
nam. This decision was made

after considering an applica-
tion filed by Solar Ancillary
Manufacturers’ Association
(SAMA).

COST ESCALATION
The developers are worried
that the ADD will escalate
the cost of the existing pro-
jects, thus making them un-
viable. Besides, the domestic
manufacturing is not ad-
equate to meet the demand,
according to the developers.
Pradeep Kheruka, Presid-

ent at SAMA, told business-
line that, “Everything re-
quired for manufacturing
glass is available in India —
from raw materials, skilled
manpower for glass manu-
facturing, an extensive range
of refractories required to
build complete furnaces.
There is little outflow of for-
eign exchange when com-
pared to the production. The
availability of a level playing
field is what the Indian in-
dustryrequires.”

OUTPUT TO GROW

With imposition of provi-
sional reference price for
solar glass, the government
has given an insight into its
decision to protect and grow
domestic ~ manufacturing,
Kheruka said.

“We expect domestic pro-
duction of solar glass to fur-
ther grow. In addition to the
13 GW by Reliance which is
under commissioning, work
on fresh capacity of 15 GW

has started soon after the im-
position of ADD. This would
bring an additional 28 GW of
solar glass capacity within
the next 30 months, making
the total availability to 45
GW. Yet, further serious an-
nouncements of more capa-
cities from existing or new
manufacturers are likely to
take the aforesaid 45 GW to
over 60 GW,” he added.

The actual production of
solar modules is about 50 per
cent of the rated capacity,
Kheruka  said, adding,
“Hence, the 120 GW of solar
module manufacturing capa-
city expected in the next 2-3
years will have sufficient do-
mestic glass available.”

An upward movement in
selling prices of solar mod-
ules is on the cards because,
with the emphasis on do-
mestic manufacturing, cer-
tain components are likely to
start selling at their real cost,
rather than an imported sub-
sidised cost.

New Delhi: The textiles ministry may get
a 15% bump 1n allocation for FY26 to aro-
und 5,080 crore, including a 33% rise in
budgetary funds for the Production Lin-
ked Incentive (PLI scheme for textiles.

In 2024-25, the allocation for the textiles
ministry was 4,417.03 crore. The extant al-
location for the PLI scheme for technical
textiles and man-made fibre (MMF) appa-
rel and products is 45 crore and is expec-
ted to go up to 0 crore in FY26. Finance
minister Nirmala Sitharaman will anno-
unce the budget for 2025-26 on February 1.

The government approved the PLI sche-
me for textiles in 2021 with
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an outlay of 710.683 crore
over a five-year period to
promote production of
MMF apparel, MMF fa-
brics and productsof tech-
nical textiles in the count-
ry to enable textiles in-
dustry toachieve size and scale and to be-
come competitive.

“We have an ambitious target for the
textiles industry and are looking at ways
to encourage domestic manufacturing.
sSome measures could be announced in
the budget,” said an official.

New Delhi: Privatefirmsare optimistic
about fresh investments, hiring and wa-
ge growth this fiscal vear and the next,
showed the findings of a survey by the
Confederation of Indian Industry (CI11).

The survey revealed that 75% of firms
consider the current environment favo-
urable for private investments.

“With the two ecritical drivers of

growth—private investments and emp-
lovment—Ilooking positive, we feel con-
fident that the overall growth is likely to
remain around a stable 6.4-6.7% this ye-
ar and 7% in FY28,” said
Chandrajit Banerjee, director
general, CII.

Given that 70% of the firms
surveved said they would invest in
FY26, anuptick in private investments
might be on the cards over the next few
quarters, he said.

Among the 309 firms surveyed, 24 % in-
dicated they would increase invest-
ments by more than 20% nextfiscal.

Two leaders agree to work on a mutually beneficial FTA

New Delhi: India will partner
with the EU for developing
cutting-edge technologies and
securing critical raw material
supply chains to strengthen
economic ties, commerce and
industry minister Pivush Go-
val said Sunday.
