One would find that in the
present day in schools the
children are oriented in a
defined way of learning where
the teacher imparted a
systematized way of
education through which
children acquire some general
and professional skills etc. But
the home learning has tended
to orient itself to goals which
are of fundamental importance
to a community where in
social change the children
marks the crux of its further
development in their life.
Normally our schools are
closed for summer vacation
when the children are not
demanded to take part in
economic activities. It is
necessary that the schools

timings have to be adjusted to
the needs of the community,
depending on the locality etc.
It is also found that majority
of parents particularly in the
rural areas send their children
to school till they are grown
up and capable of taking up
economically gainful activities
and the percentage of
dropouts is significantly much
higher among girls than for
the boys.

The Supreme Court has
held that the right to education
is a fundamental right under
Article 21 of the Constitution
and that the state is obliged
to provide education to
children at the primary level.
Good education is not only
desirable in itself but is also
essential for the
empowerment of our people.
Education should be viewed as
a basic human right leading to
empowerment and
awareness. The politicization
of education poses a serious
threat to society. It is
necessary for the authorities
to investigate whether
reservation has genuinely
helped the backward sections
of society. The government
should address this problem
on an urgent basis and take a

holistic approach to it.
Granting everyone the right to
education is not enough in
itself. It is the duty of the State
to ensure proper
implementation of this law in
every section of the society.
The 25 per cent reservation
for poor kids is a terrible insult
to the majority of India's
children. It is like the 'two-
tumbler' system that prevails
in many villages. The
government should take
effective steps to provide
sound education to students
from the backward classes
rather than just creating
quotas. What is more
important is to ensure that
proper facilities are provided
in schools and the best
teachers recruited to teach
children in their formative
years. Right to education will
remain a dream unless sincere
efforts are made to create the
necessary infrastructure.
Today one would clearly
find that the child is by no
means a helpless victim of
parents and teachers who are
active agents of change in their
life. The conflict between the
child and the adult is not
confined to home. Today the
child insists on doing

something whose
consequences the teacher or
parents in his mature wisdom
thinks will be unpleasant
where the parents prevent
their child to do so but it must
be remembered that
sometimes-unpleasant
consequences also remove
the illusion which the child may
have nurtured about his ability
whose outcome is defiance. It
is also found that parents and
teachers praise the child sky
high for every achievement but
over praise makes the child an
addict like an alcoholic and he
never wants to do anything if
praise does not comes and he
is not ready to listen critics of
his performance. As the child
grows up, he should be
allowed to become
independent and should be
allowed to make mistakes so
that he can learn from them.
There are many parents who
are too sensitive about what
people will think of their
children. A child should never
be bribed to do what he is
asked to do but he should
always be taught discipline
without tears.

Apart from
Rajasthan, it has a special
relationship with the royal
families of Dehradun, Jammu
and Puri (Odisha). Not only
this, a 900-year-old
mythological idol of Ambaji is
also preserved with this
family. The descendant of the
king named Vikramaditya in
whose name the Vikram
Samvat began is the ruler of
Danta.

Traditionally, Riddhiraj
Singh is currently sitting on the
throne as the royal of Danta
State. Riddhiraj Singh was
enthroned in August 2023
after his father Maharana
Mahipendrasinhji passed away
last year.

Danta was a hunting hub.
Because the area of ??Danta
State had the highest number
of tigers, leopards and
leopards. Leopards and bears
still exist in the area.

During the monarchy the
forest area was divided into
different zones with the king
providing assistance if wild
animals preyed on domestic
animals .

In
this regard a notice has been
sent by us.

A complaint has been
registered against these five
people

after 19 people underwent
angiography and 7 of them
underwent angioplasty at
Khyati Multispeciality Hospital,
2 patients died. After the
investigation in the matter, the
serious negligence of the
hospital was revealed by the
CDMO in charge of Sola Civil
Hospital Dr. Prakash Mehta has
filed a complaint.

'Khyati Hospital does not
have registration under the
Clinical Establishment Act'
CDMO of Sola Civil Hospital in
Ahmedabad Dr. Prakash Mehta
said that the patients of
Balisana village of Kadi in
Khyati Multi-Speciality Hospital
were being examined, treated
unnecessarily, life was
endangered, and died. A
complaint has been filed based
on the issues of not signing the
proper consent form and
negligence. Apart from this, it
was said that the hospital has
got approval from
Ahmedabad Municipal
Corporation as per Gujarat
Nursing Home Act. But, the
registration required under
the Clinical Establishment Act
has not been done, so we
have given notice to the
hospital as to why you have
not done the registration.
Notably, the Clinical
Establishment Act, which was
amended after the Mandal

Dr. One of the five accused
who have been charged in a
hospital scandal of Sanjay
Patoliya in Rajkot is Dr. Sanjay
Patoliya also has a hospital in
Rajkot. New Life Hospital
Hospital is located on
Vidyanagar Main Road,
Rajkot. Dr. Sanjay Patoliya
was scheduled to perform 6
operations today, all of which
have been cancelled.

Dr. Sanjay Patoliya is
associated with hospitals in
three cities.

Dr. Dr. is one of the five
people who have been
charged in the scandal. Apart
from Ahmedabad, Sanjay
Patoliya is also associated with
hospitals in Rajkot and Surat.
These three hospitals have
different names. The hospital
which is currently in discussion
in Ahmedabad is Dr. who
started the famous
multispeciality hospital.

Which was
earlier called Asian Bariatric.
Dr. Karthik Patel entered this
hospital after two partner

doctors including Narwadia
parted ways with the
partnership and it was named
Khyati Multispeciality Hospital.
Dr. In addition to Sanjay
Patoliya, the hospital in Rajkot
is named after Dr. New Life
Hospital and Sunshine Global
Hospital in Surat. It has come
to light that Sanjay Patoliya is
connected. Dr. left the
government job.Dr. Sanjay
Patoliya started a private
practice . Sanjay Patoliya
joined Rajkot Government
Hospital in the year 1999 as
an Assistant Professor in the
Department of Surgery. He
then started private practice
as a gastro and bariatric
surgeon. Started New Life
Hospital in Rajkot in 2005.
Then in 2014, Asian Bariatrics
Hospital was started on SG
Highway in Ahmedabad.
Which was renamed Khyati
Multispeciality Hospital in
2019. Which is currently being
discussed across the state.
Angiography and
angioplasty were done even
though there was no need.
The examination done by
the expert doctors has
revealed that these patients
did not have any disease and
they did not have any need to
do angiography or
angioplasty. All the accused
conspired together to form a
premeditated criminal
conspiracy to take undue
financial advantage of the
Government's PMJAY scheme
and by misrepresenting the
actual and true physical
condition of the patients by
misrepresenting the facts and
misleading the patients to get

stents and angiography and
angioplasty to the patients.
The consent form was wrongly
signed. By doing his operation,
placing stents wrongly and
creating false documents in
the hospital for the purpose of
obtaining false financial
benefits from the government,
two patients died.
