ooking to further deepen
les with Russia , Says Modi

Visit amid growing
warmth between
Moscow & Beijing

New Delhi, July 8

IN HIS FIRST bilateral visit after
being re-elected for a third
term and his first since Russia
invaded Ukraine in February
2022,Prime Minister Narendra
Modi landed in Moscow on
Monday with a clear message
that India sought to“playasup-
portive role for a peaceful and
stable region”.

Modiand Russian President
Vladimir Putin have met 16
timesinthelastdecadebut this
ishis firstvisit to Russia afterit
faces sweeping Western sanc-
tions. On Monday night, both
met at the Russian President’s
dachain the Moscow suburb of
Novo Ogarevo.

Before his departure, Modi
said: “I look forward to review-
ingallaspects of bilateral coop-
eration with my friend Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin and
sharing perspectives on various
regional and global issues. We
seekto playasupportiverole for
apeaceful and stableregion.”

Modi’s statement assumes
significance as it comes after
the G7 summit last month in
Italy, where he met US Presi-
dent Joe Biden, French Presi-
dent Emmanuel Macron, Ital-
ian Prime Minister Giorgia
Meloni and Ukraine’s Presi-
dent Volodymyr Zelenskyy. US
National Security Advisor Jake
Sullivan then visited New
Delhi to meet with his coun-
terpart Ajit Doval and the PM.

LAST MONTH WAS the hottest
June onrecord,the EU’s climate
change monitoring service said
on Monday, continuinga streak
of exceptional temperatures
that some scientists said puts
2024 on track to be the world's
hottest recorded year.

Every month since June
2023 -13 monthsinarow-has
ranked as the planet's hottest
since records began, compared
with the corresponding month
in previous years, the European
Union's Copernicus Climate
Change Service (C3S) said in a
monthlybulletin.

Thelatest datasuggest 2024
could outrank 2023 as the
hottestyearsincerecordsbegan
after human-caused climate
change and the El Nino natural
weather phenomenon both
pushed temperatures to record
highs in the year so far, some
scientists said.“I now estimate
that there is an approximately
95% chance that 2024 beats
2023 to be the warmest year
since global surface tempera-
ture records began in the mid-
1800s,”said Zeke Hausfather,a
research scientist at US non-
profit Berkeley Earth.

The changed climate has
already unleashed disastrous
consequencesaround theworld
in 2024.0ver 1,000 peopledied
in fierce heat during the haj pil-
grimage last month. Heat
deaths were recorded in New
Dehli, which endured an
unprecedentedly long heat-
wave, and amongst tourists in
Greece. Friederike Otto, a cli-
mate scientist, said there was a
“high chance” 2024 would rank
asthehottest year on record.

2022,Modihad told Putin that
“this is not the era of war” —a
line that was later used in the
G20’s Bali declaration that
November, and by Western
leaders and interlocutors to
press Russia to end the war.
Now,with Russia havingan
upper hand in the war and a
possibility of Donald Trump
returning as the US President
in the White House, Modi’s
visitisbeing seen as Delhi posi-
tioning itself for what could
follow six months from now.
The war has put India in a
delicate diplomatic position
with its Western allies. New
Delhi haswalked the diplomatic
tightrope, not explicitly con-
demning the Russian invasion
but calling for an international
probe into the Bucha massacre
inthe earlyweeks of thewar,and

expressing concern overthreats
of nuclearwarissued by Russian
leaders. India abstained from
voting against Russia in several
resolutions at the United
Nations Security Council.

Delhi has consistently
maintained it is on the side of
“peace, respect for interna-
tional law and support for the
UN Charter”, and “strongly
advocates a return to dialogue
and diplomacy”.

India has reiterated that
respect forthe sovereigntyand
territorial integrity of states
is an essential element of
the international order, a
euphemism for questioning
Russia’s conduct.

Significantly, Modi’s visit to
Russia comes as leaders of the
32 nationsinthe North Atlantic
Treaty Organisation (NATO)

gather in Washington DC from
July 9-11 to celebrate 75 years
of the anti-Russia military
alliance.The PMwasreceived by
First Deputy Prime Minister of
Russia Denis Manturov who
accompanied him to the hotel
fromtheairportinthesamecar.
Sources pointed out that
Manturov is senior to the
Deputy Prime Minister who
received the Chinese President
during his visit to Russia, and
New Delhi was reading this as
a special gesture. It is another
matter that Putin’s first for-
eignvisitafterbeingre-elected
in March this year, in what is
seen by the West as a sham
election, was to China and he
met Chinese President Xi Jin-
ping for the second time last
week in Astana, their second
meeting in four months.

Euro 2024 semifinal: France pins
hopes on Mbappe against Spain

TWO OLD DREAMS of Kylian
Mbappe have come true this
year. He joined the club he
always wished to, Real Madrid,
ending a tortured stay at PSG;
he met, hugged and played
against his idol, Cristiano
Ronaldo. Mbappe consoling
the Portugueselegend afterthe
France-Portugal quarterfinal
has already become an iconic
and symbolic photograph.

A new wish, too, has been
fulfilled. Mbappe's plea to his
countrymen to“rallytogether”,
so that the “country does not
fall into the hands of these
people (National Rally)”, has
produced the desired effect,
with the left-wing coalition
edging the far-right ensemble
out in the snap poll results.

Yet, at the European Cham-
pionship in Germany, Mbappe
has resembled a man carrying
the burden of the world on his
shoulders. The spidery black
mask he has worn since break-
ing his nose has transformed
into a metaphor of his trials at
this tournament. He has rarely
touched the dizzy heights he
was ordained to scale. In four
games, he has scored a solitary
goal,aspot-kickagainst Poland.
In open play, all 20 attempts
have gone futile. He has struck
onceevery 102 minutes for club
and country, but 395 minutes
have passed since his last goal
for France from open play. The
more shots he has fluffed, the
harder he has tried. So over-
zealous that in the game
against Poland, he stole the ball
from the feet of teammate
Bradley Barcola, just when the
latterwas about to shoot.

Thebearing on his national
team's fortunes has been direct
— France has mustered only
three goals in five games. Two
of them were own- goals,onea
spot-kick. The goals would
come, head coach Didier

Deschamps reassures. But it
was not the lack of goals alone
that painted the grim picture
of the world’s best player in
deep struggle. In both knock-
out games, full-backs over-ran
him. Portugal’s Joao Cancelo
suffocated himlikea truck that
has wandered into a narrow
alley in peak traffic hours.

On the rare instance
Mbappe slipped past him, he
would strike the shot
in haste; without
power, precision
orthebeastly curl
and whip he
imparts, or the
extra second he
has over others.
Mbappe hashad !
a peak speed of |
36.5 kmph and
clocks an average of
34.15 kmph, both a
rung below his best.
The fastest he has ever
hit is 38 kmph, the
mean speed 36

kmph. A drop of &
even halfakmph W
makes a telling '

differencein sport.
Mbappe without his
lighting speed is
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like a race car without fuel,ora
singerwith a cough.

Major irritant

Theimpediment of the car-
bon-fibre mask has been
debated. Deschamps views the
maskasblocking his peripheral
vision. Mbappe has to stretch
his neck to track the move-
mentson his side.A peskierirri-
tant is the sweat that accumu-
lates under the mask and drips
into his eyes. The first thing he
does whenever there is a brief
break, he would remove the
mask and wipe the moisture
underneath it. The

mask has seemed
a facial shackle,
but he had not
beenathisbest
previously as
well. Before the
Austria game,
Mbappe admit-
ted as much: “I

The substitution in the Por-
tugal game was entirely on his
insistence.“I told him (coach)
that Iwas no longer feeling up
to it, that I was too tired,” he
later said. He wasn't the same
player who exploded into wild
energy in the epic 2022 World
Cup final. “I think I am just
about getting back to mybest.”

But sportsmen of outsized
talent like Mbappe need just a
flicker of inspiration to turn
their form and the tournament
around. There could not be a
better time than the semifinal
toreassert the power of his per-
sonality as well as the depth of
his skills. A depleted Spain
backline furnishes a fine
opportunity. The Spaniards
would be without the inspira-
tional right-back Dani Carvajal
as well as right-sided centre-
back Robin Le Normand.

Other concerns

But Mbappe is not France’s
sole worry. Deschamps still
trusts his talisman blindly that
he lets him run the play, the
side tuned to maximise his
enormous potential to influ-
ence bya moment of pure bril-
liance. France are capable of
being more than a one-man
show. The sudden and unex-
pected drop in form of mid-
field show-stealer Antoine
Griezmann has been bother-
some too. Hewas France’s most
important player in Qatar, but
has looked considerably
diminished in Germany. His
vast canvas of passing has
looked faded. Subsequently,
Deschamps has fiddled with
his midfield permutations.

Inallfive games,headopted
different formations —Griez-
mann himself was deployed on
the right, at the centre, in a
deeper role — but none worked

to make the midfield coherent.
