The leak
impacted Bhandup,
Jogeshwari, Andheri East,
Dadar, Mahim, Dharavi, and
parts of Santacruz, Khar and
Bandra East. In nearby areas
of Powai, water came rush-
ing into houses, particularly
in chawls.

For faster travel, Gadkari plans water taxis to NMIA

Union minister of road trans-
port Nitin Gadkari on
Tuesday said he has discussed
a proposal for getting 10,000
water taxis to ferry people
from Mumbai's distant sub-
urbs to the upcoming Navi

Mumbai International
Airport (NMIA). Speaking at
the International Conference
and Exhibition on Reinforced
Plastics 2025, Gadkari sug-
gested that he has already
discussed the idea with Chief
Minister Devendra Fadnavis.
Gadkari said the water
taxis can get people from sub-

urbs like Virar located along
the Arabian Sea to the north
of the financial capital, and
Kalyan-Dombivali on the
northeast along the Thane
Creek, to the new airport in
70  minutes. He added,
“Taking from all sides of
Mumbai, from Vasai-Virar to
Kalyan-Dombivali, it (water

taxis) can connect to the new
airport in 70 minutes.
Already I have discussed the
proposal with the CM. We
need 10,000 water taxis in
Mumbai.

The minister further said
all 10,000 water taxis can be
built using the futuristic
fiber-reinforced plastic

material which has a lot of
relevance in the shipping
industry, and urged entities
to reduce the cost of the
material. As the new airport
gears up to begin operations,
plans are afoot to connect the
new airport with metro rail
in order to facilitate passen-
ger movement.

Med Council
to hold polls
after 2 years

After over two years withouta
governing body, the
Maharashtra Medical Council
(MMC) is set to elect a new
committee, with elections
scheduled for April. The gov-
ernment announced that vot-
ing will take place on April 3
through a secret ballot at dis-
trict headquarters under the
supervision of district collec-
tors. According to an official
from the medical education
department, nine of the 18
committee members will be
elected. The deadline for fil-
ing nomination is February 18.

The 18-member MMC, a
quasi-judicial body, oversees
medical education and ethics
for nearly 18 lakh registered
doctors in the state and pro-
cesses around 9,000 new reg-
istrations annually.  The
absence of a committee has
led to a backlog of medical
negligence cases and delays in
routine council functions.
Currently, nearly 500 medical
negligence cases await hear-

ings.
The Comptroller and
Auditor General of India

recently flagged MMC’s fail-
ure to renew the registration
of nearly 40% of doctors in
Maharashtra. The Indian
Medical Association has
moved the high court over
delays in MMC functions.

SIMPLIFYING PHYSICS | Naaji Balani develops
Dencity app; makes science education engaging

Just 20, engineering
dropout launches
virtual science lab

Naaji Balani, a 20-year-old
engineering dropout from
Mumbai, on Tuesday
launched Dencity, a virtual
science lab platform designed
to transform the way students
and educators engage with
physics. According to Balani,
the app offers a practical,
interactive and accessible
learning experience for stu-
dents, aged nine and above,
worldwide.

Balani, who was among the
top scorers in class 12 physics
exams, left engineering after
two years to “pursue his vision
of bridging the gap between
theoretical learning and prac-
tical application”. He started
working on Dencity in 2022
with the goal of making

science education more
accessible, affordable and
engaging for all.

Speaking at the launch,
Balani said, “Dencity allows
students to take control of
their education through inter-
active experiments that are
both immersive and fun. It
eliminates the financial and
logistical barriers posed by
conventional labs, ensuring

students from all back-
grounds can benefit”
Demonstrating an experi-
ment on a car taking a turn,
he explained that the app will
let its users tweak parameters
like radius of the curve, the
nature of the road (normal,
wet and oily). The app will
then calculate the minimum
and maximum speeds at
which the car can take the
curve. Dencity also allows to

change the planet from earth
to Mars and Jupiter. “Such
questions are asked in com-
petitive exams like the JEE
where the students are
expected to imagine different
planets and determine the
speed and velocity required to
cross the curve” said Balani.
The app will calculate that
immediately, show the for-
mula and also explain the the-
ory part of it, he added.

Awarded the “Teachers’
Approved Badge” on the
Google Play Store, Dencity
features an intuitive interface
that enables students to col-
laborate with peers in real-
time. The platform also
empowers teachers to dem-
onstrate experiments and cre-
ate assignments.

At the launch event, Rekha
Thakur, secretary of the
Sindhu Education Society,
said, “This platform makes
science engaging and safe for
students while providing
teachers with an innovative
way to enhance learning. It
truly has the potential to
transform science education”

Balani expressed hope of
adding more subjects like
chemistry to Dencity in the
near future.

Strange skin
issue at school
in Kandivali

Students, parents and staff of
Swami Vivekanand interna-
tional school were thrown
into a tizzy on Monday after
several morning shift stu-
dents reported itching and
burning sensations on their
skin and eyes.
