Music license from Novex, a must
for marriage or wedding functions

Ahmedabad, Several court
rulings and circular issued by the
Ministry of Commerce and
Industry has reinforced the
requirement for all kind of social
events, including pre and post
weddings, cocktail parties,
bachelor’s party, mehendi,
reception and other such social
functions, to obtain a license
from Novex Communications for
playing copyrighted music from
Yash Raj, Zee, and Tips and
other popular music labels. This
follows the interpretation of
Section 52(1)(za) of the
Copyright Act, traditionally
exempting music use during
“bona fide religious ceremonies,”
only such as marriage
processions. Historically, this
exemption allowed music only at

bonafide religious ceremonies
without a license. However,
court judgments, including
Novex Communications vs.
Union of India (CWP No. 28758
of 2019), darify that events with
commercial elements—such as
those in hotels, banquet halls,
ground, resorts etc. where
vendors generate revenue—
may not qualify. Novex
Communications asserts that
this exemption should strictly
apply to non-commercial,
religious settings; thus, events
with revenue-generating
services, where crores of
rupees are earned by the venue,
event managers, caterers and
other entities by utilizing the
sound records of Novex , falls
outside its scope. (13-9)

Surat, In one year, 5631
carat diamonds, 10.84 kg
gold worth 8.42 crores, 2.22
lakh dollars and dirham and
riyal currencies were caught
in Ahmedabad airport in the
state, more than 60 gold
smuggling, while diamonds
are being smuggled in Surat.

Smuggling is on the rise
at Surat airport, 40.54 crore
worth of contraband has
been caught in the last one
year. In which the most
diamonds worth 30.16 crores
have been found. 10,846
grams of gold worth 8.42
crores and currencies like
dollars, dirhams and riyals
have also been seized from
the smugglers.

Smugglers' syndicates

across the country are
sending their peddlers to
Gulf countries to smuggle
gold. Thus, amid such a
situation, Surat International
Airport is becoming the
second hub of smuggling
after Ahmedabad Airport.

8th June is marked as
World Ocean day. The ocean
covers more than 70% of
Earth's surface, and being the
largest ecosystem on our
planet, it functions as a life
support system for all its
inhabitants. The idea for a
World Ocean Day was
proposed for the first time by
Canada at the Earth Summit
that took place in Rio de
Janeiro in 1992. The 2022
theme for the World Ocean
Day is Revitalization: Collective
Action for the Ocean:
"Shedding light on the
communities, ideas, and
solutions that are working
together to protect and
revitalize the ocean and
everything it sustains."

The ocean contains 94% of
all the planet's wildlife.
Nowadays, however, it is
polluted and marine debris
can harm animals causing
suffocation, entanglement,
laceration, infections and
internal injuries. Furthermore,

floating plastic and other items
help transport invasive
species, which leads to threats
for marine ecosystems.
Everything in this world we use
comes from the ocean in some
way. The air we breathe, the
water we drink, even the
products we use day to day,
would not be possible without
the ocean. That's why the
issue of ocean pollution is so
important and needs to be
addressed as soon as
possible. About 50-80 percent
of all life on earth is estimated
to live in the oceans. Not
many people even consider
how important the ocean is to
the environment. People worry
about cutting down trees in the
forest because of how it
affects the animal's habitat,
but what about the animals in
the ocean? They need help
with keeping their habitat safe
and clean as well. About 2/3
of the earth's surface is
covered with water of oceans
and sea.

Often
illegal international fishing
practices are decimating
fisheries. A garbage patch
twice the size of Texas floats
in the Pacific Ocean, evidence
of the trash we cast into our
waterways. Rising carbon
dioxide levels from emissions
increase ocean acidity,
endangering coral reefs and
other marine life.Reduce
your use of plastic items,
especially disposable ones.
You can switch from single-
use plastic bags to reusable
ones, or stop using
disposable plastic cups,
plates; cutlery and bottles
(bring your own!). Also, avoid
useless plastic wrappings and
buy food and cleaning
products in bulk. Due to
agricultural wastes run off
and waste water; low oxygen
dead zones are developed in
coastal ocean waters.
