Govt school 
girls destroy... 

The students accused the 
teacher of harsh punish-
ments. A student of class 
11th said “Even if we arrive 
five minutes late, the 
teacher does not allow us to 
enter the class. She makes 
us stand out in the ground 
for one to two hours”.  

She further said, “Ma’am 
humse class mein safai kar-
wati hain, ground par ghaas 
katwati hain, pathar uthwati 
hain. Fir humse bolti hain ki 
tumhari school mein 
padhne ki aukaat hai kya 
(Our teacher makes us clean 
the campus, cut the garden. 
She even asks if we can af-
ford to study in a school).” 

Some students were 
quoted by local media as 
also complaining about tim-
ings; school finishes at 6 pm, 
they said, which makes it 
difficult for some girls who 
live far away. Another spoke 
of punishments that af-
fected students' health and 
criticised teachers' for dis-
missing such concerns. 

The police were also sum-
moned. Mayur Khandelwal, 
the Assistant Commissioner 
of Police for Habibganj, said, 
"We were informed of pro-
tests by girl students that 
could lead to a law-and-
order situation. A team was 
sent to calm things down 
and persuade the girls to 
end the protest." 

Director of Madhya Pra-
desh Open School Board PR 
Tiwari, who met the pro-
testing students sought a 
month’s time, stating they 
would fix everything. He 
also sent Jha on indefinite 
leave. 

District Education Officer 
of Bhopal, NK Ahirwar, said, 
“I got to know about the 
situation only on Wednes-
day. We have decided to re-
move the accused teacher 
from duty and will per-
sonally resolve the other is-
sues faced by the students.”

During search various in-
criminating documents and 
details of immovable, mov-
able properties were seized. 

 ED initiated investigation 
on the basis of FIR and 
charge-sheet filed by Gandhi 
Nagar police station, under 
various sections of the IPC.

The 
police arrested the culprit 
identified as Kishan aka Chinnu 
Machhia, resident of Raja ward 
in Shobhagpur, Sohagpur 
Tehsil, Narmadapuram district. 
Before awarding the capital 
punishment, the court said it 
was a rarest of the rare case.

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Heavy rains claim 49 lives 
in Gujarat over the week

Heavy downpours in Gujarat 
in the last week of August 
claimed 49 lives, damaged 
roads and caused floods, 
prompting the rescue of over 
37,000 people by multiple 
agencies including the NDRF 
and Army, officials said on 
Wednesday. 

A deep depression trig-
gered heavy to very heavy 
rainfall in several areas of Gu-
jarat between August 25 to 30. 
The depression, formed over 
the Gujarat-Rajasthan border, 
gradually moved into the Ara-
bian Sea (which later turned 
into cyclonic storm Asna), said 
State Relief Commissioner 
Alok Kumar Pandey. 

During this period, 49 per-
sons died in rain-related inci-
dents, such as lightning strikes, 
wall collapse, and drowning in 
flood waters, he told reporters 
at Gandhinagar-based State 
Emergency Operations Centre 
(SEOC). 

"Among the 49 deaths, the 

kin of 22 have already been 
paid Rs 4 lakh each as com-
pensation as per norms. A sum 
of Rs 1.78 crore has been dis-
bursed to the owners of 2,618 
livestock that perished," Pan-
dey said. 

"A cash relief of Rs 8.04 
crore has been disbursed to 
over 1.69 lakh people in these 
districts so far. To date, Rs 20.07 
crore have been disbursed as 
household and clothing assis-
tance to 50,111 affected families 
in these districts," he said. 

Pandey said heavy rains 
damaged roads measuring 

2,230 kilometres, which will be 
repaired and made motorable 
in the next ten days. 
 
One dead, several 
missing as heavy 
rain pounds  
Nagaland  

One person died and several 
others were reported missing 
after heavy rainfall damaged 
houses and major portions of 
National Highway-29 in Naga-
land's Chumoukedima district, 
officials said on Wednesday. 

The incident took place on 

Tuesday night, as roadside 
houses were damaged in flash-
floods caused by torrential rain 
at Pherima in the district, they 
said. 

A portion of the NH-29 con-
necting state capital Kohima 
with commercial hub Dima-
pur has been completely 
washed away, they said. 
 
Heavy rain alert 
for northern  
Telangana 

The India Meteorological 
Department (IMD) has issued 
a heavy rain alert for districts 
in northern Telangana for 
Wednesday, as the flood-hit 
parts of the state are yet to re-
cover from the havoc caused 
four days ago.  

Heavy rain very likely to 
occur at isolated places in the 
districts Komaram Bheem Asi-
fabad, Mancherial, Jayashan-
kar Bhupalapally, Mulugu, 
IMD said.  

A yellow alert has been is-
sued for these districts of Te-
langana. 

Crowd abuses, pushes 
Kolkata ex-principal 
Sandip Ghosh in court

The former principal of Kol-
kata's RG Kar Medical Col-
lege and Hospital, where a 
31-year-old doctor was raped 
and murdered, was verbally 
abused by an angry crowd 
near a Kolkata court yester-
day. A man in the crowd also 

tried to slap Dr Sandip 
Ghosh as security personnel 
escorted him safely to a ve-
hicle. Dr Ghosh is under fire 
for the hospital administra-
tion's response after a doctor 
on night shift was found 
dead in a seminar hall on the 
morning of August 9.  

The doctor's rape and 
murder has sparked nation-
wide outrage. The former 
Principal was arrested by the 
CBI's Anti-Corruption 

Branch on Monday night 
over allegations of cor-
ruption and financial mis-
conduct at the state-run 
hospital. He was produced in 
court yesterday and sent to 
an 8-day custody.  

The matter will be heard 
next on Sep10.Amid the out-
rage in the aftermath of the 
heinous crime, Dr Ghosh 
had resigned as principal of 
RG Kar Medical College, say-
ing that he "can't take the hu-
miliation on social media".

The CBI has registered an of-
fence against NCP leader Anil 
Deshmukh, who is known for 
his proximity to Sharad Pawar, 
after a preliminary enquiry re-
vealed that the accused had al-
legedly fabricated the 
statements of witnesses/ evi-
dence to falsely implicate BJP 
leaders and other innocent 
persons in a case. Along with 

Deshmukh, four 
other persons, in-
cluding two police 
officers, have also 
been booked. 

The preliminary 
enquiry was registered follow-
ing a notification from the Gov-
ernment of Maharashtra. The 
allegations stem from pen 
drives containing audio and 
video recordings, which were 
handed over to the speaker of 
the Maharashtra Legislative 

Assembly by the then opposi-
tion Leader, Devendra Fadna-
vis; these were subsequently 
handed over to the ClD for en-
quiry in March 2022. Inciden-
tally, Deshmukh is likely to 
contest the assembly polls 
against Fadnavis in Nagpur. 

These pen drives were re-
lated to the role of a special 
public prosecutor, Pravin Pan-
dit Chavan, in connection with 
a case registered with Kothrud 
Police Station, Pune, in 2021. 

During the course of the en-
quiry, four applications from 
MLAs Mangesh Chavan,  

Girish Mahajan, Jaykumar 

Rawal and Sanjay Kute were 
also received pressing for an 
enquiry. The MLAs alleged that 
the special public prosecutor is 
clearly seen in the video re-
cording colluding with high 
ranking police officials in a bid 
to frame prominent BJP 
leaders 

“The video recording clearly 
shows that Pravin Chavan is in-
volved in getting patently false 
cases registered against the ap-
plicants and other leaders of 
the BJP. Anil Deshmukh 
tweeted on Wednesday that 
‘‘another baseless case has been 
filed against me by the CBI.’’
