STRENGTH: Destruc-
tive players like Fakhar
Zaman and in-form
batsmen like skipper
Mohammed  Rizwan
and Salman Ali Agha
offer firepower.
WEAKNESS: Saim
Ayub's injury and Babar
Azam's underwhelming
recent form (10, 23, 29
in the tri-series) are

worrisome. Khushdil
Shah, Faheem Ashraf,
Kamran Ghulam, and
Tayyab Tahir need to
step up. Khushdil and
Faheem are con-
Wl sidered weak links.
| OPPORTUNITY:
| Home conditions and a
potent pace attack (Sha-
heen Shah Afridi, Na-
| seem Shah, Haris Rauf)
can be advantageous, pro-
vided the pitches offer
some assistance. Agha
| is their "X Factor."

THREAT: Just one specialist
spinner (Abrar Ahmed) is a
risk. Faheem Ashraf's per-
formance is a concern, and
even Shaheen and Naseem
have been expensive re-
cently.

NEW ZEALAND:
The Underdogs?

STRENGTH: A compact
side with experienced
white-ball players. Devon
Conway and Tom Latham
provide a solid opening
partnership, Kane William-

son offers control, and Daryl
Mitchell and Glenn Phillips
bring explosive power.

WEAKNESS: The absence
of the veteran pace duo of
Tim Southee and Trent
Boult, and Lockie Fergu-
son's likely unavailability,
leave their pace attack look-
ing inexperienced. Their
skills on sub-continental

pitches are a question
mark.
OPPORTUNITY: New Zeal-

and is always a contender.
Mitchell Santner's captaincy

and the middle-order
strength of Phillips and Mit-
chell are assets.

THREAT: How they handle
opposition spinners in the
middle overs will be crucial.
Playing against the Indian
spin trio, or Bangladesh's
Rishad and Pakistan's Abrar
will be a tough test.

BANGLADESH:
The Tigers' Roar?

STRENGTH: Experienced
players like Mahmudullah
and Mushfiqur Rahim,

coupled with multi-utility
cricketers like Soumya Sar-
kar, Tanzim Hasan Sakib,
and Mehidy Hasan Miraj,
make Bangladesh a formi-
dable force in this format.
They are Asia Cup finalists
and 2015 World Cup
quarter-finalists.

‘WEAKNESS: Consistency
plagues the Tigers. Litton
Das's absence due to poor
form weakens their batting,
and Shakib Al Hasan's bow-
ling suspension and declining
batting form are concerns.

Their recent ODI form is also
a worry, with losses to
Afghanistan and West Indies.
OPPORTUNITY: On slower
Dubai pitches, their spinners
(Mehidy, Rishad Hossain) and
variations (Mustafizur Rah-
man) can be effective.
THREAT: A substandard
BPL showing, top-order
struggles, and a lack of "X-fac-
tor" players pose significant
threats. They have lost 5 of
their last 6 ODIs against
Afghanistan and the West
Indies.

OLYMPIC DREAM]| National Games closing ceremony
highlights nation’s sporting ambitions

WE’RE READY
FOR 2036: SHAH

The 38th National Games
concluded in Haldwani with
a grand closing ceremony,
where Home Minister Amit
Shah asserted India's read-
iness to host the 2036 Olym-
pics. "I can say it today that
India has a very bright future
in sports. We are ready to
host the Olympics in 2036,"
Shah declared, referring to
India's bid, which is cur-
rently in its early stages.

The ceremony, attended
by dignitaries including
Sports Minister Mansukh
Mandaviya,  Uttarakhand
Chief Minister Pushkar
Singh Dhami, IOA President
PT Usha, and sporting leg-
ends like MC Mary Kom and
Gagan Narang, celebrated
the athletes’ achievements
and India's growing sporting
prowess.

Uttarakhand:
From ‘Dev
Bhoomi’ to ‘Khel
Bhoomi’

Shah lauded Uttarakhand's
transformation into a sporting
hub. "Dev Bhoomi' has trans-
formed into 'Khel Bhoomi' not
just because of the National
Games but also because of its
athletes' performance... and
Dhami ji's relentless efforts,”

Shah remarked. He also ac-
knowledged the state's im-
pressive jump in the medal
standings, from 21st to 7th. "I
congratulate all the athletes
who helped paved the way for
'Dev Bhoomi' to also become a
'Khel Bhoomi'." Shah further
added, "I have observed that
some of the records made by
athletes during the Games
here are comparable to those
in international tournaments.”

Nation on the rise

Mandaviya echoed Shah's
sentiments, stating, "Uttarak-
hand has conveyed to the
country that it is not just
Devbhoomi but also a
Khelbhoomi. The state en-
sured that no athlete faced any
difficulty during the Games. It
is the beginning of India be-
coming a sports hub." He
added, "It is the beginning of
India coming inside the top 10
of Olympic performers by
2036. The country now has a
sports ecosystem. It is moving
forward in every aspect, in-
cluding sports."

Usha emphasised the jour-
ney's continuation. "The jour-
ney does not end here, it is
only the beginning for Indian
sports,” she said.
