I, Deepak Gupta, Practicing Company Secretary, Partner of ATG & Co. (Formerly known as Pooja
Anand& Associates), New Delhi, have been appointed by the Board of Directors of Lead Financial
Services Limited ("the Company"), as Scrutinizer for the purpose of scrutinizing the E-Voting process
(remote e-voting) and electronic voting (e-voting) during the AGM carried out as per the provision of

respectively, respectively,hereinafter referred to as the SEBI Circular (s), in respect of resolutions
proposed at the 31¥Annual General Meeting of the Equity Shareholders of Lead Financial Services
Limited held on Wednesday, 25"day of September 2024 at 01:00 p.m. through Viges=Conferencing




(“VC») / Other Audio Visual Means (“OAVM”).

The said appointment as Scrutinizer is under the provisions of Section 108 of the Companies Act, 2013
(the Act) read with Rule 20 of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014, as
amended (the Rules). As the Scrutinizer, I have to scrutinize:

(i)  Process of e-voting remotely, before the AGM, using an electronic voting system on the dates
referred to in the Notice calling the AGM ("remote e-voting"); and

(i) Process of e-voting and voting through ballot during the AGM.

Management's Responsibility:

The management of the Company is responsible to ensure the compliance with the requirements of (i) the
Act and the Rules made there under; (ii) the MCA Circulars; and (iii) the SEBI (Listing obligations &
Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, ("LODR") relating to e-voting on the resolutions contained
in the Notice calling the 31"AGM of the Company. The management of the Company is responsible for
ensuring a secured framework and robustness of the electronic voting systems.

Scrutinizer's Responsibility:

My responsibility as a scrutinizer for voting process (i.e. remote e-voting and votingduring the AGM) is
restricted to making a consolidated scrutinizer’s report of the votes cast "in favour “or "against" the
resolutions contained in Notice, based on the reports generated from the e-voting system provided by
Central Depository Services (India) Limited (“CDSL”), the authorized agency to provide e-voting
facilities, engaged by the Company.

The shareholders holding shares as on the "cut off' date i.e.18"September2024 were entitled to vote on the
proposed resolutions for Item Nos. 1 to 3 as set out in the Notice of the 31"AGM of Lead Financial
Services Limited.

In this regard, [ hereby submit my report as under:-
I. The Company has availed the remote e-voting services fromCentral Depository Services (India)

Limited (“CDSL”)and e-voting at AGM for providing the Members with the facility to cast their
vote electronically.

2. The remote e-Voting period remained open from (09:00 a.m. IST) on Sunday, 22™ September2024
up to (05:00 p.m. IST) on Tuesday, 24™September 2024.




3. The Company had also provided e-voting facility to the Members present/ logged-in at the AGM
through VC and who had not cast their vote earlier through remote e-voting,

4.  After the closure of voting during the AGM, we have unblocked the electronic votes for both e-
voting processes in the presence of two witnesses who are not in the employment of the Company.

5. Thereafter, the details containing, inter alia, the information about equity shareholders voting ‘For’
and ‘Against’ the resolutions that were put to vote, were generated from the e-voting portal of
Central Depository Services (India) Limited (“CDSL”) and based on such reports generated, data
regarding the e-voting was scrutinized.
